
LAWS OF OHIO.
BY AUTHORITY.

AN ACT

To provide for the organization of Cities End
ineorporatea villages.

See. 16. So soon as said transcripts
shall be certified and delivered, and for-

warded, the said annexation shall bo
deemed complete; and it sha'l be lawful
for the corporation to which the annexa
tion haa been made, to pass such orai
nances as will carry into effect the terms
of such annexation, so far as tbe same
shall not be inconsistent with this act,
smd with th reoular and proper gov- -

ernment of sach corporation under the
provisions thereof; and any part of such
terms, so inconsistent, shall be deemed
void: but their nullity shall in no man

ner affect sach annexation; and the two

.former corporations shall thereater be
governed as one, embracing the territo- -

rrnf both: and the inhabitants of all

such territory shall have-equ- rights
and privileges; Provided, such annexa
lion shall not affect, or in any wise im

pair any rights or liabilities existing at
the time ot sucn annexation, emier iu
favor of or against said corporations;
and suits founded upon such rights and
liabilities may be commenced, and
pending suits prosecuted and carried to
final judgment and execution, the same
as though such annexation naa not ia
ken place.

Sec. 17. It shall be the duty of tho
Secretary of State to receive and pre
serve in his office, all papers transmitted
to him, in relation to the organization of
incorporated villages, or the annexation
of territory to any city or incorporated

. village, or the consolidation of munici-
pal corporations, and he shall prepare
for, and submit to the General Assem- -

' bly, at each regular session thereof, a

report, showing the names, location,
and limits of each incorporated village,
organised under this act, previous to
the time of making up said report; and

. also the cities and incorporated villages,
the limits of which have been increased
under this act, previous to the same
time, and the limits so added.

Sec. 18, Cities or incorporated vil-

lages, organized or to be organized un-

der this act, be and they are hereby de-

clared to be bodies politic and corporate,
under the name and the style of the city
of , or the incorporated village
of , as the case maj be; capable
to sue and be sued, to contract and be
contracted with; to acquire, hold and
possess property, real or personal; to
have a common heal, and to change and
alter the same at pleasure; and to exer
cise such other powers, and to have such
other privileges, as are incident to inu
nicipal corporations of like character or
degree, not inconsistent with this act, or
the general laws of this State.
- Sec. 19. All municipal corporations

organized, or to be orgauized under this
act, except incorporated villages .for

- special purposes, shall have the general
powers and privileges, and be subject to
the rules and restrictions granted and
prescribed in the twenty succeeding sec-

tions of this act.'
Sec. 20. They shall have power to

prevent injury or annoyance within the
limits of the corporation, from anything
dangerous, offensive or unhealthy, and
to cause any nuisance to be abated; to
regulate the transportation and keeping
of gunpowder or other combustibles,
and to provide or license magazines for
the same; to prevent and punish fast or
immoderate riding of horses, or driving
or propelling of vehicles through the
streets; to establish and regulate mar-
kets; to provide for the measuring or
weighing of hay, wood, coal, or any oth-

er article for sale; to regulate the trans-
portation ol articles through the streets,
and to prevent injuries to the streets
from over-loade- d vehicles; to prevent
any riots, noise, disturbances, or disor
derly assemblages; to suppress and re
strain disorderly houses, houses of ill
fame, billiard tables, nine or ten pin al

4 leys or tables, and ball alleys, and to au-
thorize the destruction of all instruments
or devices used for the purpose of ga
ming; and to protect the property ot the
municipal corporation, and its inhabi-

tants, and preserve peace and good or
der therein.

Sec. 21. They shall have power "to
provide for the regular . building of
houses; to make regulations for the pur-
pose of guarding against dangers from

. accidents by fire; and on petition of the
owners of not less than two thirds ofthe
ground included in any square, to pro-
hibit the erection in any such square, of
any building, or any addition to any it
building, more than ten feet high, unless
the outer walls thereof be made of brick
and mortar, or of iron, or stone and mor-
tar, and provide for the removal of any er
buildings, or additions, erected conttary
to such prohibition.

