ganised under a charter granted by the
Legislature of New York at its last ses-

sion. . They propose first a fine as di-

rect as may be from New York to St.
Louis. From St. Louis they propose to

. . .. . , rsoan, and tnrongn Araansas w juar-shal- l,

in Harrison county, near the nor-

thern boundary of Texas. This town
ia the point where the New Orleans and
the Opelousas, the- Vicksburg and
Shrevesport, and the system intended
to open the rich sugar lands of Texas
to the Mississippi trade, are expected
to concentrate. Thence to 1 Paso is
500 miles, and San Diego is 800 miles
beyond. . - ;

St. Louis capitalists are now construct-
ing the line between ' that city and the
Iron Mountain. Arkansas has a grant
from Congress of four millions of acres
of land, the proceeds of which may be
applied to this line, in that State. Mis-

souri bas also a large grant of land.'
Individuals stand ready to take stock to
push the road from Marshall further
south Into the lead and copper regions.
Texas bas granted 30,000 acres of land
per mile to several railway companies
within the range of the proposed route,
these will unite in the .New York pro
ject, and the aid of the .United States
Government will be required to the work
west of the Kio Grande.
