HIGHLY IMPORTANT FROM WASHINGTON.

Autograph Letter of the Emperor
Nicholas to President Pierce Reve--
latioa of a Conspiracy of the Western
Powers against the United

of the United Slates,

i The New York Herald, at Saturday,
has the following telegraphic dispatch
from Washington. jl --We have little con-

fidence in its truth, but give it notwith-

standing:
Our foreign relations are hourly be-

coming matters of difficulty with the
administration. After the adjournment,
night before last, in the Senate Senators
Mason, Cass, and Douglas drove up to
the White House, from a special invita
tion sent, in the morning, through Sen-

ator Mason. Our present relations with
t majority of the European governments
mail KMvourT this meetin?. Gov

ernor Marcy alone of the Cabinet was
present. An important revelation was
made: the President placed before the
gentlemen assembled an autograph let
ter received by the last arrival -- trom
Earope, bearing the signature of the
Emperor of Russia. This letter was
accompanied by an official dispatch from
his minister on Foreign Affairs, com-

municating to the United States Secre-
tary of State particulars of an organiza-
tion against this country, advised and
encouraged by England and France.
Extracts from letters sent to the home
government by Russian secret employes
distributed throughout the capitals of
Europe, proving the above statements,
are given; and, although these secret
agents are wnouy ignorant oi me ex-

istence of any but themselves, their
statements are marked by an extraor
dinary accuracy in point of facts and
dates. To show friendship and interest
in the success of the United States is
the purport of the Emperor's letter,
which is still further made evident in
the communication of the Minister.

The communication proceeds to show
that these interviews were had at audi-

ences given by Louis Napoleon, at which
were present tbe British, bpamsh, and
Austrain Ambassadors. In London,
Lord Aberdeen, late Minister, received,
on the same business, official visits from
the French, Spanish, and Austrian rep-
resentatives. This business was the
relation of those Powers with the Uni-

ted States. A protracted diplomatic
policy was recommended to Spain as all
important to be followed out with the
United-States- , while f ranee and Eng
land would increase and divide their
strength in such manner, in South
America and the United States, as not
to excite suspicion or alarm. - The re
suit of these deliberations mark a de
termined hostility to this country, which
is only awaiting an opportunity to show
itself in acts of aggression and violence,
which we are so Tittle prepared at this
moment to meet. I have reason to be-

lieve that Austria, notwithstanding her
assurances to the allies, is secretly the
friend of Russia, and it may not here-

after be difficult to prove that it is
through' this power that Russia obtained
the taforpiation in part now communi-
cated to oux "government! -

Bakk Laws is Isdiaka. The Free
Bank bill and the State Bank bill, both

Tbe State
Bank bill was amended in the House
by striking out all that transferred to
the new organization the State's interest
in the old Bank, so that those acting
under it will not get the benefit of the
State's funds even by a loan. Whether
the want of that provision will interfere
with the organization under the bill, is
a matter about which there appears to
be different opinions.

Lager and Rzugioh. A new scheme
has been devised by some of the keepers
of the lager beer saloons to evade the
law in relation to the Sunday liquor
traffic. It appears that some four or
five of - these establishments are open
every cunday, and that they are gener
ally occupied by large audiences.
Preachers, with open Bibles before
them, discourse upon various 'subjects,
but particularly on the reforms of
Mayor Wood, which are denounced as
impious and unjust. The suppression
ot tne Sunday liquor trathe is inveigned
against as a despotic interference with
the rights of all who indulge in lager
beer and other beverages, and the
faithful are encouraged to follow in the
rooisteps or their forefathers, in opposi-
tion to the Mayor and tbe police.

Ihe Mayor having been informed of
these establishments, detailed officers
Freuder and Newman, of the Emigrant
Department, to visit one on faunday last,
and report to him all they should hear
and see. The first one they visited was
kept by Lewis Douckel and Smith, No.
1 42 Chatham street. On entering the
saloon they found aboutv fifty persons
present, drinking lauger beer. At one
end of the apartment a billiard table
was fitted up like an altar, upon which
lay an open Bible. Mr. Douckel, who
officiated as minister, was dressed in
lontr black clerical robe, black skull cap,
and wnite nectercniet. The services
commenced at 10 o'clock, which, it ap-
pears, was somewhat later than usual,
and for which the minister made due
apology to his congregation. He would,
he said, commenced earlier, had it not
been for the absence f his two deacons,
who had, like many other clergymen.
been drunk over Saturday night. As
they did not make their appearance, he
was obliged to accept tbe services of
his two barkeepers, who prepared
themselves for the performance of their
clerical duties by tying two table cloths
around their necks. Mr. Douckel then
read a passage from the Bible, and de
livered, in Uerman, a terrible phillipic
upon the Mayor, exhorting all who loved
their beer to stand by it to tbe last drop,
They were all, he said, free thinkers,
and they had a perfect right to be free
drinkers, if they chose.
