Unpleasant Picture of Mexico.
Some of the Southern papers have

recently contained glowing descrip
tions of the advantages which Mex
ico affords as a place of refuge for
conquered but unreconciled rebels.
A correspondent of the New Orleans
Times, however, whd writes from
personal experience, tells a very dif-

ferent story. The climate is fine, be
admits, but only mall portions are
capable of cultivation. Robbers are
abundant; and grass and water are
scarce. The people are mostly indo-

lent, stupid and indescribably filthy.
The Emperor is bated even by bis
officeholders, and the trench are
held in abhorrence. Tbe Americans
in Mexico who bad been there long
enough to test tbe character of its in-

stitutions, all looked forward with
pleasure to the time when they should
again tread tbe soil and breathe the
air of true freedom in the United
States. They dislike and fear the
Government of Mexico, considering
themselves far from safe, either in
their property or their persons. The
Government seems to lie administer
ed on the principle of a despotism,
aided by the Spanish inquisition.
Criminals . are seldom informed of
the charges agaiast them; are notal
lowed to examine witnesses, or be
heard in their own defense, but are
compelled to await tbe convenience
or the authorities ana uieir accusers,
and to submit to the decisions of tri
bunals before which they are not
permitted to appear, and whose de
cibions are founded npon ex parte
testimony.

WASHINGTON, April 4.

The discussion of the President's
ve'o message ol the Civil Rignts Bill
commenced in the Senate to-da-y

There was the same large atten
d:ince as on previous occasions, in
eluding so many members of the
House that the latter body very soon
round Itself without a quorum. Mr.
Trumbull, author of the Civil Rights
Uill, spoke two and a half hoars
ngainst the veto, when the further
consideration of the case wss post
poned until to morrow. His speech
was mostly devoted to a legal review
of the veto message and bill, though
the latter portion or his remarks,
concerning his personal interview
with the President, excited consider

to secure these riirhts bv their own
action, and therehv remove manvof
ths obstacles to an early reconstruc
tion. I prepared tbe bill substan- -

tiallv as it is now returned with the
President's objection. After the bitl
was introduced and printed, a copy
was furnished the President and at
a subsequent period, when it was re
ported that he was hesitating about
signing the Freedmen's Bureau Bill,
he was informed of the condition of
the Civil Rights Bill, then pending
in tha House, and a hope expressed
that if be bad objections to any of
its provisions he would make them
known to its friends, that they might
be remedied, if not destructive of tbe
measure; that tbere was believed to
be n disposition on the part of Con
gress, and certainly none on my
part, to have bills presented to him
which he could not approve. He
never indicated to me, nor, so far as
t know, to any of its friends, the
least objection to any of the provis
ions of the Bill, till after its passage,
and how could be, consistently with
himself? The bill waa framed, as
was supposed, in entire harmony
with his views, and certainly in bar
monv with what he was then, and
aincc been doing, in protecting tbe
freedmen iu their civil rights, all
through the rebellious States. It
was strictly limited tu the protection
or the civil rights belonging to every
freedmen the birthright of every
American citizen carefully avoided
conferring or interfering with politi-
cal rights or privileges of any kind."

The Ikdiaba Cokspibators. The
United States Supreme Court yester
day gave its decision in the case of
the Indiina conspirators, Bowies,
Milligan and Hoisey, which was
argued several days ago. It will be
recollected that these parties were
charged with conspiracy against the
Government were arrested on a
military order, tried by a Military
Commission, found guilty, and
Bowles and Milligan were sentenced
to be bung, while the sentence of
Horsey was, if we recollect rightly,
imprisonment for life. Through the
exertions of Gov. Morton and other
Union meu, however, the sentence of
death was commuted to imprison
ment for life. Soon thereafter the
prisoners applied to the United States
District Court for a writ of kabtat
corpui. The Court disagreeing on
some points, the case was carried to
the Supreme Court The decision of
this court was, as stated, awarded
yesterday by Chief Justice Cbwe,
and is (1) tbat the writ should be
issued, and (2) that the Military
Commission had no legal jurisdic-
tion in tbe case.

This decision of the Supreme
Court does not affect the guilt or In-

nocence of the parties concerned.
It merely declares that the Court ty
which they were tried had no legal
jurisdiction.
