8i1r—I noticed iu this week’s Inde
pendent you faver Randall’s bill to
dsatroy natienal banks; and suppos-
ing from the remarks you make on
the subject that yeu de not fully ap-
preciale our position, I send yon &
statement of our transactions with
the Government.

We obtained a bank charter ‘rom
the Government in 1863, when it want
ed money/ We have loaned to the
Government 8355,000, for which we
hold their bonds, $280,000 is pledg-
ed as colateral security for our cir-
cilation, and 75,000 is pledged as
collateral sceurity for any moneys
the Gevernment shall see fit to de.
posit with us. And we pay to the
Government aheut three per cent
taxes on our capital, which weuld
amount te about 87,500 anuually—
Besides, we pay the coupens on the
Seven-thirty Bends without charge
for labor. And the Government has
made an agreement with us, and giv-
en us a charter for twenty years,
agreeing to pay wus six per cent. in.
terest in Gold on $275,000, and five
per cent in Gold on 880,000, and
gorantees the payment of eur circu-
lation. New, when the Gevernment
is growing strong. & party in Con-
gress turn round snd attempt to
break their promises and violate
their agreement, in taking from us
the charter sacred for twenty years,

Take from us this charter, take
from us eur circulation, and the
banks must go into liguidation, or
probably three quarters of them will.
