Sheridan. The letter, with somi- -

other correspondence from tho War
office, was sent to the House on the
17th. It is a strong and patriotic
letter, and will have the effect to en-

dear the writer to tho loyal people
of the country, more than ever.
There is no copperheadism about this
letter it- - shows Gen. Grant to be
true and loyal. Here it is:

[PRIVATE]

HEADQUARTERS ARMIES OF THE
UNITED STATES,

D.C. Aug. 11, 1867.
His Excellency Andrew Johson, President

of the United States.
Sir: I take the liberty of address

ing you privately on tho .subject of
fcho conversation wo had this morn-
ing, feeling, as I do, tho general dan-
ger to the welfare of tho country
Should you carry out the designs
then expressed.

First On tho subject of the dis-

placement of the. Secretary of Tfar.
His "removal can not be effected
against his will, without the consent
of the Senate, It was but a ehort
time sinco the United States Senate
was in session, and why not then have
asked for his .removal, if it was de-

cided? It certainly was the intention
of the Legislative branch of the
Government, to placo Cabinet Minis-
ters beyond the power of Executive
removal, end it is pretty well un-

derstood, so far as Cabinet members
are affected Tiy the Tenure of Office
bill, that it was intended to protect
'the Secretary of War, whom tho
country felt great confidence in.
The meaning of tno law may oe ex
plained away by an astute lawyer,
but common sense and the views of
the loyal people will give to it the
effect intended by its framer.

Second On the subject of the re
moval of tho very able commander
of the Fifth Military District, let me
askyou to consider the effect it would
have upon tho public, lie is univers-
ally and deservedly beloved by the
people who sustained this Govern
mcnt throughout its trials, and feared
by those who would Btill be enemies
of the Government. It fell to the
lot of but few men to do as muclT

against the enemy as General Sheri-
dan did during the rebellion, and it
is within the scope of the ability of
but few in this or any other country
to do what he has. His civil ad
ministration has given equal satisfac
tion. He has had diMcultics to con-

tend with which no other District
Commander has encountered. Al-

most, if not quite, from the day he
was appointed District Commander,
to the present time, the press has
given out that lie was to be'removed;
that tho administration wa3 dissatis
fied with him. This has emboldened
the opponents of the laws of Con
gress within his command to oppose
him in every way in llieir power, and
has rendered necessary measures
which otherwise might never have
been, necessary.

In conclusion, allow me to say as
a friend, desiring peace and quiet,
and llio welfare of tbc waolo coun-
try, North and South, that it is, in
my opinion, more than the loyal
people of this country (I mean those
wuo supported tuc Uoverninent dur-
ing the great rebellion), will quietly
submit to, to see the very man of all
others whom they have expressed
their confidence in, removed.

I would not have taken the liberty
to address the Executive of the Uni
ted States thus, but for the conver
sation on the subject plluded to in
this letter, and from a sense of duty,
feeling that I know I am right in this
matter.

mation regarding each .case from the
second Auditor's office; that in this
office, however, all has been done
that could be expected to further
tUc work.

thereafter to the expectant bride and
her family; Diligent search was in
stituted at once for Col. Parker, and
keDt ud all day and ovening, but with
out finding the least trace of him. On
the following moraipg. Deiore tno ume
set for the wfiddmg;;th9"mDr'' intimate

friends of both parties interested were
notified of the material facts, and accor-
dingly none of them went to tho church.
Search was kept up all day by experi-
enced officers, but no tidings of tho
missing man could ho obtained. Early
in the ovening of thatday, ho appeared
at ono of tho leading hotels, and was
given a room, whence he sent word of;
his whereabouts to headquarters. A
hundred stories as to tho causo of his
disappearanco havo been set afloat,
nearly all of which reflected upon his
character a3 aa officer and a gentle-
man. Ho is at present sick and under
medical care. The facts will doubtless
bo established in a few days. At pres-
ent it may suffice to say that his ex-

planation fully relieves him from the
terrible stigma of dishonor with which
he has been charged. It is, in a word,
that he is the victim of certain Indians"
of the tribe to which ho belongs, who
arc bitterly hostile to his marriage with
any woman of his choice. Ho says
they waylaid him on Saturday evening
33 ho was returning from Gen. Grant's,
and enticed him to their room. There

Docs any ono suppose that the people
of the United States, as
they were in support of the govern-
ment, would have sold their stock, their
lands, tho products of their farms, of
their factories and their shops, and in-

vested their proceeds in
bonds and seven-thirt- y notes converti-
ble into such bonds, if they had under-
stood that these bonds were to be re-

deemed, after five years from their re-

spective dates, in a currency of tho
value of which they could form no re-

liable estimate? Would the Secretary
of tho Treasury, or would Congress,
when the fate of tho nation was tremb-
ling in tho balance, and when a failure
to raise money for the support of tho
federal army would havo been a success
to the rebellion and ruin to tho Union
cause, havo dared to attempt the ex-

periment of raising money on bonds
redeemable at tho pleasure of the gov-
ernment after five years in a currency

It provides for the issue of a
6 per cent bond to run forty years,
payable at the option of the United
States after ten years, interest and
principal payable in coin. One per
cent, of the interest to bs retained
by tho United States, one-hal- f per
cpnt of which to be paid to the
States in proportion to the; popula-
tion, and oao-hal- f to be applied to

tho payment of tho principal of the
debt. Holders of 5 20 bonds are re-

quired to convert into tho new bonds
nt or hcioro maturity; ana uoiuers oi
United States notes may convert
into the bond?, or may demand Uni
ted Slates notes for bonds, at par,
provided thoamount of United States
notes shall at no lime exceed four
hundred millions. Tho Secretary of
tho Treasury is required to hold fifty
millions currency in rcscrvo for the
pnrpo3o of redeeming tho bonds.
The privilege of converting bonds
into United States notes shall cease
with the resumption of specie paj'- -

ments. An issue of SOU millions ol
4i per cent, bonds is alio authorized.
. , ..- - t l t.i :principal ami interest i:ivuuiu m
Frankfort or London, with a speci-
fied rate of exchange, into which
bonds hehl in Europe are to be con-

verted, or the Secretary of the Treas-
ury may sell the same at not less
than par in lawful money for the pur-
pose of redeeraiug the bonds held
abroad. These bonds are to run
fort ycar3, and to be payable, at the
option of tho United States, after
twenly years. The bonds issued
under this law are to be used only
for the purpose of funding outstand-
ing indebtedness.

EST Within twelve days from the
time that the United States flag was
hoisted at Sitka, seventy Americans
had arrived there.
