Fifty Indians attacked Spring Sta-
tion, thirteen miles west of Kit Carson,
Colorado, on Tuesday, snd were driven
off by the guard, with a loss of three
killed and several wounded. No white
men were hurt.

Breadstuffs are advancing in Paris
at an alarming rate in consequence of
the drought.

Jerome Napoleon Bovaparte died at
Baltimore Friday moruning, aged sixty-
five.

Senator Anthony, of Rhode Island,
and Benator Cragin, of New Hamp-
shire, were Tuesday re elected.

One Joseph H. Henriques was held
to bail, in Philsdelphis, Thursday, be-
ing charged with false imprisonment of
an insane brother, who alleged that he
had been confined in a room in the
bouse for seventeen years.

Henry Cress, a butcher by trade,
committed suicide last week, in Louis-
ville, by hanging himself in his-stable
loft: He had been ill some time with
disease of the brain. He leaves a
wife and three children. He had an
insurance of 85,000 on his life in the
Etna Life Insurance Cor pany.

The erop reports received from two-
thirds of the counties of Iows, all give
glowing accounts of crops of all kinds.

A Memphis dispatch says the con-
tinued rains of the past week have al-
most ruined -the cotton crop, The
planters are very despondent.

The bill creating s Department of
Justice has passed both Houses of Con-
gress. The Attorney General is to be
the head, with & Solicitor Geueral and
two assistants. ‘The law officers of the
other departments are transferred to
this ene, and all the law business of
the Government is to be transacted by
it, The employment of a special coun-
sel by the Government is prohibited.

Governor Walker, of Virginia, has
signed the bill incorporating the At-
lantie, Mississippi and Ohio Railroad.

A paseenger train on the Union Pa-
cific Railroad ran into a party of
mounted Indians, while rounding a
curve near Ogallalah. Several shots
were fired by the Indians, but no one
on the train was hurt. BSeveral horses
were killed. Cavalry are in pursuit
of the Indians.

She
was highly respected and had been
married but one year. She left & note
for her husband simply saying, *Good
bye, husband.”

Late advices from Japan state that
an earthquake occurred at Yokobama
on tke 13th ult., with slight damage.—

1885. 1Itis reported that seversl vil-
lages in the neighborhood of Vres are
destroyed. The great volcano of Osa-
ma, in the Province of Sinchs, quiet
for four centuries, is in violent erup.
tion, accompanied with shaking of the
earth. The people are terrified and
the villages in the vicinity are de-
etroyed. The Captain of the bark
Benefactress reports an active crater in

In camp, ren sang and

But the day soon came when those
glad sounds of joy were chauged to
sorrow, and instead of the laugh and
song, men's fuces grew dark and stern
with the thought of him assassinated.
Abraham Lincoln took his seat amid a
whirlwind of }mssiun, ani often guided
us gafely through the vortex of dis-
union, offered. up bis life, not upon a bed
of sickness, though, but by the foul
hands of an assassin. For five years
the flowers have bloomed .upon his
grave, and for five years his pure spir-
it has basked in the smiles of & just
and loving God.

The tida of time has gone sweeping
on, adding each year new honor to his
name. False friendship, the hidden
viper, has raised its band to strike, but
in spite of all, his name to-day shines
with a brighter lustre than it ever did
before. In our hearts, we, the soldiers
of the Union army, his name is en-
shrined, and while we think of him
with veneration, we pray, oh God, make
us as pure & Christian and as true a
lover of country as Abrabam Lineoln.
