Congress, in obedience to the de-
mpads of the people, snd ss a sup-
port to the great industrial interests
of the country, passed & bill incress-
ing, to s limited extent,the currency
ciroulstion of the country. The ln‘
crease of nbacke over presen
elronlaﬁons:: about 818,000,000,
and ‘the increase of National :?nk
ourren distributed to the West
and aot;{'h‘ was 46,000,000. The bill
received five msjority in the Senate,
and in the House, & body direct from
the people, it passed by = vote ef
more than two and a hsif to ose
This bill, thus supported by the Rep-
resentatives of the people, snd by
both political parties from the West
and South, where the needs of this
sdditional currency sre most felt, bas
received the veto of President
GrasT.

We were in hopes the President
would have signed the bill. Notso
much becanse it increased the circu-
lation, slthough we believe a moder
ate iocrease would have been of
grest valoe to the busines inlerests
of the country, bat more for the rea-
son that it would have quieted finan-
cial mstters. The country has been
waiting impatiently for some plsa of
settlement; bosiness interesls were
parslyzed for the want of it; and
pow, just ss uncertsinty was givisg
place to hope, the President, by his
velo, places the country at ses sgain
We are not one step further ad
vanced in the direetion of settlement
than when Congress mel. We are,
indeed, in & worse condition, for there
is a dead lock, the result of a diss-
greement between the President and
Congress.

This action of the President has
been productive of much excitement
inthe country, snd the commends-
tions or censures sre not governed
by political lines, but come wholly
from a financial st:ml-point. Some
there sre who thiok this action will
disrapt both the present politieal
parties, and csll into being intheir
place new orgsaizations, with con-
traction and inflation ss their dis
tinctive platforms. Bul such specu-
lations are too early. We maust
await the sction of Congress upon
the veto. This will occur this week.
It may he that some plsn of settle
ment of this perplexing financial
question may be reached which will
be satisfactory to both the President
and Congress, and thas bring pesce
and harmony to the discordsnt ele-
ments. For the sake of the coun-
try, and its grestindustrisl interests,

we hope this solution will be reached.

BF The State Temperaoce Con-
veution met at Cincinnali on Wednes-
day, of last week, and was in ses-
sion two days. The Convention was
a grand affsir. There were over
five hundred delegstes preseat on
the first day, representing ooe hun-
dred and twenty-five towns and vil-
lages.

Seversl attempls
were made to belittle and deride
their efforts by those in the whiskey
interest. Daring the deliberations =
Presbyterian lady remarked that she
wanted the tax gocreased on the
liqunors. To this the Times says:
“A lady from Gsllipolis remarked
that she represented a League of 250
members, and they wanted no com-
promise on Lhis question.” Much
talk was indulged in; committees
waited upon the Constitutionsl Con
vention, and adjourned sine die.
