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The New Constitution.
REVENUE AND TAXATION.

The present Constitution provides
that “Jaws shall be passed taxing by
uniform rule, all moneys, investments
in bonds, stooks;’ &c. The new
Constitation substitutes the  word
vote for the word rule, thus enabling
the General Assembly to frame rules
of appraisement which shall recog-
nize a distinetion between different
kinds of property. Deduction of
debts from ecredits may be author-
ized. Section 5 provides for the
taxation of franchises and incomes
derived from investments, when the
principal from which such incomes
are derived can not be reached. This
will produce an income which the
State has, as yet, failed to obtain
from property invested in United
States bonds and other secorities.
Democrats should vote for the new
Constitution because of this provi-
sion.

A provision for the taxation of
banks, based upon capital and busi-
ness, is another good provision.

The General Assembly is author-
ized to restrain, regulate and prohibit
the keeping, harhoring or running at
large of dogs. Wool growers will
like this.

Section 5 has these words, which

-i8 & new power:

“The General Assembly may im-
pose taxes by license, excise or other-
wise."

Wedo not understand clearly the
scope of this provision. Some claim
for it the power to tax the businessof
the citizen. For instance, the busi-
ness of selling whisky and malt
ligudrs could be reached by a special
tax under the power here conferred.
If this be a correct rendering of this
provision, what additional power do
we give the Constitution by voling
into it the special article upon li-
cense? If the saloons and beer
houses under this provision, can be
specially taxed apon their business,
we should much prefer that system
to that of license. We hope for
clearer light upon this subject.

Our correspondent “Crusader,” and
all others of like mind, must excuse
us from bandying epithets and vul-
garisms with the thoughtless throng
who are fighting the temperance
movement with that kind of weapon.

It is a warfare
between righteousness and unright-
eonsness, and it is natural to expect
from the ome thoughts and argu-
ments drawn from above, the foun-
tuin of righteousness, while from the
other we must look for thoughts and
arguments brought from &elow, the
seat of unrighteousness. The lecpard
cannot change his spots, and no more
can the antagonisms of good and
evil change their modes of thought
and expression.

We should just as soon think of
making companions of the libidin-
ous and vile, as of meeting themon
their level in the discussion of a great
moral reform movement.
