sary ? Any ono who has studied
tho debates of these 1,'reat men who
framed the Constitution will agree
with me, when I say that ono great
object they had in view was the ac-

countability, cf tho oIUoxts to. the
people under that potisMitfipn.
The length of time .of, holding Qf,

flee was made such as to give sta-

bility to the officer, and yet such as
would hold them accountable for
their actions. . If this great princi-
ple had not been engrafted into the
Constitution, thore would have been
no impeachments; neither would
we have ft republican form of? gov-

ernment Theso two things are in-

separable; namely, accountability
of officers, and a republic If these
two tilings are inseparable, how
can the impeachment of Andrew
Johnson alfect the stability of our
nation?

In common law the statute only
decides special cases, and all litiga-
tions of a general character are de-

cided, or the decision is influenced
at least by precedents;' but. in our
national laws we have no such de-

cisions to refer to.- This is the rea-

son why the impeaohment of a Pres
ident has been considered such a
dangerous proceeding because it
is the first case of the kind on our
record. This is anothor good rea-

son wdiy the impeachment should
be carried through, in order that
our future Fresidents may have the
decision of the highest court in our
nation on the lawfulness or unlaw-
fulness of the course of a former
President. Can any one doubt that
the impcachmentwill be afair trial V

It they do, they doubt the Integrity
of our United States Senators, who
should be men of talent and jud
rneiit, and who should bo above
parly and political issues in this
great trial.

The organization of the Senate
is in many respects peculiar, but it
is in consequence of theso pecu-
liarities that it has been wisely de
nominated the "sheet anchor" of
the Constitution. It was intended
by its originators that the Senate
should bo the balance of the fed-

eral system, and it is filling that
important station now, in tho trial
of our Chief Executive, Andy
Johnson.

Mr. Walker, in his treatise on
Amorioan law, puts the subject in
this wise : "The House of Repre-
sentatives, being .constructed to
represent more directly the present
turnings ot the people, must neces-
sarily represent their changing pas-
sions also. Tho President, whose
very unity gives him strength, and
who is intrusted with such vast au-

thority and power, without some
very eflleiont chock would be more
than a mutch for the other depart
ments. Hut tho Senato, by a term
of service three times as long ns
that of the Representatives, and
half as long again as that of tbc
President, by tho necessity of their
concurrence in the acts of tho one,
and by the supervision they exer-
cise over the most important acts
of tho other, are thereby enabled
to constitute''' precisely the check
which both' require." And it is
tli is balance of power, or check,
which tho Senate of the United
States is now 'exercising, which we
call impeachment. A- G.

Mtdiina tbijJ ovflf' oltvcn
million jiuuuuii of wool last yt,u'

of men for their lives,' who, if.
proren gnllty, must suffer tho death

penalty ? And yet the proceedings
of these trials cause no such gen-

eral commotiori. Sometimes it is

scarcely known out of the county
where the trial was instituted. If1

the trial of so many men for their
lives causes no excitement, why

such excitement over the trial of
this one man, Johnson ?

Mr. Johnson, by virtue of the
ofllce which hn is attempting to fill,

is the Commander-in-Chie- f of the
army and navy of a people num-

bering thirty millions, and of the
militia of the several States when
called into actual service.

The trial of a private individual
effects no one but himself and fam
ily, nnd is decided by twelve disin
terested jurors, who are sworn to
observe justice, the facts and the
law, in their decision. The trial of
Mr. Johnson effects us nil to some
extent, for the reason that we all
have an interest in tho welfaio of
our Government.' Then, if we are
interested in the welfare of a gov
ernment tho only one on the globe
under which an American would
be willing to live and, since An
drew Johnson is placed in the high
est ofllce which the framersof this
groat republic created, tho impeach-
ment of this high olllcer is a trial
in which we are all concerned. The
reason, then, is obvious, why this
trial has caused so much attention
because it is ono whicli nll'ccts the
welfare of the nation, and each in
dividual citizen of the nation. .

Let ns examine for a moment, the
issues which are presented by the
impeachment. Does tho life or
death of tho nation, the security of
the Btate governments, the welfare
of society, the holding of property,
or the protection ot our persons
and lives, depend on either the con-

viction' or acquittal of Mr. John-
son ?i' If the President is so high
in authority and power thnthe can-

not be readied by the voice of the
people through their representa-
tives, and is not accountable to
them for his acts, then, and then
nlono, are these tho issues presented
by :impoaoliment. This cannot be
the enso Tor this reason, that the
very principles upon which our re
public stands cannot be reconciled
with the Idea of an officer having
such power and authority that lie is
not accountable for bis actions.
Hut a true statement of the issue is
this; Mr. Johnson, as nif olllceris
held accountable to the people for
his otllcinl conduct. The people
have ft right, at any time, to inquire
Into the ofllcial conduct of an olll
cer. If Ins acts have been lawful,
well and good; if unlawful, com-

mon sense and public opinion, ns
well as law and order, would dio-tat- e

thnt the guilty person suffer
the penalty. Then, tho question is,
have Mr. Johnson s acts been law-

ful or unlawful ? Is he fitted for
the odlco of President, or not?
Has ho been rigid, or wrong?' If
lis sets hnve been lawful, is it not

duo him thnt it should be so le- -

ared by the highest court in the
niitlon ? Hut If unlawful, Is it not
right that he should suffer the pen-

alty? which penalty Is tho "re-
moval from olllco and disqualifica
tion to hold and enjoy any ofllce of.
honor, trust, or profit, under the
United States."

The modo of procedure 4u the
great trial is very simple. The
articles of impeachment are made
out by the Honso in nearly the same
manner that a grand jury of our
county would miilto out nn indict
ment nsfnlnst vou or mo. The
Senate is notified of these proceed
ings. Tho House then appoints
malingers to attend to the trial,
Tho Senators aro sworn and presi
ded over by the Chief Justice. The
accused is summoned to appear in
person, or by counsel, and answer
the charsres made airainst him. He
is allowed the best talent as conn
solors that can be obtained. The
trial then proceeds: as in 'ordinary
cases, ami the decision will be made
by each Senator giving his Judg
ment lor or against the accused on
enoh separate charge. ' If s

are against him he is declared
guilty; If less, innocent. Hut you
ask on what authority all this de
pends. It depends on these wows,
which wo quote from the Constitu
tion : " The House of Represen-
tatives Bhall choose their Speaker
and" other ''officers, and shall have
the sole power of impeachment."
Again, ''The Sennte shall have the
sole power1 to try all impeach
inents. When sitting for that
purpose, they shall be on oath or
lllrmatitin.' . When tha President

of tho United States is tried, tho
Chief Justice shall preside; and no
person shall lie convicted without
the DOiieiirrence of two-third- s of;
tho members present" Can any
thing Iib made plainer than tho fluty
of the House and Senate is1 made
by this language ? The duty of each
member is made so plain that none
need err therein, Will some one
irive a reason why the framers of
the Constitution took such great
pains to make the rules and lan-

guage so plain in regard to im
peachment, if it were never intend-
ed to use these rules? Aro wo to
suppose thut such men ss Pr.
