Joins Dr, Kalb in His Reguest to
Dissolve the Pasiornl Relation.

Agr per previous anuoancemant, Dr. G.
L. Kalh, at tha close of the morning
services in the Prechyterisn church,
read the announeement for the meating
of the congregation afrer tne benedie-
tion, to consider his request to Presby
tery to disesolve his pastoral relation to
the charch, which has eantinued for
over 35 years.

The Doctor, in his remarke, gave hie
reasons for the step he was taking, and
asked the congregation to grant his re-
quest. Hie advancing yeesra, hia loog
service, and his physical infirmaties,
were the principal reasons for his step,

After the benediction, on motion of
Mr, R. B. Kellar, Judge West was made
moderator of the meeting, and Mr, A,
Jay Miller, permapevt clerk, ected as
Secretary.

After remarks by Judge J, D. Me-
Laoghlin and Dr, B, W. Chalfant the
following resoluticns were adopted with-
out a disssnting vote, though many op-
posed to parting with thsir pestor re-
fusad to vote, and nearly all thoee voting
in the sffirmative, did go at bis rrquest:

Whereas, Our pastor, Dr. G. L. Kalb,
has requested that we, the congregation
of the First Presbyterian church of
Bellefontaine, Ohio, unite with him in
a request to the Presbytery of Bellefon-
taine, at its approaching mecting, fora
dissolution of the pastoral relation that
hns existed between him and us for
more than thirty-five years, and has
submitted his reasons therefor to us;
therefore be it,

Resolved, By the congregation of the

First Presbyterian church of Bellefon-
tuine, Ohio, duly convened, that for the
reasons so stated, but more especially on
anccount of his perzonal desire, therefore
we nceceds to said request, and do hereby
unite with him in asking the Presbytery
of Bellefontaine for a dissolution of the
pastoral relation heretofore and now
existing between him and this congre-
tion ; be it further
Resolved, That the officers of this
meeting, the trustecs of the congrega-
tion, and the session of this church, be
and they are hereby anthorized and
directed, and that the Presbytery of
Bellefontaine be requested to do and
perform all things necessary and requi-
site to create and constitute Dr. Kalb as
pastor emeritus of this congregation on
such terms and conditions as may be
mutually agreed upon between said
officers and said pastor to continue as
long as he may reside and associate
with us; be it further
Resolved, That the said Presbytery of
Bellefontaine be requested to designate
and appoint Dr. Kalb as Moderator of
the Session of this church and as its
stated snpply until a successor to him
as pastor shall have beeén selected and
duly ordained.
The congregation wss nunsually large,
and many were movad to tears. Tie
knowledge that the Doctor and Mrs,
Kalb will remain with us, and ths fact
that be is to be “pastor emeritus” to the
copgregation, has dome much to recon
cile his friends to this action, but all
feel sad that the time Las come when
the step muost be taken.
