REASON FOR EARTHQUAKES

Time, Says Professor, Is Accountable
for Shrinkage In World's Surface

That Results in Disturbances.

Prof. James F. Kemp, of the chair ot
geology at Columbia university, had this
explanation to give of the New England
earthquake:

"The earth tends to go more and more
slowly as it revolves, on account ot the
backdrag of the atmosphere, so it tends
to become more and more nearly a per
fect sphere and less flattened at the
poles.

"Also there is a kind of interior
shrinkage due to loss of heat, and this
produces a shrinkage at the surface
which may produce the disturbances.
The original place of the disturbance
was probably under the sea, and it com
municated itself to the land." aA. W. Grahau, professor of paleon- -
tology. said: "I do not believe that the
disturbance was of volcanic origin,
There have been none such In this part
of the world for a fair number of years.

Prof. Grabau was asked what he
meant by a fair number of years.

"Say about 15,000,000 years," he con- -

tlnued. gravely.
"The last volcanic eruption here

abouts was the one that made the pair
sades on the Hudson, and that
was back in the triassic period. In New
England we are positive there has been
no serious disturbance for thousands of

Manipulate Fans In India to Cool

Their Masters' Parching Brows
Method of Education.

Monkeys are more than pets in some
parts of the world. At Malabar, India
they are taught to work, and have ac
tually made themselves almost Indispen
sable In the homes of the wealthy. The
Malabar monkey Is of the fine species
known as the langur. It is very warm
in Malabar, and there Is a fan called the
punka, which used to be kept In mo--

It was an English officer who eon
ceived the idea of making the langu
work in that manner. The fan is a mov
able frame, covered with canvas and
suspended from the celling. The motion
is caused by pulling a cord. The officer
tied the hands of the langur to one of the
cords, and then by means of another
cord Put machine in motion. Of
course the monkey's hand went up and
down and the animal wondered what
klnd of gsme was being played. Then
tne omcer patted its head and fed It with
candy till soon the langur thought It

The
experiment was successful and now
thousands of monkeys are in harness.

No person who works for a living
will be exempt, and the absolute an-

nihilation of unionism In this county
is predicted by members of the Citi-

zens' Alliance and the Mine Owners'
association. This is considered the
most drastic step yet taken toy the
alliance since it secured the upper-hol- d

in the district and Its enforce-
ment will affect 3,000 men and wo
men now affiliated with the various
unions.

The Portland Gold Mining Co,
through its president, James F. Burns.,
who is not a member of the Mine
Owners' association, conceded the de-

mands of the union when the strike
was inaugurated last August, and has
iteaaiiy given eiupiujiuraH.
500 men.

REPUBLICAN MANAGERS

TennsjiTania Have Agreed
TTnon His Aniiointlliont

HE IS WILLING TO ACCEPT.

Will Serve by Appointment Until
March 4, 1905 It Is Expected that
He Will Remain in the Cabinet Un
til Next December.

Philadelphia. June 10. Philander
Knox, of Pittsburg, attorney gen

eral of the United States, was yester
day selected to fill the seat in the Uni

States senate made vacant by the
death of Matthew Stanley Quay. He
will accept and serve by appointment

Gov. Pennypacker until March 4,
the date of the expiration of the late
senator's commission. Unless politi-

complications should arise as a re-
suit of yesterday's action he will be
elected for the full term by the legis-
lature which meets in January. It is
expected that Mr. Knox will remain in
the cabinet until December.

The selection of Mr. Knox came as
surprise to the politicians of the

state. Directly after Senator Quay
died his name was among those men
tioned for the vacancy, but as no one
came forth to support It, very little
was hoard of his candidacy during the
past week. His name was not con
sidered by United States Senator Pen
rose, who, as chairman of the repub-
lican state committee, along with Is-

rael W. Durham, the Philadelphia
leader, had the naming ot Quay's suc-
cessor.

On Wednesday, however, Henry C.
Frick, of Pittsburg, a director of the
United States Steel Corporation,
came to this city and formally an
nounced that the attorney general
was a candidate for the place and that
he came here, in Mr. Knox's interest.
As the leaders had decided that Alle
gheny county, in which Pittsburg is
situated, was to have the place, be
thought the leaders could have no
objection to the attorney general.

At first it was expected tnat
Mr. Knox would be opposed, but after

series of conferences the Pittsburg
delegation accepted Mr. Knox and the
public announcement of their action
soon followed. The announcement
was made by Max Leslie, chairman ot
the Pittsburg republican city com
mlttee.

Washington. June 10. Just before
Attorney General Knox left Washing-
ton a few days ago he called on the
president and told him that be had
been tendered the appointment of
United States senator to succeed Mr.
Quay and that if the president was
willing he would accept The presi
dent told him that while it was true
that probably no other man in the
country could quite fill the position of
attorney general as he had filled it.
yet he believed that his services in
the senate would be exceptionally
valuable, not only to the state of
Pennsylvania, but to the whole coun
try.

Took Part In 287 Elections.
New York, June 10. The protective

bureau of the National Wholesale
Liquor Dealers' association during the
past year took part in 287 elections
where local option or other liquor is-
sues was involved and in the cam-
paigns circulated 4,030,000 pamphlets
and expended $23,000, according to
the report of the executive committee
of the bureau which was presented at
yesterday's session of the convention
of the association.
