Divorced Parties Must Wait a
Year Before Remarrying.

BISIIOPS MUST ENDORSE IT.

The New Canon, If Approved by the
Bishops, is Expected to "Put the
Episcopal Church Out of the Di.
vorce Business."

Boston, Oct 21. By an overwhelm.
Ing majority, a compromise canon on
the remarriage of divorced persona
was adopted by the house of deputies
of the Episcopal general convention
yesterday, and if it is concurred In by
the house of bishops the most impor
tant issue that has come before the
present convention will be disposed
of for at least three years. The com
promise measure, like the old law,
permits the remarriage of the Inno
cent person in a divorce for the cause
of Infidelity, but further provides that
no remarriage shall be allowed within
one year after a decree has been is-
sued by a civil court.

Satisfactory proof of the Innocence
of the applicant for remarriage must
be furnished In the shape of court
records, and after the consent ot the
bishop is obtained a clergyman may
refuse to perform such a ceremony
without subjecting himself to censure
or discipline.

In the opinion of Francis A. Lewis,
of Philadelphia, a member of the com
mittee on canons who favored no re-
marriage of any divorced persons, but
who accepted the compromise, the
canon adopted Is so strict that if en
dorsed by the bishops It will practic
ally put the church, as he expressed it
"out of the divorce business." Others,
however, claimed that they saw "loop
holes" In It

A LEAP TO DEATH.

The Assistant Surgeon General of the
Marine Hospital Service Commits
Suicide.
Philadelphia , Oct 21. Suffering

from acute nervous disorders. Dr.
George H. Purvlance, of Washington,
D. C assistant surgeon general of the
marine hospital service, jumped from
the fourth story window of the Ortho-
pedic hospital in this city last evening
and was instantly killed.

Dr. Purvlance was about 63 years of
age and came to the hospital August 8
to be treated for neuresthenia and
general breakdown.

A nurse who attempted to prevent
the doctor from leaping to the side-
walk had a thrilling escape from
death. The nurse, who was closely
watching the patient saw him open a
window on the fourth floor and step
out on a small balcony. She followed
quickly and grasped the doctor on the
shoulder as he was climbing over the
balcony rail. He tried to free him-
self and then caught the nurse about
the waist and was slowly dragging
her over the rail when she managed to
break his hold. Before she could
seize him, the Invalid plunged head
foremost into an areaway below the
sidewalk. He was dead when picked
up.

Important Positions
by Storming Heights

Port Arthur Is Full of Wound'
ed Men. Horses Being

Eaten for Food.

Mukden, Oct. 21. The hostile
armies yesterday were concealed from
riew of each other by a dense fog. In
which it was impossible to make out
objects at a distance of 100 paces.
Under such conditions only unimpor-
tant operations are possible, such as
surprises and ambushes.

Che Foo, Oct. 21. The most impor
tant recent erents at Port Arthur de

the capture by the Japanese of
further minor positions near JUhlung
mountain and the serere damage of a
Japanese torpedo boat destroyer by
striking a floating mine.

According to Chinese advices which
reached here Thursday and which are
confirmed by Japanese letters from
Port Dalny. the Japanese made as
saults on the remaining outer works
of Rihlung mountain at dawn October
8 and were repulsed. The following
day the Russians made an attack on
the Japanese trenches and they In
turn were repulsed. The Japanese
immediately followed with another as-

sault, resulting In the capture of an
Iron railroad bridge and the heights
south of the bridge, which Is 600 yards
from the main fortress.

The importance of these captures
lies in the fact that they curtail the
Russian fire in harrassing Japanese
who may attempt to advance on the
trenches located on the slope of Rih-
lung mountain. The attack seems to
have been a surprise for the Russians,
the Japanese claiming that they lost
only SO men. Since the capture of the
points mentioned the Japanese assert
that they have successfully resisted
numerous sorties in attempts to re-
capture them.

At 10 o'clock in the morning of Oc-

tober 12 seven Russian torpedo boat
destroyers emerged from the harbor
of Port Arthur and later they were
followed by two more destroyers.
This squadron proceeded to Shao-plngt-au

and bombarded the Japanese
left flank. Four Japanese torpedo
boat destroyers hurried to the scene
and the Russians retired to the har-
bor, followed by the Japanese. The
pursuit ceased upon entering the
mined area. One Japanese destroyer
while returning hit a mine and was
severely damaged.

Meanwhile the Japanese siege guns
continued to drop big shells in the
harbor, the Japanese claiming that
they damaged the Russian gunboat
Giliak. which Is alleged to hare been
hit three times. It is also believed
that the funnel of another Russian
warship was pierced, as a dense cloud
of smcke followed the landing of a
shell on board ot her.

The Japanese at Taku mountain
have dropped a ceaseless storm of
shells on the Chinese town and many
rifle bullets also fell in the place. The
Chinaman adds that the fighting was
very severe and that the Japanese loss
was considerable. He says he left
Port Arthur October 18 because he
was frightened by the shells.

It Is asserted that the Russian force
at Port Arthur now numbers 5,000
men, excluding the militia, which Is
not engaged in the fighting, but pa--
trols the streets, doing provost duty
and guarding ine arsenals.

Winter clothing is very scarce at
Port Arthur, shoes particularly. The
Russian soldiers are wearing Chinese
shoes and some of them are unable to
obtain even these and wrap rags
about their feet. The garrison la
greatly worn out by the many months
nf haunting labor and Denting.
