The first clash between the factions

came when an effort was made to
W. C. Johnson, who held the

proxy of John M. Parker, of Maryland.
Chairman Stewart and his friends
tried to prevent the seating of John-
son, but were defeated by a vote of M
to 18. It was asserted that the proxy-ha-

been brought to Chicago signed la
blank and that Johnson's name had
been inserted, written in lead pencil.
The chairman ruled that a proxy
might properly be signed in blank aad
then Mr. Stewart attacked Johnson oa
other grounds.

'weeks Investigating the accounts) of
Chairman Stewart He explained that
the committee had not gone back ot
the face of the vouchers and had not
attempted to question the wisdom of
the expenditures made for oattala
purposes. The report contained item-
ized statements of every branch of tae
campaign involving the expenditure
of funds, but made no direct charge
against Chairman Stewart It con
cluded with a number of recommenda-
tions which Indicated that a new sys-
tem of raising campaign funds aad
expending them was desired.
y Action on the report was deferred
until Chairman Stewart had presented
his annual report The results of the)
last campaign, he said, were la a
measure disappointing, as the vote to
a number of states fell below ths total
of four years ago. The reason for this
decrease. Chairman Stewart asserted,
was the attack of a prominent prohi-
bition paper and certain Individuals
on the method of conducting the cam-
paign. Mr. Stewart accused J. O.
Woolley and his associates of nansing
all the trouble.

He said: "When the matter of
nominating Gen, Miles for president
on the prohibition ticket came up Mr.
Woolley and I talked it over and
agreed that he would be a good candi-
date if he would subscribe to the aria.
clples of our party. I comman I rated
with Gen. Miles and ascertained he
was a democrat hence I decided It
would be Inexpedient to nominate
him.

THREE MEN PERISHED.

Four Others Were Scalded by
Escaping Steam.

WERE CAUGHT IN A TRAP.

ofThe Battleship Massachusetts, Lying
st the Lesgue Island Navy Yard, Is
the 8cene of an Explosion A Lieu
tenant Showed Great Courage.

rniiaueipDia, Dec 16. Caught In a
trap and helpless to save themselves,
tnree men lost their lives and four
others, including Lieut William
C. Cole, were terribly scalded yester
day by a rush of steam and boiling
water in the fire room of the battle.
ship Massachusetts, lying at ths
League Island navy yard. The dead
are:

Edward Bub, married, boilermaker
and civilian. It

Andrew Hamilton, married, a boiler- -

maker and civilian.
Charles Rltzel, bollermaker's helper

and civilian.
With the exception of Lieut Cole

all the killed and Injured resided in
Philadelphia. to

Lieut Cole received his Injuries In a
heroic effort to rescue the others.

The accident was caused by the giv
ing way of a gasket or rubber washer
on a boiler on the starboard side of
the ship.

The Massachusetts has been at the
navy yard for some time undergoing
extensive repairs, particularly to the
boilers and machinery. Although Capt
Edward D. Taussig and hla officers
and men are aboard the ship, the Mas-
sachusetts is virtually In charge of
the authorities of the navy yard.

The boiler on which the accident oc
curred had recently been cleaned and
thoroughly tested, and the bollerm alt
ers were at work on another boiler.
Without warning the gasket between
the boiler plate and the boiler head
gave way and a terrific rush of steam
and hot water occurred. The doors of
the fire room were closed at the time
the accident occurred and the only
avenue of escape was a safety ladder.
Only one man, Bramlet, a fireman
thought of the ladder, and he escaped
without a scald.

Few on the upper deck knew what
had happened until the steam cams
rushing up from the seething pit be-
low. The work of rescue was prompt
and to this promptness those 'who es-
caped death owe their thanks. The
first to enter the firehold was Lieut
Cole. Without hesitation at becoming
scalded by the hot water and steam be
entered and dragged the men from the
place to the door, where they were
taken in charge by others. Bub and
Hamilton were dead when found, and
Rltzel died a few minutes after being
taken on deck.

Long Litigation Ended.
New York. Dec 16. A suit lnvolv.

Ing more than $15,000,000 which has
been In the courts for nearly 30 years
was decided yesterday In favor of the
defendant the city of New York, by a
decision handed down by the United
States circuit court of appeals. The
suit which has come to be known as
the "Campbell patent suit" was
brought against the city In 1877 by the
heirs of a man named Knlbbs for an
Infringement of patent in the use of a
relief valve on fire apparatus. The
device was adopted by the local fire
department In 1865 and soon after In
almost every other large city.
