We understand that
there were several fields of Wheat in
the same neighborhood which it is esti-
mated will yield from 80 to 40 bushels
to the acro.

We hear that some ficlds wore not cut
until this week, the beginning of Aug-
ust—a thing unprecedented, no doubt, in
this part of the country.

From all we can learn, we should es-
timate the Wheat erop of Highland this |
yoar, as fully 25 per cent, greater than |
ever before. The number of acres sown
is admitted to have boen much greater,
and the yield per acre must be at leul]
an average, so that we think our esti-
mate of the erop is a safo one, and much
more likely to be below the mark than
above it.
