If' 1
understand the mesning of » speculator,
it in ono that buys and sefls for profis,
and not ono who makes or produces an
artiole, and thon keepsit until he ecan
got a price for it that will romunsrate
him for hia Iabor, "My sdvice, there-
fore, to every Farmer s, not t0 sell a
bushel more grain at prosent prices than
will pay kis debts, regardless of the
oroaking of demngoguss who are more
willing to find fsult with the doings of
others, then they are to go to work and
remedy the evil complained of. I the
honts of people who parade the ntreets
of our large cities, with bannors and
musie, with cigars in thefr mouths or
liquorin their stomachs, that eost more
than a loafof bread, were to go to work
with as much zeal as they maonifest in
finding faalt, my opinion is they would
soon have but little fault to find with
the times,

But they ssy, we have pothiog to do
—our business hag failed. Then your
business was not a legitimate one, Try
somathing else.

Too many poople have as great a
dread of bodily labar, as & mad-dog has
Ia fact, many young persons,
of both sexes, think thero is: something
degrading in work, and they will erowd
abont the fowns nnd eities, picking up a
scanly and precarious subsistence by
some kind of petty traffio that isan in-
Jjury rather than a bonefit to the com-
munity. This droad of work Is the menns
of bringing foo many hands hetween
the producer of the necessaries of lifo
and the eonsumer.  For instanoe, I have
a barrel of flour to sell; it must first go
to the forwnrding merchant; Lesonds it
to a commission morchant, who sells it
to s “flour aperator,” and from him it
probably changes hands two or thres
times, and then goed to the retailer, who
solln it tc tho consumer, who is loud in
his vociferations against the extortion-
ats Farmer, when in reality the individ-
ual who has produoced the article haas
been barely paid for his lahor!

As I began nbout “bard times" this,

brother Farmers, I look upon as the
main csuse of bard times. Teople bave
got to be foo proud to live within pheir
moans,

Parmers eannot hire hands 4o work on
a3 farm at woges that they can afford to
ive, at the present Erim of grain—
ot us, then, L eay, hold on to what
