The State and the Church are, both
of them, ordinances of God; the State is
(lis ordinance for the temporal welfare
of man, and, t,he Church ia His ordinaoe
lor the salvation f sinners. E-te- of
these Institutions has its Owq separate
provinpcj .and it is a usurpation for
cilDprjto assume the ifunctiops of the
other.. Thus far all is pluin. JB a t hero
springs up, tho diffijulv question: viz:
What' subjects belopj; to tho, Church
and what to the State; or, where is the
line to bo drawn between

f
the soculaT

and tlto spiritual? , ; Is'-- r

,. 1 tt will bo wdmifted ,tbat eubjaote
which aro' purely ecular,. In. their na-

ture, belong 'exclusively ; o the State.
Queslionsf of tho tariff, ef banks, pf io:
tcroal revenue, stamp, ioaoma tax,, the
organizition and piy of tha .army and
navy, and such like, fall under the class
of purely, soeular offiirs and the juris
diction of them belongs to the State.
Any attempt on the part of a church-cou- rt

to determine questions of this
kind would

,
bo a gross usurpation.

Tbcso things are Cauar'a let him set-

tle them.
2. It will be admitted, that subjects

which aro purely splrilu il, in their na
ture, belong cxclusively.to tho Church
Questions of divine truth, such as the
Trinity, the last state of mao, and the
way. of, redemption; questions of our
duty to God; such as repentance, faith,
prayer; questions of publio worship,
such as the sacraments; theso and simi
lar subjoots fall into the oategory of
purely .spirituil afftirs, and the juris
diction of them is solely io tho Church.
Any attempt on the part of a civil
tribunal to settle or determine ques
.! l.i.'l'. a
ions oi mis aina would be a gross
usurpation. That is Erastianism, and
is cordially renounced by every bodv io
this country. Tho introduction of suoh
subjects into a political canvas-- , or into
a body of men met as citizens would Le,
simply, impertinent.

3. Thcro is a third class of subject,
whio'i may be called mixed; beiog in
some of their aspects secular and in
others religious. Hare, also,; tho prin-
ciple is plain.

'

Thus: tn subjects which
aro mixed in tho sense just defined, all
those aspects which are secular belon
to the State and must bo determined by
its' tribunals; al those aspcots which
are spiritual bl'on; to tha Church and
niusibe referred to' tho spiritual courts.
Take as an example the law of marriage

and in so far as it affects the rights of

What now are the duties of the

church and State in dealing with an un
justifiable rebellion against lawful an
thority? flere is mixed case again.
It is clearly the duty of tho civil power
to put down tho rebellion by force of
arms. The organization and eopport
of the array, proclamations, ' military
necessities, martial law, penalties, am-

nesties and tho like are matters for
Cicsar to manage as best he may. But
this oet of rebellion, being by Biippo.?i

tion, unjustifiable, is morally wrong
it is an immorality. And the church,
whose jurisdiction extends to whatever
bears, in its nature, the quality of right
or wrong, is bound to declaro that tho
robellion is morally wrong and to ex
hort the people of God under its care to
discountenance it. But ar?ain, this act
of rebellion, beiog onjustifiablo, is also
forbidden by the word of God. And
