What We Have Won.
In the election of Gen. Grant, the

people have secured that for which
they fought UNioN.PiACTt.and Eqtjai
Rights fo M.ts. After seventy-fiv- e

years of struggles over the ques-
tion whether the Union is a league or
a nation, and after years of contest as
to the right of all men to be free, the
election of Gen. Grant finally seals the
restoration of the Union, and founds
an indissoluble nationality on the ba-
sis of universal liberty and manhood
suffrage. The next four years may
be occupied in part in getting the
machinery of our new system into
harmonious operation. Bat the

which our nation is nowErincipleson
of no farther dispute..

We are one indissoluble nation ; all
inhabitants are, or may become, citi
zens ; all citizens have equal rights,
and &U adult male citizens have equal
political rights. In 1860, none of
theeo propositions were true. In
1864, two millions of men were in the
field, contending on the ono side for,
and on the other against them. In
1868, they are settled for ever by the
election of Grant and the Chicago
piatiorm. ouch a reformation in our
Constitution when viewed in all its
aspects is infinitely more important to
the American people and to mankind,
thanour changefromColonies into inde
pendent atatos, or our adoption of the
federal Uonstitution. Jiotb. were
steps toward the birth of a great and
tree nation. .Neither was adequate to
make the nation great and free. In
dependence transferred the control of
our toreign and national interest
from the Crown and Parliament to
body elected by ourselves. But inde
pendence alone involved no guarantee
that our foreign and national affairs
would be conducted with greater jus
tice or even security than before. On
the contrary, we found it perverted to
aid iSonapartism by a war with Eng-
land, and to extend Slavery by a war
on --ueiico.

The adoption of our Federal Con
stitution gave us a germ or power
which might dwindle into a league,
or grow into a nation. Jiut trom
17S9 to 1863 there was an imperium in
imperio, an olignrchy ruling through
the forms of our Republic, and claim
ing to be stronger than the nation it-

self. For a time, for the sake of peace,
the claim of tho oligarchy were not
disputed, and blavory was stronger
than Liberty throughout the land.
Slavery sat in the President's chair,
while Liberty swung on John Brown's
gallows. Slavery wore the Chief Jus
tice s robes while Liberty fled, pursu
ed by blood-hound- s, to the jungles of
rlorida, the dismal swamps ot tbe
Carolinas, and snows of Canada. Our
boasted liberty was definable in the
terms which a Bourbon would have
used to describe Bourbonism, viz: the
right of superior races to divide pow-
er among themselves as they think
proper. Our Democracy, like the
British peerage, was the mere equality
of despots with each other. At
length the struggle between the peo
ple and the oligarchy came. I t seem
ed long, dark, and agonizing in the
endurance; but history, comparing it
with its iuli-orb- results, will de-

scribe it as wonderfully brief, brilliant
and decisive.

For the the first two years of the
struggle the government relused to
see the'Hand of God in the war. It
insisted on branding It as a politi
cian's quarrel, a mere contest against
States and sections. Lower and low-

er trailed our flag before the victori-
ous legions of the New Southern na-

tion. On this theory their cause was
as just as ours. Vhen our standards
rose Emancipation was wYitten on
them, and all men rose with them.
Victory succeeded to defeat; until the
military foices of the rebellion were
subdued. But there were some who
trembled whon they learned emanci-
pation came to' us as our Savior.
Universal suffrage was but a part, the
better and more perfect fruit of eman-
cipation. After another struggle it is
ours.

We agree with those who regard
these changes as great, and radical
revolutions in our constitution of
Government and in our national and
social life. But we hail them with
joy as tte dawning of a brighter, holier
and happier career than could other-
wise have befallen the nation. No
longer can the aristocrats of the old
world point to slavery as the foul blot
on our pretended freedom, or to the ir-

reconcilable hostility of our sections
as proofs of republican weakness.
We have now a Constitution purged
from all iniquity a flag sustained.
All who breathe our air are free.
The humblest citizen shares in the
sovereignty. Popular statesmanship
has proved itself able to subdue the
most gigantic Rebellion in all history,
to abolish the most deep-seate- d, and
powerful abuse of all time, to estab-
lish the strongest government on
earth, and to vindicate its national
honor trom repudiation. All this was
necessary before our Union could, or
ought to, extend over the continent
and embrace its future seventy-fiv- e

States and its hundred millions of peo-
ple. Tbe agonies of the past eight
years, so far from indicating the deca-
dence of our national power, are its
birth-throe- s.

Let those who, under God, have
won this signal and closing victory
for freedom, the last that remained to

be won in our long struggle with (

American Slavery, now press forward
to the full enjoyment of the fruits of!
their great struggle. Let even the
vanquished learn that it is better to

in Heaven than it would have
to reign in Hell. And may our

candidates elect, with charity for all,
malice toward none, put with

firmness to do the right, as God gives
them to see the right, make so noble &

use of the powers reposed in them, as
will vindicate the confidence of the
people.

