tainly men of culture and liberal al-
tainments, do this thing, it Is not as-
tonishing that the couniry pagers,
which for the mosl part are merely
lenders to, and take their coe chiefly
from the ecity press, should be found
wallowing in the same filthy and
nauseating mire. Yet there is a wel-
come pssurance in the expression of
the little coterie of editors of Indiana
that this distemper has somewhere run
ils course, and we may at least hope
that the work of reform, albeit so
hambly begun, may grow vigorously
until it has drawn into itz embrace
the whole profession, and the princi-
ple is established that the journalist,
in grder to be recognized, must be a
gentleman, and that his claim to this
distinetion, whatever hiz merit other-
wise, will be made to rest mainly
upon the degree of courtesy and re-
spectful econsiderstion he shows to-
