Eclipse of the Sun in December,
1870,

Astronomers in all parts of the world
aré now busy making their prepurations
for obeefving the eclipss of the sun in De-
cember 21-32, 1870. Although it will not
be visible in the United States, |t hes benp
suggasted that some of the American ob-
setvers of the last eclipse be sent anbroad
for the purposs of taking part in the ob.
gorvatlons of the one In question, nnd
Congress has alfsady sppropriated 320,000
to the Cosst Sarvey for tha purpowe—
Great pralse wes awarded hy foreign phys-
jvists to the Afnerienn ssfrohemsrs for
the excollence of their work, and eapecially
for the remarkable photographie¢ pietures
that wers takon, and at 30 maty points;
and it is urged that thess aditia getitlemen,
or a selection of them, wounld be admir-
ably fittad for a renewed iuvestigation of
tbe kind, sinoo their experisnce of the first
phenomenon would enable them to util-
fze their time to better advantage duribg
tha sscond. According Lo a recent writer
this eclipse will begia in the North Atlan:
tic Ocean; ths line of central and total
eclipse, moving in & southeasterly direc-
tion, across Portugal a [ittle to the south
of Lishon; passing over pari of Bpain and
the Mediterranean Sea, it enters Africa
near Oran, and soon sfterward sttains its
exireme southern Hmit; the shadow of
the moon, now moving in 8 northeasierly
direction, leaves Afriea, and, crossing
the Island of Siefly, the south of Turiey,
the Black Sea, and the Sea of Azof] disap-
pears; the penumbrs of the moon, decreas-
ing rapidly, leaves the aurth with the sgi-
ting sun in Arabis. The sun will be cen-
trally and totslly eclipsed at noon in Ist.
36° 38 N., long. 5° ' W,, a litile o the
northeast of Glbraliar,—[Editor’s Scien-
tific Record, in Harper's Magazine for Sep-
tember.
