Great Fires.
The great Are in New York of

December 1 9, 1S33, swept the first
ward east of Broadway, aud below

Wall 6treet, destroyed 6S4 stores and
business houses, including the Mer

chants Exchange, involving a loss

of $18,000,000. The great fire in

London that broke out September 2

1GGG, and lasted four days, destroyed

about five-eight- of that portiou of

the citv within the walls. The
burned area was a space of one mile
long and half a mile broad, and the
value of buildings, goods and other
property destroyed was $G0,000,000-Th-

fire that destroyed Moscow,
September 2, 1S12, lasted many days,

and destroyed 30.S00 houses, and
entailed a loss of $150,000,000. Only

G,000 houses in the city were left

standing, and the streets were un-

recognizable. This was not an acci-

dental fire, however; the city was

burned by the-- Russians, to prevent
it from affording winter quarters to

Napoleon's army. The great fire in

Hamburg that broke out May 5,

1852, and raged four days, alio
burned over one-eight- h of the city
and destroyed 1,747 houses. The
latest series of fires in Constantino-
ple, and one of the most destructive
that ever visited that lt city,
occurred iu 1852, and destroyed
3,500 houses, nearly all of them
wooden structures. The fire in St.
Louis, In 1S49, when almost the en-

tire business portion of the city was

burned, involved a loss of something
over $3,000,000. The destruction
of Chicago will probably prove to be
greater than that of any of these
great historical conflagrations, except
that of Loudon and that of Moscow;
and it may exceed that of London.
The burned area is an immense dis-

trict ; the number of houses destroy
ed is already estimated at 10,000 ;

and it may be truly said that tho
city itself is burned to the ground.
