CICADA SEPTENDECIM..

BEY REV. T. DE WITT FEAK, A, M.

C. Seplendecim is the name of a
| species of insect, which favor non-
| musical country people With a free
concert once in sevenleen years;
hence the name, “Sevenfeen-year
Cigar' The Cicada is improperly
called ¢Jocust,’! The “locust” is
quite another thing, being about
three inches long, and extremely
destructive lo vegetation.
there are two species, both pecuoliar
to Oriental countries, the Aecridium
Peregrinum and the Adipoda Mi-
gratoria, Both species travel in
great multitudes from one partof
the country to another, doing much
damage. A celebrated French tour-
ist says: “With the burning south
winds there come from the interior
of Arabia, and from the most south-
ern parts of Persia, clouds of locusts
whose ravages to these countries are
as grevious and nearly as sudden
as those of the heaviest hail in Eu-
rope. We witnessed thom twice,
It is difficult to express the effect
produced on us by the sight of the
whole atmosphere, filled on all sides
and to a great height, by an innu-
merable quantily of these insecls,
whose flight was so slow and
so uniform, and whose noise
resembled that of rain. The sky
was darkened, and®the light of the
sun considerably weakened. In a
moment the terraces of the houses,
the streets, and all the fields, were

The
noise it makes is not made by the
wings, as many suppose, but by
means of a sort of kettle-drum ap-
paratus, located at the base of the
abdomen. This delieate apparatuos
is covered by two oval plales, and
consists of a eavity, containing
'plm‘ted folds of m parchment-like
membrane, (transparent as glass;
| these are moved by museular cords,
|yielding the notes. The action is
{aided by 8 rapid movement of the
. wings, and the sound is rendered
more intense by the resonance of
cavities within the body, protected
by wvalves. The notes, though
sharp, are love noles, made by Bir
Cicada to charm his Madam.

These insects are very numerous
in various parts of the United States
and in Southern Italy, and in the
places where they are found they
do not make their appearance in the
same year. In 18368 they were in
Butler and other western counties
of the State; in 1855 they were in
Warren county. They are said to
be more numerous in oak forests
than elsewhere.

The Cicada is very distinet from
the * locust,” it haviog no mouth,
but a sucker instead, They are not
destructive, subsisting on dew and
the juice of plants; are not migrato-
ry, being too clumsy fo travel with
much speed. .

The name Cicada— (free~crickel)—
is that by which one or more species
were known to the ancient Latins,
and the specific name Seplendecim,
was given to the species now visit-
ing us by Linnacus, because, with
the specimens sent to him from
America, he was told that it appear-
ed only once in sevenleen years.
This report was dounbted by many
Euaropean naturalists, who reluctant-
ly yvielded their assent to the long-
entertained popular and secientific
opinion in this eountry.

“In the «“COyclopedia Americana”
the genns Cicada is described under
the name of Harvest-fly, which is
the Cicada eanicularis — dog-day
fly, which insect has a body black
above, ornamented with olive green,
while the under side is covered
more or less with a white substance
resembling flour, It sings during
“dog-days.”

She lays about
20 eggs in each twig; proceeding
from twig to twig until her task is
accomplished, The eggs are pearl-
| white, very delicale, and are hatch-
|ed in from 4 to 6 weeks, The twigs
pierced, by the inseet, wither and
fall to the ground, and this is the
full extent of injury to trees by the
insect in ils perfect state.
