The Oldest Yet--&£tat 124!

The Centennial is bringing out news-
paper notices of the oldest men and
women in all parts of the country,
and it is evident there will be found
quite & number of centennarians of
both sexes. The oldest individual
in Ohio, of whom we have noticed
any account, is & Frenchman named
Etienne Gauldirot, who, according
to a correspondent of the Batavia
Sun, is over 124 years of age, having
been born March 19th, 1752, near
Quebee, Canada. He remembers the
battle of Quebee, in which General
Wolfe was killed. In 1772 here-
moved to New York, near Fort Ti-
conderoga, snd when Gen. Ethan
Allen captured the fort in 1775,
Gauldinot was taken prisoner. He
then moved back to Canada, and re-
mained there until the Revolutionary
war was over. In 1793 he moved
back to New York, mear Buffalo,
with his family, and hunted and
trapped for furs. He served three
years in the war of 1812, and was
wounded at Lundy's Lane. In 1821
he removed to near Pittsburg, and
finally, about three months ago,
came with his grand-daughter to
Franklin township, Clermont county,
where he now resides. The corre-
spondent of the Sun closes his ac-
connt as follows:

“He talks but little, but is able to
walk abont the room with & eane.
He bas never voted and was not
naturalized till 1851, when he took
out his papers in Wheeling, Va.

*His great grand daughter, whose
husband, an Orderly Sergeant, was
slain in the Union army in the late
war, draws a pension, by means of
which this old-time hunter, soldier
and Bioneer is supported.

“We suggest that a purse be made
to send him to the Centennial Exhi-

bition, as he is no doubt the oldest
veteran in the conntry.”
