OPINION

to the Case Of Judge

Motion in upon
of Judgment.

The question made in this easo arises
upon tho indictment, and is now for the
first tinio brought to the notice of the
court. It could have been raised upon the
plcaR to Ihis indictment. It is most unfor-
tunate that this was not done, and that this
question has now to bo met after a

long and expensive trial upon tho merits
of tho case. But this can not now
be helped, and the has to be de-

cided upon tho law, without reference to
any other consideration whate ver.

Tho false pretensi s alleged in the indict-
ment are that the defendant protended that
he had deposited in the Commercial Bank
of Washington C. II., Ohio, live thousand
dollars, and that lie was the owne-- in fee
simple of ono hundred acres of land in
Fayette county: Ohio. Thoso alleged falso
pretenses are negatived in tho indictment
as follows : "Whereas in truth and in fact
he, the said William E. Conner had not tho
sum of five thousand dollars in the Com-

mercial Bank of Washington C. H., Ohio,
and was not the owner in fee simple of one
hundred acres of land."

The question is; are the false pretenses
alleged in this indictment sufficiently nega-

tived 'i

Tho Supreme Court ef Ohio in tho case
of Iteihnond rn. The State 'Xi 0. S. Hrpnrtu
31, holds as follows :

"In an indictment for obtaining goods
by falso pretenses, the pretenses consisted
of representations by the accused of the
valu j of several stocks of goods ho owned,
of tho ameiunt of his inde'htedness, and of
the H no unit Unit he was worth. Jild,
That negative averments in the indictment,
which, in e ffect, merely deny the represen-
tations to bo literally true, but which elo
not negative tlieir substantial truth as a
means whereby the accused obtained credit
in the purchase of goods, are bad."

This decision is tho law eif Ohio upon
this question, mid is, eif course, binding
upon this court. Tried bv the rule here
laid down by tho Supremo Court, the

iu this case is. bad, anil eloes net
charge a crime. The "negative averments"
iu this indictment "in effect merely deny
tho representations to bo literally true,"

and "do not negative their substan-
tia, truth as a means where. by the accused
obtained credit." That this indictment is
bud under this decision is conceded by
counsel for tho State, but a quostiem is
made under Str. 7"lo II. jS, which pro-

vide among other things that "no indict-
ment shall be eleenn d invalid, nor shall

judgment be stayed
for any defect or imperfection which

does not tend to tho pre judice of the sub-

stantial rights of the defeudaut upon the
merits." This sect. on is very sweeping,
and goes far to brush away the technicali-

ties which have cumbered the procedure iu

criminal law. But tho trouble iu this in-

die Uncut is that under tho law of Ohio as
laid down by the Supreme Court iu the
case from which I have epioted, it does not

charge a crime. It would seem to be
going too far to say that the elefcudaut

could be legally tried and seuteucod upon
au indictment which does not charge any
crime uneler the law, ami with the utmost
caro of examination I am not able to find
auy caso which would authorize the court
to so hoid. The statute provides that the
defendant can be put u 'iiler bond to await
the actioL of the m xt graud jury, who,
they see. .lit, cm preseu' an indictment iu

due form eif law. The motion in arrest
judgment is: sustained, and the defendant
ordered to gi re bond in the sum of eight
hundred dollar.: conditioned for his appear-
ance at the firm day of the) next term
this court.

DEATH OF HON. J. S. SAVAGE.

A Bright Legal Light Goes Out, and
Clinton County Sustains the Loss

of a Valuable Citizen.

Hon. John S. Ko.vn.go died at his home in
tins place, on I uesday at 1 o'clock p. m.,
rather unexpectedly, of apoplexy.

J he announcement ff Ihe death of Mr,
Savrige at places eif business aud in the

nrt room was rati r startling and pro- -

eluced a profound sensation of sorrow
throughout tho town.

