Great Loss Inflicted and Entire Rout of the
Rebels in Egypt.

Cairo, December HO. A dispatch from
Kosch says: Lieutenant Stevenpon, Com-

mander of the Hi it inH fmces, who recently
arrived here with largereinforcetnent, at-

tacked the rebels who had been menacing
the garrison for several weeks. A three-hour- s

fight tunned, resulting in the British
troops capturing Uiniss, a Tillage near
Kosch. The rebels w ere completely routed.
The cavalry is pursuing the enemy. Two
guns and twenty bnnners were cap-

tured. The English lost one officer
killed and twenty-on- men wounded.
The Egyptian allies of tho British lost six
killed and thirteen wounded. The Arabs
fought stubbornly. Five Emirs were kill-
ed. Twenty dead Arabs were found in
one house. A recent report stated that the
Arabs at Oiniss and Ahai numbered 7,0 N.

of whom 1.100 were riflemen. They had
six guns and plenty of ammunition. The
guns were placed in earthworks and the
line of fire was direct on the Nile, so as to
oppose the passage of a steamer. Abd

1'asha. Minister of War, formerly
Governor of the Soudan, in a recent
con versa t ion on Uiu Egyptian quest ion
said llf the English retire on Wady
Haifa they must retire nn Assouan, and if
on Assouan, then on Cairo.

Witii
native emissaries and money England
could detach the soldiers, who are
now (he backbone of the rebellion,
and aNo some tribes who are always jeal-

ous of each other," When asked what
sum would be required, the Minister said:
"Perhaps 2,0oo,000, but this policy would
be the cheapest in the long run." The rout
of the rebels was so complete that General
Stephenson is hopeful that it will obviate
the neoesMty for further operations.

A STRANGE OCCURRENCE.

After Being Close for Twelve
Years Inmate

Well Preserved.
jijREKNvn.T.p,, S. C, December .'JO. In l?7:i

James A. Watson, whose family then re-

sided iu Yorkviile, lost a child, aged four
years, by death. At thattime Watson was
living in Baltimore, a teaeher in the Bry-

ant Sadler Commercial College, and he
could not conveniently leave his business
to attend the funeral, and in his absence
only a temporary burial was giv-
en the body, waiting his re-

turn home to secure a permanent
burial lot in the cemetery. Yesterday he
went into the cemetery to remove his lot.
The burial case, a metallic casket, was
raised from the grave, and a natural desire
to look upon the face of the child which
died and was buried in the father's ab-

sence, prompted Mr. Watson to ask for
the removal of the lid covering of a glass
panel over the face. Just as the under-
taker was about to remove the cover a loud
explosion occurred, shattering thu glass,
which was inch thick, into
numberless fragments, several striking
Mr. Watson in the face, cutting him se-

verely. One piece struck the bridge of his
nose, cutting entirely through it. The cas-

ket bad been out of the ground severul
minutes when the explosion occurred. The
report of the explosion w as equal to that
of a dynamite cartridge, and was noticed
by persons on Main street, more than a
quarter of a mile distant. The face of the
child was in excellent preservation, as were
also its burial clothes, and a wrcat h of
flowers on its breast seemed to be nearly as
fresh a when buried, twolve end a half
years ago.

The valuation of oats is HW, 000,000.
The reduct ion in wheat is mostly in the
valleys of the Ohio and in California. The
States of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Missouri
and Kansas last year produced 170,000,000
bushels; this year, MU. 000.000, a reduction
of 'KMXiO.OoO bushels. The.pi oduction of all
cereals is 5 bushels to each inhabitant, and
the aggregate volume is larger than any
former year.

BOILER EXPLOSION.

Eight Men Killed or Fatally Wounded,
Four Being Burned to a Crisp.

Monnx, Al.v, December this
morning the tiulf City Oil Mills boiler oi
ploded with terrific force, tearing down the
boiler home and part of tho seed sheds,
and burying four colored men In the debris.
Three of these, Joe Jackson, Willis Blade
and Morris Warren, have been taken out
dead.

Staton, foreman,
fatally injured by falling timbers; Israel
flraey, fatally scalded, since dead; Archie
Hicks, fireman, fatally injured; Purvey
Jones, fatally scalded; Merris Wallace,
Willis Black, Daniel Jackson and Peter
Chastayn were burned to ilea th, their
charred bodies being found in the debris.

A WINDLASS SAVED HIM.

