Cricaco, May 4. Fully twelve thonsand
strikers, composed of lumber shovers,
moulders, planing mill men and boxmakers,
congregate:d near Clark Beo.’s planing mill,
In the T'wenty-second strest district, yester-
day efterncon. They were nearly all for-
slgners, and many wore bits of red ribbon
on the lapels of thelr coats. Shortly after
two o'clock a man, coalless and hatlesa,
mounted an empty freight ear standing near
the throng and proceeded to address the
men in German. He sald: *‘Let every man
stand shoulder to shoulder and we will win
this fight We must have .ur rights. Strike
while the tron Is hot.  Drive the scabs out
of the yards and let us show MeCormick
that hecan not hire mon-union men and keep
them at work while we, the bone and sinew
of Chicago, are forced to hear our wives and
children crying for brend. A yourselves
and prepare for tho worst.

The speaker’s haranzue was greeted with
deafening cheers, At this moment one of
the proprietors of the Hinglington planing
mill thrust his head out of the window to
learn the cause of the uproar. Almost In-
stantly a thousand men burst [pto the yard of
the company and surrounded the bullding
from which the head had protruded. A
storm of stones and brick beat upon the
roof and the windows were demolished as
though by an earthquake. This work of
destruetion having appeased their wrath the
mob turned to the ear from the top of
whieh & member of the Lumberman's
Union was trying to quell the disturbanee.

When the
blue vehicles neared the rioters the officers
took aim over each others shoulders and
fired volley after volley over the strikers’
hoads., The effect was amusing. Men with
their pookets filled with stones and men
with Siavonie boards and wooden swords
huddled behind barricades no more substan-
tial than a picket fence; the others darted
down Eightesnth street to Center avenua
near which Is a sort of a rendezvous for the
thousands of foreign strikers in the neigh-
bwbod.d. the mob made a desperate
stan

Ofcer Small, of the Hinman street sta-
tion, leaped out of his wa and started
after one of the leaders of the riot, who was
yelling to his commades to blow up the police
with dynamite. He ran Into the crowd and
grahbed the Anarchist by the neck. The
latter screamed for help. The crowd surged
rbout the ofMicer and his struggling prisoner
and then fell upon the former with stonea
and clubs.  Officer Bmall, to defend him-
salf, fired several shota Into the erowd, but
without effect.  The shooting then became
hot and indiseriminata.  Swall’'s eomrades
ran to his assistance, but before he was
resened from his perilous position he was
shot through the hand. His prisoner ea-

eaped.

Reports of exploding cartridges came from
every quarter and the air was filled with
smoke. “Kill the hirelings,’ bawled a
man with red whiskers, as he pointed an
ancient revolver at Officer Small. Before
he could pull the trigger Detective Michael
Granger struck his hand ‘and the weapon.
fell to the ground. The mob then pounced
upon Granger and dragged him into the
muddy street. A rock as large as a eocoa-
nut whizzed past his cheek and a brick hit
him in the forehead. The detective fell to
the ground with & atream of blood pouring
from & jagged wound.

The remainder of the officers becomlng
exnsperated at the resistance displayed by
the rapidly growing mob, fired a score of
shots into the surging. howling mass. One
man was seen to d but his comrades

feked him up and hurried through a neigh-

ring alley. The sight of Anarchist blood
seemed to fill the rioters with fear, for as
soon as they learned that one of their num-
ber had been shot they fled precipitate-
ly. The officers then charged upon them
nnd captured peven of the leaders, They
wera taken to the Twelfth street and Hin-
man street stations. Raln fell Incessantly
during the fight.

Kirk & Co.'s soap factory
have aceepted the offer of ten hours' pay for
nine hours' work., Twenty-three foundries
have coneaded elght hours' work with eight
hours' pay and the remainder of the firms,
with five exceptions, aré negotinting.

MILITIA CALLED OUT AT MILWAUKEE.

MILWAUKEE, May 5.—Since the bank
riots twenty years ago Milwaukee has never
experienced such exciting scenes as yester-
day. The whole city was in a state of
commotion all day and Insurance agents re-
port unparalleled business. Bands of
drunken rioters were at work till late at
night and compelled hundreds of men %o
Iay down thelr work, With the exception
of Miller's brewery, all the brewern nave
given in and granted thy demands of the
strikers, and will start up again to-day.

