Solemn Ceremonies at Our
Cemetery and in Sur-

rounding If
Towns. of,

Tho Decoration Address Deliv-
ered by Albert Donglass,

Jr., of OhlUlcothc. of

The observance ot Memorial Day In Ulils-bor- o us
was very appropriate nnd Impressive.

The floral display was especially fine nud a
large crowd assembled tiV pay homage to
those who fought nobly amid the stormy
scenes ot twenty years ago. The weather
was perfect, n pleasant contrast with the of
flooded streets, muddy marching and gen-

eral dampness of the previous Decoration
Day.

At iM the procession took up Its line of
march, our d drum corps leading,
followed by the Scott Dragoons and Sons of
Veterans. Hie Great Western Hand pre-
ceded the John M. llarrere Post, and citizens
In carriages uud on foot completed a long
procession. A square was formed around
the grave of Edward Fenner, where the cer-
emonies of Decoration were performed by
Commander DeBruln In the manner pre-
scribed by tbe Q. A. R. ritual, praye'r being
offered by Chaplain Ketchara.

The Memorial address delivered by Albert
Douglass, Jr., ot Cbllllcothe, was highly
spoken of and Is herewith published. Mr.
Douglass has a fine, clear voloe and his mas
terly effort was duly appreciated. .

I received an Invitation from tbe Barrere
Post of the Grand Array to participate with
them, and you, In the celebration of this
Memorial uay.

At first, I was at a loss to understand to
what I owed tbe compliment, until Captain
DeBruln, who brought me tbe invitation,
remarked that it I was not a soldier myself,
we had Indeed a good soldier In the family:
and then he spoke words tn kindly praise of
nisoia commauarr, wnicn i easuy Deiieveu

be sincere, for I have been tausht to re
vere the memory of Joshua Sill as "a Knight
without tear, and without reproach."

No I I was not a soldier ; and I can hardly
say whether I am glad or whether I am Isorry that the war toutid nnd left me too
youthful for active service. When I sit, as I
love to do, and listen to some veteran of tbe
great array recount tne siory or tne Dames,
sieges and fortunes he has pissed, and think
oi ine migniy worK iney wrougni lor us Iand for posterity, my blood runs more
swiftly, and I feel that I would gladly give
years of my life could I have but marched
wun onermau to ine sea ; or oeen wun mose
who stormed the heights of Mission Ridge
under tbe eye of ttie Great Captain. But
when I recall tbe awful hazard of war;
when I think of the privations, the suffer-
ings and tbe prlls; when I recall tbat vast
host who found death In that fur South-
land, and tn memory of whom we nre met
here to day, I feel thankful indeed that my
courage and patriotism were not so tried. It
Is much easier to be a veteran now, than It
was men.

But while It Is true that the generation to
which I belong was too young for any aotlve
part In tbe great conflict, still I urn glad to itsay that tho war to me Is far more than sim
ply one chapter In the long past history of
my country, xt is someming, amiast a
newer Benerntlon. to be able to recall thn
surging emotions that the mighty events of
tnose aays pruuuceu among tne loyai people
at. ImniA.

It Is something to have felt the wave of
angry consternation mat swept over tne
land when the flag of Sumptenwos lowered
at toe Dinning oi a loe, Ana now viviuiy

in

the "Johnnies" In tbe back yard when I
went ont to play. And then came the news
of Donelson like tbe sun bursting through a
stormy sky. And It Is indeed somelhtng to
be able to recall tbe great cry of Joy that
ourst iron? every loyni Heart wnen, alterlong days ot waiting and suspense, came
tbe splendid victories of Gettysburg and
Vlcksburg; vlotorles that proved death
wounds to the Rebellion, and which conse- -
crated anew our sacred Fonrth of Jnlr. And
men jonn morgans ram. adi wen uo iremember "Morgan's Raid." Indeed, we all

r me "Morgan uaia."overinunii- -
llcothe. When Captain Pcabody burnt thebridge over a six I noli stream "and Uumn
only forty miles away." Almost any body
could be a soldier In the "Morgan Raid." I
came pretty near being a soldier myself
then, for I, beat the drum for the awkward
squad down In father's pasture fleln. I have
often wondered since whether my drum
didn't help to make that squad so awkward.

