Beautiful ferns stoop down from
their foot-holds in tiny crevices ; gigan-
tic rocks eit far out im the stream, im-
pudent opponents of navigation ; little
brooks steal throngh chinks in the
smooth walls and glide into the water
below and far above, the interweaving
boughs of pine and beech and cedar
shut out the sunlight, making the rocky
solitude more gloomy.
