Has Somelhing to Nay on the Labor
Question. |

“Ought the ladies to strike?” in thia
time of labor strikos, in a question that
might be very pertinently asked.
When the Knights of Labor, and other
orders of trades unions are stopping the
wheels of eommorce, and closing the
manufactories with (he revelver, the
dynamite bomb, and the bludgeon, for
the purpose ol raising their wages and
shortening their hours of labor. It
might be well to ask what rights the
toiling millions on our farma have.

We don't for a moment call in ques-
tion every man’s right to cease lahoring
for another when he fills his contract,
if he is not getting sufficient pay or can
do better. But when he orders me to
quit my employer, and attempts to en-
foron that demand by violence ; he still
ought to have his rights, which would be,
a striped suit, and a stone cell at Columbud,

But it s not for the male portion of
our community we would enter a plea.
They are assisted by every kind of
machinery that ingenuity can invent,
driven not only by horse power, but
steam is harnessed to the machinery
and made to do duty. By working from
twelve to sixfteen hours per day and
omitting the ration of beer snd whisky
(if out of debt), they can possibly pay
their taxes and make both ends meet.

But modern striking only makes the
strikers less able to pay for all they con-
sume, while it tends to enhance the
price of everything the producer has to
buy, from the pin that fastens the calico
dress or the string that ties the shoes, to
the bonnet that covers the head.

Unlike a Powderly, we would not
advise a secret sworn conclave of all the
country ladies of our land, leat a boycott
might be ordered. But we do protest
in the name of common honesty, and
on behalf of tired humanity, against the
present practice of tens of thousands of
the housewives of our land wearing
themselves out toiling to feed the mil-
lions without remuneration. Yes, we
will say, without remuneration, for
what remunerstion is six and seven
centa per pound for gilt-edged, golden
butter, One day's wages of the very
men that are striking for more, would
buy from twenty-five to forty pounds;
and call this remuneration? Yon don't
drink (God bless you, ladies), or these
prices from a whole day would not keep
you in beer, much less wine.

Debt, and the love of home and little
ones, induces ns to toil while there is

debt does mot compel to labor for
nought, take in the butter shingle and
tell the peddiers we don't sell gilt-edged
at soap grease prices. Let each one or-
ganize herself into 8 committee of one,
and strike against such unremunerated
drudgery.

Non-Partisan Temperance Conferemce.

In response to & printed call sent out
by the Women's Christian Temperance
Unions, of Cleveland, South Clevelaad,
Bedford, Burton, Youngstown, and
Mansfield, to independent and non-par-
tisan unions, delegates from the unions
signing the call, also from Marysville,
Oberlin, Pittsfield, and Elyria, assem-
bled in the headquarters of the Cleve-
land Union, Thursday, June 17th, at 10
o'clock a. m,

After a half hour spent in devotional
exercises the conference was organized
by the appointment of Mrs, E. J. Phin-
ney, President, and Mrs, P, W, Parma-
lee, of Burton, Becretary. By request,
Miss F. Jennie Duty stated the occasion
and object of the conference, as follows :
Within the past year several unions
have separated themselves from the
State and National Unions because the
lstter had given their support to a polit-
ical party. The withdrawing unions
are neither willing to be forced into
partisan strife nor to count their con-
stituents among the temperance men of
any one party. Miss Duty further said :
“*We do not wish to be undersiood as
opposing the Prohibition party mnor en-
dorsing any other political party. We
are non-partisan both from principle and
Sfrom policy. From principle because we
believe entering npon the strife of party
polities inconeistent with our sacred
calling to do gospel work; from policy
because we are convinced that by ally-
ing ourselyes with the Prohibition party
we should unnecessarily antagonize tem-
perance men In the Republican and
Democratic parties snd make it impoasi-
ble for numbers of earnest temperance
women to work with wus, thus hindering
the growth of public sentiment for tem-
perance and the causo of prohibition.

We are met to discuss the question,
whether it is expedient to form an al-
lisnce of the Non-Partisan Unions, and
if the women decide in the aflirmative
to form such & Union.

M, F. A. Gilbert, ol Mansfield, read
a paper on the advisability of forming
an alliance of non-partisan unions, fol-
lowed by one by Mrs. Phinney, on The
Advantages of an Alliance of Non-Parti-
san Unions.

At the conclusion of Mrs, Phinney's
paper, 8 motion that an alliance of the
non-partisan and independent Women's
Christian Temperance Uniona be formed,
was brought before the conference.

A discussion followed, occupying the
closing hour of the morning and the
opening hour of the afterncon sesslon,
after which the resolution was unani-
mously adopted.

A Committee on Organization and
Oonstitution, eonsisting of Mrs, E, J,
Phinney, of Cleveland, Mrs. B. A, Doo-
little, of Elyris, and Mrs, F. A. Gilbert,
of Mansfield, was appointed and re-
ported in an hour the following consti-

tution, which was adopted :
