ot the printing press Uto. More than
2000 coins anil medals dating back 1000

years; among them the medal struck by
Louis XIV in the event of the destruc-
tion of Heidelberg. Weapons, utensils,
collections of porcelain, nnd stone relics
of tho Roman period. The wedding
ring of Luther, wedding presents of tho
Princesses. Cabinets, chairs, nnd stat-
uary once in use in the Castle. A very
perfect cast of Kotzobue, who was killed
by a student, shows with unpleasant
clearness the stab-woun- Belies of the
student, note-boo- lock of hair, etc.,
who was beheaded at Mannheim, are to
be seen. Last but not least is a counter-
part in mininture of the Castle nnd
grounds cut in cork. It was executed
by n cook nt one of the hotels during
odd hours in six years, nnd wns worthy
of exhibition in London. It gives a
better iden of tho location nnd relative
position of tho many parts of the Castle
than can bo obtained in several ram-
bles, because so little can be seen nt one
time. In tho statues of the Friedrichs-bau- ,

with their garments and armor
still showing traces of gilding, we may
read tho entire history of the castle.
Only the statue of Frederick V is want-
ing. Just as his spirit in political
affairs overleaped all barriers and
sought to add to tho nrms of tho Pala-
tinate the royal crown of Bohemia, so it
would seem that the castle of his ances-
tors was too narrow for him, for in every
direction he endeavored to extend its
boundaries. Ho reared tho hugh bas-
tion on which the Stuckgarten with its
trees, shrubs, flowers, and walks rests ;

constructed a spacious banqueting hall
in the interior of tho lound tower.
erected on tho adjoining north wall of
the castle the "Knglische Bau" or Eng-
lish Building, and the gate called Elisa- -

bcthen Pforte. Only the latter remains
a monument of Frederick's enduring

affection for his consort,Elizabeth Staurt.
Both sides of this gato are formed of
four trunks of trees entwined with ivy.
On the first trunk to the right among
the foliage are a squirrel, lizard, and a
frog. Above the archway, two female
figures, the genii of fortune, hold cornu-
copias; and tho frieze of the arch is
decorated with tho lions of England nnd
of the Palatinate, and the inscription
"Fredrtcus V Ellmbellix Conjiigi CariMt-mt- c

A. C. MDCXV." At the same time
he surrounded the castle on the south
and east with a magnificent park and
gardens; hills were levelled, rocks re
moved, valleys tilled up, grand terraces
built up out of the depths, extensive
buildings constructed on the hillside.
All these benutiful grounds, tbe flower-garden- s,

the avenues, the fountains, the
ponds, the cascades, the grottoes, the
baths, with the Btatucs which adorned
them, were destroyed oven before their
completion.

Tho present garden was laid out in
the year 1804, nnd is celebrated for its
exotic trees, especially a unique collect
ion of coniferre, for its beautiful walks
and splendid views from its terraces.
"Next to the Alhambra of Granada the
Castle of Heidelberg is the most mag-
nificent ruin of tho Middle Ages"
(Longfellow).

The government is assisted in its en-

deavors for the preservation of the finest
ruins in Germany, by an association
composed o'f natives of every province
in the empire, under the patronage of
his royal highness, the Grand Duke
Frederick.

No description of the castle would be
complete without allusion to the Heid
elberg Tun, and tho illumination of the
castle. The cellars of the castle are very
extensive, and in one of them is the
celebrated Tun, which was built in
1751, the third of its kind, the others
being destroyed by wars and neglect.
It is plainer but larger than its prede
cessors, being 32 feet long, 23 feet high,
and is said to hold 283,000 bottles or 800
hogsheads. In the first fourteen years
after it was constructed it was filled with
wine three times, in the last 122 years
it has been receiving the names, and
dates of their visits, of travelers trem
every part of the world who desired to
to leave such important information be
hind them. It does not now possess
even tho attribute of being the largest
cask, a brewer near Berlin having sur-
passed ancient royalty. Threo rulers
indulged in the intoxicating levity and
satisfying delight of building one each
of these gigantic barrels, and it might
not have been altogether unwise, for it
has done more to spread the fame of
Heidelberg among the peasantry than
Castle or University. The height and
length, the number and width of hoops,
etc., etc., are quite as familiar to them
as their catechism. The only excuse
for their construction was to symbolize
the plentiful vintages of the Palatinate,
just as the later ono does the success of
tho brewer, or the Corls-Th- did the
surplus cash in the municipal treasury
and the insane hilarity of those who if
living would be called city alder-
men. Tbe illumination of the castle.
which is "one of the sights of Europe"
is not of frequent occurrence, hence
when it does take place visitors crowd
tne town, students contribute to a
common fund on rare occasions and
present this imposing spectacle to their
friends and visitors. Shortly after our
arrival, through the generosity of a
mercantile association, an opportunity
was afforded us of witnessing this rich
treat. Crossing the old bridge at eight
o'clock on the evening appointed, in tbe
rain and mud, crowding between men.
women and children, with and without
umbrellas, the opposite aide of the river
was reached and found evea aore
crowded than the bridge, with carriages
in addition to the pedestrians. Walking
slowly and laboriously back to the
bridge, we sought protection from tbe
dashing rata ea the Usward-aid- e of tk
sutsarr adomiag um atnun mm. m
tbe attceeedliig brar with the rasMag
waters beneath nt, tbe surging erowd in

J-

front of us, and the whistling wind
carrying the great rain-drop- s hither and
thither above us, strango thoughts
chased each other In rapid but Irregular
succession through our mind. AVe were
startled from our reverie by a crash like
a cannon, and the same instant innum-
erable rocket were shot from the towers
at each end of the castle, and imme-

diately the entire building presented a
picture of crimson against the darkness
of the mountain. Tbe open doorways
and sashless windows were inadequate
to confine the angry flames which shown
through every cranny and crevice and
above through the roofless top. Then
It fadpd to a darker color and presented
a view not unliko what the French saw
over two centuries ago. It was now
lighted with green, then with purple
fires, and all the time tho rockets from
the towers with those from the boats
pierced the darkness, made graceful
curves, burstcd and lell In a veritable

d shower of stars. A boat
gayly decorated with Japenese lanterns
having a band on board, floated down
the river, and the music was carried
back to us by the water from the dis-

tance. The fires died out, the crowd
dispersed and tho evening, though cold,
wet, and disagreeable, was gloriously
enjoyed and will never be forgotten.
