Official Report of the Seizure of the
Fishing Schooner City Point.

Thursday afternoon,
baving finlshed repairs, I went on shore
to clear, but a bill of clearance was re-
used by the collector, he saying that I bad
violated the law, and that they would bave
to report to the department at Ottawa.
