LIQUOR AND TOBACCO.

They Cost the People of This Country
§1,180,000,000 Yenrly.

While demagogues continue to gom-

plain about the sufferings of labor, and
cronkers of the hard times, the con-
sumption of luxuries in a'most cvery
particular is greater than it was one or
two years ago, and in most classes of
expenditure greater than it ever was in
the times ealled most prosperous, ns is
ghown by the internal revenue report.
The consamption of beer inereasced 1,-
524,980 barrels. The consumption in
1885 was greater than ever befare, und,
adding the officially reported increase,
it appears that no less than 642,000,000
gallons of beer were consumed Iast
rear.  Reekoning the mean populution
ur that year at abont 59,257,000, the
eonsumption appears to have heen
10.88 gallons for every inhabitant, ha-
bies included. Considering that a large
part of the population does not con-
sume beer at all, this scems to imply
an enormous consumption to those
who do.

The Ineroase in the consumption of
whisky was 1,606,108 gallons, which
makes the consumption for the year
70,763,010 gallons, or 1,19 gallons per
capita. That is much more than was
consumed in the yeurs of depression,
the fiscal years 1878 and 1879, when
the tax was the same that it is now:
but it is much below the consumption
of 1883 or 1884, when the guantity was
1.41 and 1.42 gallons per capitw
Probably the rapid spread of prohibi-
tion has reduced the consumption,
Filteen years ago, when the tax was
only 50 cents per gallon, the consup-
tion ranged between 1} and 2 gullons
per eapita, Y ]

The increase in consumption of to-
baceo in various forms has been re-
markable, but espeeiully in the least
healthy of all forms, Snuf-using, it
may  be remarked, is on the decline;
195,747 ponunds less were used last your
than the year bYefore, Rutthe consump-
tion of mannfactured tobaove, * for
smoking and chewing, increased 11,-
010,674 pounds, reaching 191,023,663
pounds, or 3.22 pounds per capita,
which is considerably in excess of the
consumplion fn any previons year.
Prior to 1870 the guantity consumed
was from 1 to 2 ponunds, in 1870 it rose
to 238, and until 1879 averaged about
2,30; then it rose in 1850 to .75, in
1182 to #.06, aud has haen above 3
pounds ever sinee.  But the increpse in
this form of tobaceo would have been
greater but for the increase in the con-
sumption of cigurs and cigarettes.

‘The number of cigars consnmed 1n-
ereased last year 151,025,855, making
a total consumption of 3,510,872,539,
or 39.2 pev capita.  Twenty years azo
the consumption was 10.¢ yearly; in
1870 it vose to 80; in 1575 to 44.9, and
then doclined a little with the hard
times to 40.5 in 1878, butin 1881 it rose
to 52.8, reaching 61.5 in 1884, and de-
clined to /8.2 in 1885, but has now
Tisep agam to 59.2 The consumption
of cigarottes has atly Increased.
Last yeur ulone the T‘wuu was 252,-
212,112, or nbout 25 per cent., making
1,310,5636.512 in ull, or 22.1 per capita.
In 1835 there wus n small consumption,
but practically none officially recorded
in the years 1866-1869. In 1870 it rose
ta .4 per eapila, in 1875 to .9 per capita,
and in 1876, just ten yenrs ngo, rose to
1.7 per capito. But that was only the
b.g'rr:ning'; in 1880 it had risen to 8.2
lzer capita, in 1884 to 16.1, 'n 1885 to

8.1, and now avernges¥2.1 per eapita.

HOW IT WORKS.

The Effeets of Alcoholle Liqunrs on the
Human Nyatem,

M reply to a correspondent who
wanis to know the effoct of aleoholic
liguors on the human systom the To-
ledo Biude says:

Whether  induced by fermented
liquors or by distilled spirits, it is
through the alebhol contained in either
that the effects of intoxication ensue.
The eflects of aleohol, in & single net
of intoxication, v according to the
way in which the spirit has been taken,
If swailowed rapldly, in large quan.
lities, or in & concentrated form, the
agency is that of a powerful narcotie
polson. The mode of action here is
partly through a direct impression by
the aleobol on the nerves of the stom-
ach, and partly by its absorption into
the blood, and its transmission thus to
the brain, which is proved to tuke
place with great rapidity. The action
of any kind of alcoholie drink, in mod.
erate doses, is thatof n somewhut rapid
stimulunt.  The bodily and wental
powers are for a time excited bayond
their ordinary strength, after which
there is a correspondin depression.
Although the aleohol which is intro-
dueced into the system can not act as a
true food (for in that ease it would not
ass through the system unchanged),
L indirectly takes the place of food, b
diminishing the wear and tear of tha
system, and thus prendering less foold
sufficient. In animals dostroyed when
intoxicated, the portions of the brain
and of the liver are found to yield, welght
for weight, considerably more aloohol
than blood. The faet of the retention
und accumulation of alcohol in the
nervous centers and liver tends to
throw much light on the special dis-
eases of drunkards, where the appe-
lite for ordinary food fails, the diges-
tion is impaired, the sleep is disturbed
and the vigor of frame and capacity
for exertion sink accordingly, the
limbs often aching and trembling, and
the heart drooping with a miserable
feeling of nervous exhaustion. Even
';ri(:r to this the drunkard is often lia-

le to those minor illusions which end
in the full development of what is
known as the drunkard's delirium, or
delivinm tremens, a form of temporary
insanity characterized by a state of ab
Jeet terror, with shaking of the limbs,
the sufferer fancying that he is sur-
rounded with monstrous phantasms,
or that he is devoted otherwise to hor-
rors, disasters or erimes. In this state,
if the miserable mun does not take his
own life, be is ready, without any
provocation, to take the life of any
one with whom he comes in con-
tact. One effect, and a leading
one, of the ecustomary presence
of sleohol in the blood of the drinker
is to reduce the vitality of that
fluid, ko that it tends to sustain only
the lowest forms of nutrition and ani-
malization, and deposits, in great part,
merely an inert fat within those organs
where it should minister to the growth
and muintenance of a delicate con-
struction, destined for uses essential to

changes of higher structures into fat,
in the heart, the liver and in  the
blood-vessels, the coats of the last be.
coming easily ruptured. Hence, liabil-
ity to diseaszes of the heart and of the
liver, often followed by dropsies, or to
affections of the other intestines, or to
attucks of apoplexy and palsy. [If not
cut off abraotly in his career, the life
of the drunkard becomes one long mal-
ady towards its close, the finul condi-
tion being usually one of imbecility of
mind and body, yet with throes of suf-
fering to the last. It has been authori-
tatively shown that, while the average
expectation of future life to the tem-
perate man at fifty may be reckoned
at twenty years, that of the drunkard
at the same age is only four years,
Agnin, between the ages of twenty-one
and thirty, the deaths among drunk-
ards have been found to be more than
five times, and between thirty-one and
fifty, morc than four times what oecur
among the gencral communily at the
like ages.
