The Fate of the “Clties™ Which Ware to be
Rivais of Waahington.

It maynot be generally known that
there are, on the banks of the Potomue,
the sites of two propesed cities, whose
projectors were once sanguine that they
would grow and attain o national im-
portanco in population and trad:, but

which stubbornly refused to thrive in
sp'te of all that was done to push them
forward, The first of these is Jacvkson

City, on the Virginia side of the Poto.
mac, just opposite to Washington, Tue
iden of buildng this ity as a rival of
the national capital was conceived by
some of *Old Hickory's" friends dur-
lng his Presidentinl torm, and sueh faith
did they have in the name that they did
not think failuro was possible i they
called it Jackson City. Accordingiy,
they bought of Mr. George Mason, for
$100,000, a Inrge part of which was
id in bonds of the company, atract of
and and laid it off in lots, streets und
avenues on s magniticent scale.  Then,
to give e<ind to the scheme, thoy deter-
mined upon a public demonstra-
tion on the oeccasion of the lay-
ing of the corner-stone of the nuw
city. Accordngly om the day ap
pointed a large crowd assembled on
the spo*, among which were Pres.dent
Juckson and members of h's Cabnet,
and many othor distingnished persons;
by George Wasbington Park Carts the
rge ngton Curtis the
corner-stone of Jackwon City was laid
with imposing ceremonies. But, strange
to say, that was about all that ever was
laid, notwithstanding the magnificent
send-off with which it had been inau-
ﬁnrﬁhd. The traveler who passes tho
Aite to-day sees only one or two dilapi-
dated frame houses to mark the spot.

Milllons of 1dis WMonav,

The title of “Richeat Man" in
America is not held continuonsly. An
Astor, after losing it to & Vandorbilt,
has now regainod it.

John Jacob Astor, the richest man in
Amerion, is tall and vigorous at over
sixty years of aze, and if he were a
poor man, or only moderately wealthy,
he would not have made liimsell unduly
conspicuous by a limp. This defeet in
his gait is the result of possessing a
8 carto blanvhe on the good things of
the world, eminent among which are
champunes and anclent Burgundy.
A libral indalgencs in tho ornnmental
varietivs of fool nnd drink has induced
gont. In appearance he suggosts the
typieal Englishman.  Hias face is raddy
und full, and is embellishod with lonzr
side wh akors of a reldish gray color.
Theas whiskers are not allowed to

row d'r etly ont from the chevks, but

y persistent  brushing  have beon
traindd to hang down over the colar
somewhat in the Dundreary style. His
oyes are A sub lud gray. His tigure is
ervet and stalwart, and h's dress fash-
lonable but plain.

After his own notions Mr. Astor lives
economically. He doss not stint him-
self at the table and he has two or three
boxea at the opern, but as ho does not
work eithor for his living or the extend.
ingz of his estate, he linds it advisable
to waste not & ponny on business Jux-
uries. Ho rarely rides when he enn
walk, and when Ke ridesitis ina publie
atage if one is avalluble rather than n
his own ora hirail conpo. His telegrams
nre Yskoletonized,' and in other trivial
wayda he aets upon the “penny savel
p mny earned’’ taenry. No one ean tell
the amount of his weilth to-day. Hels
very slighly intwestad in stock eom-
panies; the Western Union Telogra h,
the Delaware, Lackawanna & Western
eiilrond. the Chemical Bank and a fow
other conserns interest him: the over-
whelmine bulk of his pro erty isin real
estate on Manhatinan Island or jut
nross the Harl'm in tha annexed dis-
triot. Mora than hall of this in vaine
is soa*h of Cham rers streat, or inn dis-
teiot just . mila long on its longest
inm tar, In it is the Astor Ho iso,
modestly estimated at 82,000,000, and
num srous blocks and build nzs along
Bron lway and Wall street. This part
of his proherty pavsat least ten perceit.
pir nnnnm, and its valae varies only
sli zhtly from year to yoear. It is from
the vust tracts of land in the northsrn
part of the city that tha Inereass to hig
wenlth comes, Ho ls constantly put-
tinz asido what he can spare from his
ront recoipts for the purpose of invest-
ing in more lanil. Tt is said on good
authority that a sam amonnting to
#5,00,000 in eash i3 kept on deposit in
trust companies for new purchases
whoenever a gool bargain is seeured.
I'hhe con lition of his property makes a
fuvorite topie for the political cconn-
mists; every chilil born in the city adds
to his wealth. It is the inecreass of
population alone that makes Mr. Astor
richar. As yot, howoever, the great
lan llord has not signified any inten-
tion of *wicking u»'' with tne repro-
duetive publis  He I8 beneliting stead-
ily by what John Stoart M 1l ealled the
vancarned ineramont of wealth,” and
bids fuir to be before his death richer
than any man who ever livod.

Whon W.lliam H. Vandurblit wasalive
ho overtappad John Jnecob Astor, but
the railroad king's death eaused such a
sub livision of the property that the
Inndlord is left way ahoad of any com-
pottor. His brothr William, astrug-
gling real estate speculator worth
about 830,000,000, does not come as
noar to h'm as Jay Gould, and, in fact,
stands just about even- witih Cornelius
Vanderbilt. Willinm handles his busi-
ness on the same plan adopied by his
richor brother. Ther otfices are to-

sther, and many people suppose that
thuy own most of the Astor proprt
in common. The dispasity in th ir
fortunes was the resalt simply of in-.
heritance. Their fathor, who inhoritod
the bulk of the old fur-tra ler's (John

Jne 'b) money, invested it in real
pstate, and left two-thirds of it to Lis
elilisst son, the present John Jacob, A
striking foature of hs wealth is that
most of it is uvninsured. There is o
much of it that the cecasional totl
loss of & houwse or two, or un entire
blo -k, amoun s 2 less than the premi-
ums: to be paid anaually upon the
whole,

Mr, Astor is qualified for the title
“Colonel.” In the war of the rebel-
lion ho sorvad on General Mec. lellun's
staff as Aide-de-Camp, with the rank
of Colonol. He was a voluntour. an'l
served with honor. His wife wns a
Miss (il ibs, of Chnrleston, 5. C. They
huve one son, William Waldorf Astor,
who has sceomp’ished a litt ¢ in poli-
ties, literaturs nnd art. A safs esti-
mate of John Jncob Astir's wealth
todday Is $150,000,000, When Petor
Coonpor was alive he estimaed the

roperty at #130,010,000, anil the silent
nerease, without the new investmonts,
would brinz the fignres upto R150,-
000,000 and over by this time.—N, Y,
Cor.