Sec. 22. They shall have the power
to provide supply of water, by the con-
struction

as
and regulation of wells, pumps, ry

cisterns, reservoirs, or water works; to
prevent the unnecessary waste ol water,
to prevent pollution ot the water, and be
injuries to the water works; and for the
purpose of establishing or supplying wa-

ter works, any municipal corporation
may go beyond its territorial limits; and be
its jurisdiction to prevent or punish any
pollution or injury to tne stream or
source of water, or to the water works, as
shall extend five miles beyond its corpo-

rate limits.
J5ec. 23. They shall have power to

regulate the burial of the dead; to pro-

vide without the limits of the corpora-
tion, places for 'the interment of the
dead, and to prevent any such interment
within such limits, and to carry into ef-
fect

er
any prohibition against interments

within the limits ofthe corporation; mayj
not only impose proper fines and penal- -

. ties, but shall also have power to cause
any oody interred contrary to such pro-
hibition,

tne
to be taken up and buried with as

out the limits of the corporation,
Sec. 24. They shall have power to and

restrain and regulate the running . at
large of cattle, horses, swine, sheep, and tne
other anima's, the property of any per-so- n or

residing within the limits ofthe cor--,
poration; an 8 to authorize the distrain-- !

ing, impounding and .ale of the same,
for the penalty incurred, and cost of pro-

ceeding; to prevent the running at large
of dogs, and injuries and annoyance
therefrom, and to authorize the destruc-

tion ofthe same, when at large, contra-

ry to any prohibition to that effect.

Sec. 25. They shall have power to
regulate or prohibit all theatrical exhi-

bitions or public shows, and all exhibi-

tions of whatever name or nature, for
which money, or any other reward, is in
any manner demanded or received; Pro-

vided, that lecturers on scientific, his
torical or literary subjects, shall not
come within the provisions of this sec
tion; to regulate or prohibit the sale of
all horses, or other domestic animals at
public auction, in the streets, alleys or
highways; to regulate all carts, wagons
drays, hackney coaches, omnibusses,
and every description of carriages which
may be kept for hire, and all livery sta
bles; to regulate taverns, and other
houses for public entertainment, and to
regulate or prohibit ale and porter shops
and houses, and places for significant or
habitual resort for tippling and intem
perance.

See. 23. They shall have power to
lay off, open, widen, straighten, extend
and establish, to improve and keep in
order and repair, and to light, streets,
alleys, public grounds, wharves, land-

ing places, and market spaces; to open.
and construct, and keep in order and
repair, sewers and drains; to enter upon
or take for such of the above purposes
as may require it, land or material; and
to assess and collect a charge on the
owners of any lots or lands, or on the
lots or lands through or by which a
street, alley, or public highway sha'l
pass, for the purpose ofdefraying the ex-

pense of constructing, improving, re-

pairing, or lighting such street, alley, or
public highway, to be in proportion, ei-

ther to the feet front of the lot, or land
abutting on such street, alley, or high-wa-

or to the value of such lot or land,
as assessed for taxation under the gen
eral law ofthe state, as such municipal
corporation may in each case deter
mine; and they shall also have power to
provide by ordinance, for the lighting of
any railway, or any portion thereof,
which rnny be located within the corpo
rate limits of such town or city, under
such restrictions and upon such terms
as the city or town council shall pre-
scribe.

Sec. 27. When it shall be deemed
necessary by any municipal corpora-
tion, to enter upon, or take private prop-
erty, as above provided, an application
in writing shall be made to the court of
common pleas ofthe proper county, or
to the judge thereof in vacation, which
application shall describe as correctly
as may be, the property to be taken, tho
object proposed, and the owners of the
property, and of each lot or parcel there-
of known; notice of the time and place
of such application shall be given, either
personally, in the ordinary manner of
serving legal process, or by publishing a
copy ofthe application, with a statement
oi the time and place at which it is to
be made, for three weaks next prece-
ding the time of the application, in some
newspaper of general circulation in the
county; if it shall appear to the court or
judge, that such notice has been served
five days before the time of application,
or has been publishsd as above provided,
and that such notice is reasonably spe-
cific and certain, then the court or judge
may set a time for the enquiry into, and
assessment of compensation, by a jury
in the court of common pleas; and if
such court shall not be in session at the
day so fixed for such enquiry, and as
sessment of compensation, then the
judge of the court of common pleas of
tne subdivision in which such property