In Ivanhoe we get an idea of their
treatment. Everybody bad become
debtors to the Jews, and when
ward returned . from despoiling-- aud
banishing them, his subjects asked
him to banish them from England,

their entire possessions to them,
and SO sponge out all their debts. Ed
ward could not quite See it. u
thought If he Wiped out the debt Of
the clergy and laity they ought to pay
him well for it. So it was arranged
that the Kins was to banish the Jews
and have all their possesions,
all debts due them null and void, and
tne Clergy was to give him a tenth
their chattels, and the laity a fifteenth
Of their lands.' So, On the 31st
August, 1290, Edward issued a procla-
mation commanding all persons of tbe
Jewish race, under penalty of death,
to leave England before the 1st of No
vember. The Jews were permitted to
take with them a few movables, and
as much money as would pay travel
ing expenses. Certain ports were

as places of embarkation,
and safe-condu- ct passes were grant-
ed to them who chose to pay for of
them. The pnssos added more to the
royal Treasury than to the protection the
of the fugitives. The peoplii that is
to say, the Christians rose and rob-
bed the Jews on all sidt-s-, without
paying the slightest respect to the dearly-purc-

hased protections.
All the old historians relate a shock

ing instance of the treatment the Jews
received when leaving England, llol- -

nshed thus quaintly tells the story:
"A sort of the richest of them being
shipped with their treasures in.mighty
tall ship which they had hired, when to
the same was under sail, and got
down the Thames, toward the mouth
of the river, the master inuriner be
thought him of a wile, and caused his
men to cast anchor, and so rode at be
same, till the ship, by ebbing ot tho and
stream, remained ou dry sand. The

hidmaster herewith enticed tho Jews to
walk out with him on land for recrea-
tion : and at length, when lie under
stood the tide to be coming in, he got
him back to the ship, whither he was
drawn up by a cord. The Jws made
not so much haste as he did, because
they were not aware of the clanger ;

but when they perceived how the mat-
ter stood, they cried to him for help,
howbeit he told them that they ought
to cry rather unto Moses, by whose
conduct their fathers passed through on

the Red Sea. They cried, indeed, but
no succor appeared, and so they were
swallowed up in the water. The mas-- l
ter returned with his ship, and told
the king how he had used the matter,
and had both thanks and rewards as
some have written."

Nearly all over the world Ihis cruel
history is traditionally known among
the Jews, who add a myth to it, name
ly: that the Almighty, in execration
of the deed, has ever since caused a
continual turmoil among the waters to
over the fatal spot.

about three miles west of Davton.
This is an institution, that, through
the perseverance of General Sehenck
and a loyal Congress has been estab-
lished as a home for disabled soldiers,
from all the States of the Uuion. All
that is required to gain admission Is
for the applicant to hold an honorabla
discharge from the army of the Unit-
ed States, bearing upon its face the
fact that his disability was engender!
during his term of service. Armed
with this, let him be ever so poor,

welcome awaits him, and kiu'd
usage and good fare will be his lot

as he chooses to remain.
When we were there between six

and seven hundred were present, and
about two hundred absent on furlough,
and as the winter comes on they ex-
pect to have the number increased to
about one thousand. We were kindly
welcomed by Chaplain Earnshaw, and
Capt. Woodruff, theSeretaryand Stew-
ard, and under their chargo we visited
the several places of interest, Includ-
ing the printing office, where the
blanks for all the reports that are need-
ed for use about the "Home" are
printed by a one-arm- printer, aided
by others more or less disabled ; the
tin shop, where all the tinware requir-
ed is made; the blacksmith's shop; the
carpenter shop ; the full diet dining
hall; the musi; hali, billiard room, Ac.

The school room and reading room
were especial objects of interest to us.
and require more than a passing no
tice. The s 'hool is in thai gj of a Slisn
Eaton, of New Hampshire, who is
working like a hero, and has the satis-
faction of knowing that her labors aro
being blessed. She showed us some
specimens of book keeping that were
highly creditable, and we know of
persons transacting business who know
much less of book keeping than these
disabled men do. She pointed out to
us a one armed-colore- d man who had
learned to write with his left hand, ha
having sacrificed the other to sustain,
the Government, w hich is in turn giv-
ing him a home until ho is enabl"d to
do for himself.

We examined some of his writing
and found it neatly done and plainly
legible. Tho pupils under Miss
Eaton's charge are not such a3 oue
would prefer to teach, all other things
being equal, but she is doing a noble
work. The oldest scholar under in-

struction is 39, and the youngest
about 21 years. The Reading Room
we found a delightful place, filled
with books, pictures and newptpers.
Mrs. Putnam, of Massachusetts, whose
only son fell at the battle of Bill's
Bluff, has donated her son's library,
consisting of over 800 volumes and
115 pictures, rare works of art whieh
he had selected during a tour he made

Europe before the war. The Li-

brary has been named "Putnam's Li-

brary," in honor of the donor, and
we know that for years to come this
will be the leading feature of the
"Horae' tilled as it is with entertain-
ing books and pictures of tho rarest
kind, and papers from all sections of
our common country.

We paid our respects to General
Ingraham, the Governor of the
"Home," in a hasty call, and left with

pleasant impression of all who are
connected with this great national
work. The "Home" was established
and is supported by the interest of a
fund that accrued from fines and con-

fiscated property during the war. It
contains 540 acres of land, all enclosed,
and is being laid off in the most beau-
tiful manner, and adorned in the
highest style of landscaping. The
"Home" is beautiful in itself, and
then having coupled with it the ob
ject for which it was established.
makes it, to those whi feel a bond of
sympathy for those who periled their
lives that our land might be free,
doubly beautiful. Let none of our
thousands of readers who may visit
Dayton, fail to spend a d;y at the
"Soldiers' Home."