The evening of the first of the prese nt
month Mr. Savage addressed a nmeting in
the Music Hall, llillsboro. The night was
a damp, disagreeable one, and on the way
from the hall to the hotel Mr. Savage

contracted a cold, as shortly after
reaching the latter, bo was siezeel with a
chill which vtei feillowed by cemgeation of
the lungs, and symptpeims eif pneumonia.
Mrs. Smago and tho fainly physician. Dr.
A. T. Quiuu, repaired t i his hed-sid- in

to telegrams, in about ten rlaya
after this attack ho roceive-re- suflieuently to
be conveyed to his home in thin place, where,
surrounded by tho the comforts of a happy
home1, tho constant recipient of the most
tender offices eif a elevoted family and
frunils, and rapidly mended, until last
week he occupied a portion of each day in
his law office, attending to tho affairs of his
extensive clientage, until Frielay, when ex-

periencing a return of seime of the symp-
toms eif his first attack, he re'pnireel to his
home. Again on Sunelay he was feeling
much better, anil signitied his intention of
being at his office the ne xt day or on Tues-
day.

Tuesday morning, while in the yard in
tho rear of his house, ho was seized with a
chill and fell, becoming unconscious. He
was removed to his houso and placed upon
his bed, when he soon regained conscious-
ness, aud the grave apretn'nsious of his
friends were partially dispelled. Between
one ami two o'cloi'k, howevo! , Mr. Savage
was alt icked with apople xy and expired
in a fow moments.

Whou the fatal attack became manifest a
messenger was elispatched to the friends up
town. V. W. Savage, a brother of the de-

ceased, was iu tho midst of an argument in
the court room whe the messenger bearing
the summons for him to his brother's bed-
side arrived there. He immediately left
the court room, and, with a number of the
eleceased'B most intimato friends, hastoneel
to his but by the time of their ar
rival, lite nael liecome extinct.

A NEETCH OF MR. SAVAGE'S LIFE.

John S. Savnge was bevrn in Clermont
county. Ohi- - October 20, 1811. During
his early life he was employed on his
father's farm, at the same time atteuding
the elistrict sediools. In 1H53 he located in
Clinton county and familiarizeel himself
with tho methods of teaching, thus becom-
ing epialilied as a successful instructor, aud
he occupied various positions throughout
the county, for five years mecesf fully teach-
ing the various English branches. During
this timo he never lost sight of the purpose
that he hail iu view, devoting his spare
monie-nl- tc the aceoiisition of a kuowledge
of tho law, making rapid progress in his
studies, so that he was enabled to pass
creditable examination, ami on May 18,
lsiifi, ho was admitted to practice. The
same ye ar he was admitted to practice in
the Supreme Court of Illinois, and located
iu this place, where he has met with uuus
mil success. On account of his largely iu
creasing practie'e, ho associated himself in
partnership with Simeon G. Smith, which
partnership contiuuetl under the firm name
of Savage and r mith to the time of his
death.

At the Congressional Convention of this
district iu 1874, the deceased was nomi-
nated by the Democratic party for congress,
aud although tho elistrict was largely
publicau he was elected by the large ma-
jority ol 1,102 votes, irrespective of party.
Ho was nominated a second time during
the Presidential contest of 187G, when party
lines were tightly drawu, but was defeated
by 411 votes.

M. Savage was also promineuty identi-
fied with the Masonic fraternity. He was
a member of Wilmington. Lodge No. 52,

if Free aud Acevpteel Masous, Wilmington
Chapter No. 0:1, Wilmington Coniniaudcry
No. o2, and the Ohio Soverign Consistory,
S.'. P.'. II.-- . S. He was one of the most
devoted members of the order, aud one
tho learned men of the craft. Iu recogni-
tion of that fact he was called upon to serve
five years as Master and three years

of High Priest, and was the first Eminent
Commander of Wilmington Commaudery
No. 37, holding that position at the time
his death.

Tho deeeasi'd was identified with the
Christian Church, aud was a liberal sup-
porter of that denomination.

Mr. Savage was united in marriage with
Jliss Lydia Ayres, Deineniber 1, 1808, who,
with two sous, William H. aud G. Leltoy,
survive him.

MEETING OF THE BAR,

Pursuant to call, the bar of Clinton