Sorry Plight of a Burglar who Attempted
The Santa Claus Act by Entering's

House Through the Chimney.
Wn.MiNOToN, N. C, December Last

night Leander Smith planned to rob the
store of Robert 1'ugh & Co., about nine
miles from here. He climbed to the roof
of the building and diverted himself of
all his clothes and then tried to slip
down the chimney. In doing so he
loosened a brick, which fell down into Mr.
Push's chamber underneath. Mrs. Pugh,
alarmed, got up and, as the night was
cold, placed n match in the fireplace which
was filled with light wood ready for kind
ling. Smith had in the meantime got half
w ay down the chimney, and here he stuck
fast. He was unable to get out. The
harder he struggled the tighter he was
wedged iu. Smoke from the fire under,
nealb began to ascend, which made his
condition unbearable. Thoroughly smoked
and careless of detection he at once yelled
loudly for help. His cris brought the
whole town out. A windlass was procured,
and by daybreak, after enduring much suf-
fering, he was got out and landed in jail.

Reduced Valuation of Coins.
Washington, December '.UK Dr. James

P. Kimball, the Director of the Mint, has
estimated the value of the standard coins
of the various nations of the world to be
proclaimed by the Secretary of the Treas-
ury on the first of January, l.sso. The value
of the gold coin in circulation is fixed by
comparing the amount of pure gold in
such coins with the amount, iu the gold
dollar of the United States. In coun-
tries having the double standard, tho silver
coins are given the same ruination as the
gold coins of the same unit. The value of
silver coins of countries of the silver stand-
ard, is fixed at the value of the pure silver
in such coins taken at the mean price of
silver in the London market for the last
three months of the year. The mean price
of the silver for the Inst three months, com-
pared with its price for the corresponding
period in IsM, declined from $ 00.0 tol 0K.S
per five ounce, a reduction of over six
cents. This gives a reduced valuation to the
following coins from that proclaimed Jan-
uary 1, ISS5. namely: Florins of Austria
from 30.;ic to ;7.1c: boliviaro of Bolivia1
from 70. fk; to 15. tc. ; pe.o of Ecuador, from
7'.'.

Four
cats bitten by one of t he dogs are preserved.

Four days ago loud reports were heard,
and these were soon followed by eruptions
of lava, which flowed over the sides of the
mountuin, completely covering them.

A
white cloud overhangs the mountain, and
on it are reflected flames durting up from
the crater.

THE IRISH QUESTION.
Elective Local Government Divisions With

Property Representation.
Londo, December 2. the com-

plete list of measures to be submitted to
the sovereign for mention in the speech
from the throne will bo laid before the
Queen. The principal, of course, are those
relating to home rule, or extension of local
self government in Ireland and Knghmd.
Lord Randolph Churchill's scheme hns for
the moment been passed over, and a com-
promise bill is being drafted, which,
from a moderate Conservative stand-
point, will huve the best features
of the two schemes previously consid-
ered by the Cabinet. This bill leaves ex-

isting small parochial governing bodies in-

tact, and creates local government divis-
ions, chiefly elective, with property repre-
sentation besides. The divisional authority
will have jurisdiction over large area, and
for administrative purposes will hold prac-
tically the same relations with and control
over existing urban and suburban authori-
ties as" the Departments of State, local
(Joverment Board and Dublin Castle
now enjoy. Tiie divisional au-

thorities will have sole power
to raise money for highways, schools, ur-
ban suburban Courts of law, rivers, docks
and harbors. Money may be raised by
loan and public rates. All expenditures are
placed under the supervision of the Treas-
ury. The bill leaves the police, the high
Courts of justice and Imperinl establish-
ments precisely where they were. It will
be seen that the main principle; underly-
ing the bill are four, to wit : the transfer of
all purely local authority from Imperial
offices to the Irib local government author-
ity; second, veto, by ultimate control of
the Treasury over expenditures ; t bird, pro-

tection of the minority, by propm-t- repre-

sent at ion fom th. the im it at .ion of Nation-
alist influence, by placing existing local
bodies w here that influence is paramount,
under control of the divisional local gov-

ernment nut horit y, w here such influences
are neutralized by ot her elements.

APACHE OUTRAGES.

Dozens of Whose
Deaths Are Not Reported.

El Paso, Tkx., December 5M.W. J.
Jones, one. of the best known ranchmen in
Arizona, arrived here Sunday from the
vicinity of the recent Indian massacres.
Iu an interview Mr. Jones said the situa-
tion in Western New Mexico and Eastern
Arizona is really worse than has been re-

ported by the newspapers. Ho declares no
one person can gather an adequate idea
of the terrorized condition of the inhabi-
tants, or the actual number of peo-
ple killed by the Apaches within the past
three months. Dozens of families have
been massacred in different partp of the
Territory, and tho news of their death has
never spread beyond tho immediate vicin-
ity, owing to the long distance and separa-
tion from the outside world. Jones men-
tions three murders in New Mexico which,
to his knowledge, have never been pub-
lished, and says that prior to his departure
from New Mexico he helped to bury a neigh-
bor who was found murdered by Indians.
The fearful loss by fire and plundernt tho
hands of marauding Apaches has ulxo been
underestimated, as many ranches have
been literally cleaned up of stock and the
houses burned. The ranchmen of Graham
County. Arizona, have equipped a ranger
force at their own expeuseand placed them
in the field. Settlers are depending en-

tirely upon those rangers. The regular
army is no longer relied upon by the people
to suppress these frequent outbreaks. Mr.
Jones asserts that Governor Zulick, of Ari-
zona, is in favorof immediately organizing
a Territorial ranger force, and has been
petitioned to call the Legislature together
for fehat purpose.