At seven o'clock In the moining s motly
crowd, mostly Poles, and numbering about
five hundred, left the Polish quarters and
marched towards Bay View, where they
first closed up the Malable iron works.
Three patrol wagons with fifty men were
dispatched to the scene. They oollided with
the armed mob, but & serious affray was
prevented eventually. The crowd was now
at the city limita and the police could not
follow further. The mob had now Increased
to 2,000, and as it rolled on towards the
North Chicago rolling mills deputy sheriffs
wera In walting. They quletly stepped
back, however, when they saw the threat-
ening attitude of the multitude.

Buperintendent Parks had a long conaul-
tation with a committee of the rioters. They
demanded for the employes of the mills the
Introduetinn of the eight-hour system. This
Mr. Parks positively refused to comply
with, adding that all his men had expressed
satistaction with the wages pald and the
present armangements. He further denied
the committee rmisslon to enter the
grounds and n:rn to his men, His reply
caused wild threats, Amidst the jeers and
howls of the mob he was finally persuaded
to permit the commitiee to talk to the men
while they were Inslde of the works,

Governor Rusk, who Is in the eity person-
ally advising the authorities, ylelded to the
demand of the sheriff and seut two com-

les of the State militla down to Bay

lew. ‘Thelr arrival made the men frantic

1lthrnn. Insults were offered freely by
them,

After several hours the committea re-
tumed and reported that the directors of
the mills had milively refused to grant the
demands and concluded to shut down
fmmediately, This was reeslvad with
cheers, Soon after the 2,000 employes lelt
the premises and the militia filed In Imme-
diately, n shower of bricks, rocks and clubs
flying after them, Injuring many seriously.
The venom of the strikers seemed *~ be di-
rected mainly toward the Kosczulska
Guards, oonsisting of Polanders. Without
command they turned around and fired one
volley. Three men were shot, but not fatal-
ly. The militia took up a position Inside of
the grounds.

Atsix o'clock last evening the entire
First regiment, comprising eleven com-
panies, from outside of the city had reported
here and it Is expected that nine more com-
panies will arrive during the evening.

Soldiers are stationed at the 8t Paul
mallroad shops, Allis & Co.'s works and the
freight houses, while reilnforcements have
been sent out to Bay View. Rioting is go-
Ing on on the West Side of the city and the
police are doing yeoman serviee,

E. P. Allls has announced his intention of
opening his works to-day in spite of the
mob and will be protected, by the order of
the Governor, by two companies of militia,

Large Namber of Muskets and Red Fags
Found In Zepl"s Hall—Seditlous Olr-
ulsrs Discovered In the Ofce of
the Arbelter.Zeltung.