And.no w well do I recall the awful shadow
that spread over tbe land wltb tbenewstbat

IB"

Like Moses, the prophet of Israel, be had
led hlarjeoDle thronsh the deeD waters, and
through the wilderness. Like him, be had
strengthened tbe falling courage of bis peo

le,and sustained their doubting faith In
he Union. And like him, when he bad

brought his nation to within sight ot the
promised land of peace, be himself was not
permitted to cross over Jordan.

But be, too. left us a Joshua to lead the
armies of the nation. Lincoln gave us
Grant. And at last Grant gave us Rtohmond
and Appomattox. And then wbat Joy there
was In all our hearts! How tbe bonfires
blazed I For at last the war was over, and
peace had come. Peace! and tbe Union
saved. ,

Ah I yes Indeed ! if one could not be a
soldier, It Is iudeed something well worth
while only to have lived through such stir-
ring times.

And then "when the boys came home"!
How well do I remember them. How I
stood among the cheering crowds as tbe long
trains rolled np to the station ; fllled with
tbe"boys In blue." Tbe blue bad faded some;
and those faoes bad bronzed under tbe
Bonthern suns. But leisure von that, to mv
youthful imagination "Solomon in all bis
giory waa not arrayea uae one oi mese."

But our tbouzbts and words and tears to
day are due to those who came not back
wnen me war wasuone; wno tastea not, on
earth, the sweets of victory; wbo beard not
tbe songs of triumph ; who saw no more tbe
longed for borne; nor felt again for ever
more tne "ciasp oi clinging arms."

For those "soldiers of the legion" wbo sur-
vived and came again "to the home of their
fathers tbat welooraed them back," tbere
were many compensations for their toil aad
suffering and danger. The compensation ot
victory , tne compensation ot a aiau return

rea ; tne com- -
pensatlonof tbe plaudits and rewards ot a
grateful people; tbe compensation of tbelr
own glorious recollections, and the realiza
tion of dntv well nerformed

But, while we honor those wbo snrvlved,
what for those who, bavlng shared all tbelr
toll and pain; having participated In every
peril, at last crowned all by laying down
even their lives In the great cause T Can we
only repay them wltb a wreath of flowers, a
draped flag, a monument ot marble ? Ah
not my friends. We can surely bring to
their memory a more beautiful tribute than
flowers: a more endnrlnar memorial tban
marble. For we can strive to keep ever
fresh In the heart ot a mighty nation not..... ... ..Aft.. 1T ZJt Jt. ..A,....
but tbe gratefnl realization of tbe great
work that in tneir ueatn fney accomplished
for ns and for mankind. We can teaoh eaeh
fntnre generation to maintain and cherish
the Union, tbat was saved and consecrated
by their blood.

Thlt Is tbe true purpose and significance of
Decoration Day. For this, with truest wis-
dom, It Is made a national holiday.

Its annual recurrence Is Intended to with-
draw our minds from the pleasures and
duties of tbe present, to tbe memory ot a
great crisis In oar national exlstenoe.

Its solemn and beauttfnl rites are wisely
calculated to Impress tbe mind and to exolte
tbe Imagination of tbe rising generation.

Let ns, then, earnestly nnlte in all tbe out-
ward observances of the day. Let nt come
wltb ronslo and banners to strew with
flowers and deck with flags the graves ot
tnose neroes wnose nones lie ourieu nere.

But this is not all. Weowe It to ourselves,
to all tbe soldiers dsad, to all tbelr children
living, to an me generations yei vo come, 10
look beyond these outward forms and cere-
monies : berond tbese symbols to the truest
and best objects ot this memorial service.
For wbat did tbese fight T For what did
those die T

Yon all remember tbe story tbat Souther
In bis poem, bas so finely told. How, bis
day's work done, old Casper, by his cottage
door, waa sitting In tbe sun. The cottege
stood upon the famous battle Held of Blen-
heim. And as be sat there In tbe summer
evening, with his little granddaughter play-
ing about him:

"flesswber Brother Peterkln
Boll something large aud round,

Whlob be beside tbe rivulet
In playing tbere bad found."