situated, or in case of his absence, in-

terest or disability, then any other judge
of said court within the district, shall
hold a special term of said court, for the
purpose of hearing and determining
such enquiry and assessment, and shall
direct a jury to be summoned for the
purpose of making such enquiry, in the
same manner that petit jurois are sum
moned in the court of common pleas for
other purposes; which enquiry and as
sessment shall be made at the time ap
pointed, unless, for good cause, contin
ued to another day to be specified; if at
the time ot such application it shall ap
pear that any of the owners of property
are mlants or insane, a guardian ad li
tem shall be appointed; the municipal
corporation may be required to file a
more full and accurate description of
the property to be taken, and the object
proposed, and maps, plats, and surveys

necessary or proper. The assess,
ment shall be made so that the amount
payable to each owner may be ascer
tained, either by allotting it to each own

by name, or on each lot or parcel of
iana, ana the enquiry and assessment
shall in other respects be made by the
jury, under such rules and instructions

shall be given by the court. The ju
shall be sworn to make the whole en

quiry and assessment, but may be al
lowed to return a verdict as to part, and

discharged as to the rest, in the dis
creuon oi tne court; ana in case a jury
shall be discharged from rendering a
verdict in whole or in part, another shall

impanneled at the earliest convenient ot
time, who shall make the whole enauirv
and assessment, or the part not made,

me case may be.
bee. 28. So soon as the amount of

compensation which may be due to the
owners of the property to be taken, or to
any of them, shall have been ascer-
tained by the jury, the court shall make
such order as to its payment, or its de-
posit,

or
as shall be deemed right and nrnn.

in respect to the time and place of. , .. - i be
payment or aeposii, or to the persons
entitled to receive payment, and the pro
portion payable to eacn, and may re--
auire adverse claimants of any cart nf

money or property, to interplead, so i
fully to settle and determine their

rights and interests, according to equity
justice; the .court may direct the

time and manner in which possession ofi
property condemned, shall be taken

delivered, and may, if necessary, en-
force

or
any order giving possession; the fall,

costs occasioned by the enquiry and as- -

sessment shall be paid by tho corpo
ration, and as to the other costs
which may arise, they shall be
charged or taxed as the court in its
discretion may direct; no delay in
making an assessment of eompensa
tion, or In taking possession, shall be
occasioned by any doubt which may
arise as to the ownership ofthe prop-

erty, or any part thereof, or as to the
interests of the respective owners,
but in such cases, the court shall re-

quire a deposit ot the money allowed
as compensation for the whole prop-

erty, or the part in die pute; and in all
cases, as soon as the corporation shall
have paid the compensation assessed,
or secured its payment by a deposit
of money under the order of the
court, possession ofthe property may
be taken, and the public work or im-

provement progress.
Sec 29. Any party interested in

any such inquiry and assessment,
who shall feel aggrieved by the find-

ing of the jury, or tho order of the
court, may have the part thereof in
which such party may be interested
and feel aggrieved, reviewed in the
district court, by filing a petition for
that purpose in the court of common
pleas, during the term at which the
finding or decision complained of,
shall have been made; and it shall be
the duty of the court of common
pleas to report, in the nature of a
bill of exceptions, the facts necessary
to show the ground of the finding or
decision, and said petition and report,
or a transcript thereof, being filed in
the district court, (which shall be
done on or before the first day of the
next term thereof,) the matter shall
be heard and determined; and if the
court shall find that right and justice
has not been done, a new assessment
may be ordered bv a jury in that
court, which shall be made without
delay, at the same term if praclica
ble; or such other final order or judg
ment shall be made as may be deemed
proper and equitable. When such
petition shall be filed, the court o
common pleas may suspend the exe
cuiion of any order which may have
been made, on such terms as may be
deemed proper, and may require
bond with security for the paymen
of any damages or costs which may
be thereby occasioned; but in
cases where the municipal corpora
lion shall pay or secure by a uepos
of money, tho compensation assessed
by the jury, and shall give such sure
ty as may be deemed adequate to pa
any further compensation, and
damnges and costs which may be ad
judged in the district court, the right
to take and hold the properly con
demned, shall not be affected by an
such review. ,