The Venezuela Treaty.
Washington, December 28. A treaty

has been concluded with Venezuela of
great interest to a large number of claim-
ants in Indiana and other parts of the
West. The President gave notice of its
near completion in his message. It was
signed at the State Department on
the 5th of December and laid before
the Honate just before adjournment. It
provides for a new mixed commission of
three members to meet in Washington.
One member is to be named by each Gov-
ernment and these are to choose a third.
In case they can not agree, the Russian or
the Swiss Minister at Washington upon
request ot the Minister of Venezuela
and the State Department, is to name
the third. The commission is to con-
sider the evidence before the former com-
mission and to take such additional evi-
dence as the various parties iu interest
may present. All money now in the State
Department ami all that may be paid un-
der future awards are to be distributed us
the uew Commissioner may direct.

Vessel Wrecked.
Gloucesthk, Mass., December 20. News

was received last night of the loss of the
schooner Cleopatra, Captain George W.
Pendleton, of this port. The dispatch stat-
ed that the captain and crew had been tak-
en off their vessel near George's Bank and
taken to Philadelphia by a steamship.
Three men, named Hanson, Hodge and
Matherson, were drowned. A man named
Nelson was killed and five others were
injured in the recent gale.

Birth of a Camel.
Cincinnati, December morning

a camel belonging to the Wallace circus on
board the steamer Charles Morgan, gave
birth to a fine male camel. The youngster
is about the size of a medium sheep. The
hump is quite prominent. At its birth the
little animal was covered with a light
glossy skin, which gradually wore off, ex-
posing a covering of fine, long, curly hoir.
The little follow has been christened
"Charles Morgan," the name of the boat.

Danced Himself to Death.

THE DEAD ALIVE.
Extraordinary Case of Suspended

and Resuscitation.

Galena, Ii.l.., December IU. John F.
Munger, a citizen of Platte-vill- e,

Wis., has suffered greatly from rheu-
matism in the feet. Two days ago, with
the hope of relieving the pain, he bathed his
feet freely with tincture of aconite, and
then thrust thr-- into a rail of hot water.
A tingling sensation followed, the pulse
weakened, the skin became moist and
clammy, mid violent vomiting, and retch-
ing ensued. A doctor was called, but on
his arrival found Mr. Munger apparently
dead. The heart seemed U have stopped
beat ing. and the doctor, with other medi-
cal men who were summoned, decided that
Munger had died ir.nu aconite poi Auiitig--
having absorbed the drug through his feet.
An undertaker set about preparing the body
for burial, when the doctor.as on experiment
injected with a hypodermic syringe u
mixture of brandy and digitalis near the
heart. In n few minutes the supposed dead
man began to gasp, and there was a faint
sound of beating over the heurt. More
hypodermicis were pivn, the death pallor
was succeeded by a reddish glow, the mus-
cles relaxed, perspiration broke out, and
Mr. Mungerslowly returned to life. He is
now entirely out of danger. The doctors
consider his resuscitation most remarka-
bly.

POISONOUS CAT BITES.
A Little Boy Dies from the Effects, and His

Sister Not Expected to Live.
Long Lake, N. Y., January 1.

When picked np the woman was clnd only
in a thin wrapper, open for some distance
down the back, stockings, but no shoes,
and her hair loose, bhe had wrapped a
blanket around hor body, and clasping it
tightly in front plunged head foremost
through a window not over fourteen by
eighteen inches. The fearful fall of the
woman, as witnessed from the crowded
streets, caused many to turn away in hor-
ror. One young man fainted, and was
with difficulty restored to consciousness.

Entrance had been gained to
tho room by unlocking the door, and Green
w as the only person besides Beggs who had
a key. All tho money, together with Beggs'
watch and revolver, had been stolen. Green
had spent considerable silver money during
the morning, although he had none the day
before, and when arrested $'7 was found on
his person. At last accounts Beggs is still
unconcious, and it is not thought he will
survive his injuries. There is strong feeling
against Green and threats of lynching are
freely indulged in.