SAFELY CAGED,
Curcaan, May 6. —August Spies Is under
srrest. He was captured by the police
yesterday morning. The Anarchist and In-
sendiary editor of the Arbeiter-Zeltung,
who was the first one to address the meeting
at Des Plaines and Randolph streets; who
pecupled the wagon from which it Is
charged the bomb was thrown Tuesday
night; who was one of the speakers at
the mob meeling on the prairie
near McCormick’s Monday afternoon; whose
words inflamed the mob until It was ready
to burmn down the grea® factory, had the
temerity to appear in the editorial rooms of
his paper yesterday morning. Here he met
his brother and a man named Schwab, an
associate editor of the paper, who were his
associntes In those Incendiary harangues.
They were at 107 Fifth avenue, to talk over
the scenes of Tueaday night, and were taken
by detectives to the Central station and
locked up,
As the news spread through the eity that
the leaders of the Nihilistle mob were anfe-
Iy eaged, expressions of the liveliest matis-
faction were heard on every hand. The
happlest men over the affalr were the pollee,
though thelr gladness was of a grim sork
The officers remembered the dynamite
bomb, the one dead and the many wounded
brother officers,
Spies and his friends, when the police
charged the mob, slunk off and conld not
be found until yesterday morning, although
an earnest search was made for them all
night. The Arlwiter Zeltung, the organ
of the SBoclalists, Is orinted in the third
story of & building at 107 Fifth avenue, the
lower floor of which is & saloon. The edl-
torial rooms are on the second floor and it
wns there that the five detectives found
Spies Wednesday wmorning. Sples 1s the
responsible editor.
When the detectives entered he was In &
room with his brother, Chris, who is &
furniture maker, and Michael Schwab, as-
soclate editor of the paper. The Soclalists
mid not » word as the officers threw open
the door. Detectives Boufield and Duffy
entered first,
“Are you August Sples?' Bonfield In-
quired, directing his look at the Anarchist.
Spies' thin lips parted in a sickly smile,
and he displayed two rows of shining white
teetl, He lhesitated a moment before
speaking, and with the artful tact of a
malevolent disposition gave the officers the
full benefit of his tantalizing smile, At
length his lips moved, and in a weak, husky
voice, in alarming contrast to his smile, he
mnde answer:  “Yes, I am August Splesa,”’
“Well,” replind Bonfleld.”' we want you
—and you, too,"" said the oflicer, turning to
Sples' brother and Schwab.
The Intter was deathly white, and his
hands trembled as he put on his hat,
Chris Sples was inelined to be ugly.
Duffey asked him his name.
“None of your business," sald he.
“Well, you get ready quick and come to
tha Central station, replied the officer,
Syles sald nothing more, and the other
two aubmitted to being led down stairs
without uttering a word. August Bpies
wore a black suit of eclothes and a Prince
Albert coat. His eyes were red, and he
looked as though he had been up all night
They were marched to the Central station.
While the prisoners were being searched
they seemed the very plotures of arrant
cowardice. The officers were too indignant
to speak, and while the men's clothing was
being overhauled simply glared at them as
If It would be a pleasure to anmhilate them
on the spot.  Orders were (ssued b allow
no one to speak to the prisoners,
Immediately after Spies and his brother
and Schwab were locked up, Detectives
Meyers, Jones and Flynn were dispatched
to the Arheiter-Zeitung ofce, with instruct-
tions to senrch the premises for any erimi-
nating evidence, Almost the first thing they
discovered was a huge plle of the clrculars
ealling & mass-meeting nt the Hay Market,
on Randolph street. This clreular was
printed in English and German, and s as
follows:
Attention, workmen! Great mass-meeting
to-night mt 7:30 o'clock,at the Hay Murket
Randolph street, heiween Dos Plaines and
Halstead. Good speakers will be present to
denounce the Iatest atrocious act of the

ﬁﬂlce—me shooting of our fellow-workmen
onday afterncon,

These circulars wers found in the com«
posing room, and for the first time the po-
lice obtained positive proof showinz the
origin of the Inflammatory Soclallstic litera-
ture.” Further search brought to the light
the form on which another circular had been
prinled, and in whieh workingmen were In-
cited to take np arms.
Bam Flelden, the rabid anarchist. and
companion of August Sples, I8 also under
arrest. He it was who spoke the last words
to tha mob Tuesday night, which led to the
slanghter, He was found yeaterday morn-
Ing and eafely caged at thelentral. Fielden
got a dose of his own medicine, for he was
suffering from a gunshot wound in hia leg.
Inspector Bonfield, with s squad of men
from the Central, ralded Zepf's ball, comer
Lake and DesPlaines streets. In the hall
were found a lot of muskets and red flags.
There were also & lot of pamphlets and
books, mostly in German, expounding So-
cialistie doetrines, A large amount of cor-
respondence was also found. The hall and
saloon beneath were closed by the police,
Parsons was nowhere to bs found. Search
for him was kept up all night, but not the
alightest trace of him could be found. De-
tective Marks saw I'arsons run in through
the crowd when the bomb bursted, and dis-
appear. He had just exelalmed: *‘Work-
ingmen, to arms! I am a Soeialist from
foot to head, and 1 will be one if 1 die be-
fore morning.”” Since that momeut be has
not been seen by the police

DavLAs, Tex., May 6.—A. R. Parsons,
the Chicago Anarchist, Is a native of Texas,
He was & compositor here In 1884, and
afterward started a paper in Waco, which
was short-lived. He left Waco with a
negro woman and was sald to have married
her. She makea Anarchist speeches with
him, Parsons is said to be the son of the
Confederate General W, H. Parsons.