And so tbe lad brought to tbe old man a
hnsaanvknll, to Inquire wonderlngly wbat
It waa thai ha had found.

Then Casper told them the story of tbat

It certainly is not wise tnteaen the name
generation, that valor and gkllant courage
are tneir own reward, it certainly ia not
wise to teach them that, by dying bravely In
any cause, a soldier shall win honor and re-
nown. Shall we teach them that tbe path

disloyalty and rebellion, and the path of
duty and patriotism, so they be but bravely
trod, lead alike to alorv? Hnrelv this Is not
the lesson tbey are to learn from Decoration
liavrAnd vet am I wron If I Imasltta that
sometimes, dv some neopie, mis plain irumseems lost sight of T Have we not heard
men sentimentalize aoout tne "Diue anu

Has it not become a fashion to paint the
treason ot reoeuion in anan miiu nan neu-
tral colors, that the nlcture can hard I v be
distinguished from loyalty to the old flag
and the Union To permit the men of' the

Southern Confederacy no matter
wun wnat sincerity tney may nave neia
tbelr opinion, nor now bravely tbey may
have maintained them In the field to share
the Imperishable fame of these, our saered
dead, would be to crown Error with the
garlands of Truth, and to put to shame
their blessed memory.

Let no one, for a moment, mistake ray
meaning. God fnrbld that this memorial
day should be made an occasion for arous-
ing the awful passions, whlob, twenty-fiv- e
years ago, surged so wlldely through this
laud. Let us rejoice with an exceeding
great Joy, that In only twenty years these
angry passions have so nearly subsided;
and that tho terrible wounds of that deadly
conflict have so healthfully healed. Let us
be glad that the men ot tbo South, so lately
our foes, have not only generally accepted
the results of the war, but that many of
them are able to laugh with us at the vaga-
ries ot tbat political anachronism, Jefferson
Davis, and to rejoice with us In tbat new
and more perfect Union, wbloh was the re-
sult of tbelr own defeat Let us fondly hope
that "Mason A Dixon's line," once Indeed a
"bloody chasm" Will soon become nothing
more than an ordinary parallel ot latitude,
wltb no more political significance than
the Tropic of Cancer. Neither would I
seem to pluck one leaf from the well-earne- d

lauralsof tbat valiant Army of the South.
stand amazed before the record of their

valorous "enlevements. I rejoice In the
thought that these men of tbe Sooth, who
proved themeselves as splendid soldiers as fthe world ever saw, were after all American
oltlzens;sonsof our common mother. And

thank God that they are onoe more and
forever fellow-cltlzen- s with our own e,

of one great and now Invincible Re-
public But It fills me wltb an Intense sad-
ness to tbluk tbat such splendid daring,
such abandonment of should
have been expended In the service of a cause
so utterly unworthy of such champions
And let us In charity remember, tbat the
mass of tbe Southern people had long been
educated for rebellion. Woe unto you,
JohnO. Calhounet Woe unto you, leadera
of tbe South I Woe unto you, ye blind
guides!

Let us then turn to tbe true lesson tbat
Decoration Day should teach. Let us
make It clear to these, our children, wby

is tbat we refuse to those braye men of
the South that tribute of praise and
thanks-givin- g which we so freely bestow
upon our own victorious warriors.

To us o I uiaturer years the story may
seem a twice-tol- d tale. But let us Imagine
tbat Ibis younger generation, growing up
amidst other associations than those In
which we passed our youth, have demand-
ed to know wbat was the occasion of so
much of sacriheo? What national sin
committed, what holy law transgressed
demanded atonement in the biood of
their fathers T For tbe story of the Re-
bellion and Its causes preaches to us
again tbe constant truth, tbat retribution
must follow the violation of rlabteous law.
As we read the record of punishment for
human slavery In America, we seem to
bear again these solemn words spoken
amidst tbeawtul thunders of Sinai; ''For
tbe Lord thy God Is a jealous God, nnd
visits tbe sins of the fathers upon the
children, even unto tbe third and fourth
fenerations." ,..n .. .. ...very urieiiy. men, lei us recount tne
story. Let us trace tbe civil war from Its
early Beginning. Let us learn wby, wltb
all ol its horrors, it was, In tbe providence
of God, a national necessity.

In the llgbtoftbls history any child can
see tbe truth ; can sM that victory to the
South would have been tho triumph of
slavery and national dismemberment;
and tbat the Victory of tbe North has
wrought freedom and national unity.

The seeds ofthe civil war were planted
In tbe very soil of the constitution.

Tbe failure 'of tbe Fathers, to denounce
human slavery in the constitution Itself;
and thelt failure to accurately and clearly
define tbe nature of tbe Federal Union,
ultimately but most directly led to tbe
civil war. For in the course of time
human slavery came to be regarded in
the South as a commercial necessity.

Then, in the struggle to preserve
slavery in certain States, and to extend
it to new ones against the wishes and
moral convictions of tbe other States of
the Union, tbe doctrine of tbe supremacy
of tho State to tbe National Government,
commonly known as State Sovereignty,
became to tne siave-notae- a political
necessity. And finally the attempt to
put this political theory into practice, by
secession, Immediately brought on civ!ii
war.

It would be worse tban Idle to blame
tbe Trainers of tbe great Constitution, be-

cause tbey did not foresee and provide
against tbese events. This would be to
demand for those Illustrious men not
oulv tbat wisdom half divine wltb wblcb
tbey were enaowea, dm tne spirit ot
prophesy as well. To meet tbe demand
for a more perfect Union, tbey bad to
form out of warring Interests and conflict-
ing theories by patience and mutual con-
cession a fundamental law for a great
Nation. And I am convinced tbat if tbe
Constitution tbat tbey framed bad been
theoretically perfect In tbe respects I
have named, It would never have been
ratified by tbe requisite number of States.
Their work bas stood tbe test of time,
and over one hundred years of trial and
vicissitude, although four years of dread-l- ul

war were required to interpret beyond
dispute its truest and grandest meaning.

At tne time ouruovernment was form-
ed, and Iudeed for nearly forty years
afterwards, me existence oi numan
slavery in tbe country was by no means
tne minting question it auerwaras

Alt men North and South looked
upon tbe African Have Trade as bar-
barous, and united In passing laws for its
suppression. Indeed tbe economical
value of slavery Itself was much question-
ed, even In the South ; where, for a time,
many of tbe leading men, Including
Jefferson and Madison, advocated its
gradual abolition.

But, wltb the riso in tbe value of cotton
and the rapid Increase of tbe cultivation
of this staple In tbe Gulf States by tbe
employment of slave labor, the,question
of domestic slavery rapidly came to tbe
front, until It finally dominated all other
questions of nations! Interest. As of
old, "all rosds led to Rome," so for more
tbsn thirty years in tbe poll.ical history
of tbe United States tbe discussion and
settlement of every public question In
volved tuts one 01 sisverv.

From this state of affairs tbere could bo
but one result. Every fresh discussion of
tbe subject helped to awaken tne moral
sentiment of the nation against tbe bar-
barism of humsn slavery. Tbus at tbe
very time and In the very proportion
that slavery becsme a pressing commer-
cial necessity to the South, tbe abolition
of slavery became a pressing morsl

In tbe North.
Tbus the struggle began.' But It rapid-

ly took on new forms and a more threat-
ening aspect. Tbe Southern leaders, from
at first merely seeking to defend their In-

stitution on moral grounds, quickly
changed front, and boldly Insisted that.
lar from being contrary to tbe laws of
nature and of tbo gospel, .human slavery
was a divinely apDoluted Institution, or
dained of Qod as tbe true and natural

alike vo0?h2r..r.nvey.l,.enBeflcnt
I Ilad the conflict been confined to the

arena of moral and religious controversy,
it might have continued perhaps until

without an appeal to arms. But

Calhoun and his followers entrenched
themselves behind the ramparts of

each particular State, they arrogantly

denied that tho national legislature bad
any right even to discuss, far less to de-
termine, the existence of slavery In any
State or section or the Union.

From this theory of the Federal Union
was naturally and logically deduced the
right of any Stale to secede from the
compact at the pleasure of Its people.

Thus fortified and thus armed with
their over ready threat of destroying the
Union, dJie Southern lenders long found
themselves invincible. After many a
well.fougbt struggle, they dictated the
terms of compromise. Until at last, no
longer on the defensive, they Rought,
under the banners of their now faith,
new fields of conquest in Mexico and the
great territories of the west. But the
end was near. Tho men nf tho North at
last nwokotollnd that there was some-
thing even worse than civil wnr. A
deep moral sentlmont was nt last
aroused mrouguouc tne xnotiu, wuicn, to
tbe blind arrogance nf tbe South, firmly
cried, "Tbns far shall thou go, but no
farther!" Then the crisis came. Swiftly
and silently, while In place and power,
the forces of slavery armed themselves
for tho struggle. Passing from theories
to facts, oasslna from words to deeds,
State after State resolved to secedo and
destroy the Union.

Thus havo we traced the causes of the
Civil war. Thus step by step were tbe
men of tho South led by the sin of slav-
ery into the crimo of rebellion. Thus
nave we.seen now tne iiosim oi mavery
set the battle In array against their
country's flag.

How that battlo was won, how the
Union was saved, bow the fair Inherit-
ance of our Fathers was preserved
from dismemberment and ruin, is writ-
ten In the history of that great conflict.

And in that thrilling record Is also
written the names of those whose mem-
ory y we cherish and applaud. Out
or tbe homes and hearts or the North
tbey went forth. Through long years of
toll and danger thev maintained the
cause of freedom. Upon a thousand
battle fields in that far Southland tbey
yielded up their lives. In nameless

raves, by tbelr comrades in arms, they
le burled. No monument marks the

spot where sleep these unnumbered
heroes. Tbe holy peace tbat tbey con
quored, broods over all that land, and the
green corn of another Bprlng is now a
breaking from their sacred dust.

But for us and their country tbey
wrought a mighty work; tbey achieved a
lasting triumph. ' t 3d

Tbe stain or human slavery they wash-e- d

from the garments of Freedom wltb
their own precious blood, and took away
our reproach in tbe eyes or tbe nations.
They have established forever that State
sovereignty is political heresy, and that
secession l rebellion. Out of disjointed
States and opposing sections they relnrm-e- d

a grand, consolidated and enterprising
Nation, fllled with new purposes; ripe
for new achievements, tbe refuge of
mankind, tbe hope of all the ends of tbe
earth.

When riding away to
the sound of fife and drum, with the old flag
flying, It was a painful reminder ot the days
when our dear ones departed for tbe "bat.
ties bitter front." Tbey returned about U
o'clock and reported a large attendance of
people and a good address by Judge McNlel,
of Brown county. Tbe time set for the ser
vices here, one p, m., found Bluking Spring
full of people and the M.E. Church beauti-
fully decorated and crowded to overflowing,
After the appropriate service by the G. A. R.
and singing by tbe Sabbath School, led by
Miss Blanche BelIlson.Gov. Hart, tbe orator
of tbe occasion, made a brief but eloquent
and Interesting address In which he especi-
ally eulogized the patriotism, courage, worth
and ot the common soldier. We
have not space to say more of It, except that
It was fully appreciated by tbe audience, es-

pecially by tbe members of the G rand Army.
After the concluding services at tbe church
the members of Daniel Rose Post, with their
color-beare- r and the band, formed In pro-
cession, preceded by sixteen little girls carry-
ing tbe floral decorations, and behind these
cam e the Sabbath School and cltlzenB. They
marched to both cemeteries and tenderly
strewed many lovely flowers o'er tbe graves
of those whom we delight to honor and
whose memory we revere. At tho last grave
a salute was fired.

At Prlcetown.

According to tbe usual practice and In com
pliance with otders from the G. A. R., tbe

nothing more than a solemn duty which tbe
living owe to tbose valiant and noble dead.
