In thu southern and western portions
qf tho Stnto, especially the corn regions,
there i.s, 11 marked decieaso in acres of
wheat sown, occasioned by the corn be-

ing badly blown down and not cut up
nnd shocked to make ready for wheat.
In tho grnsH regions of tho State, where
much of tiio p.tsturo was killed by the
drouth and the grub worm and where
fall Feeding fortimothy failed, wheat has
been sown and repeated, thus increas-
ing the acreage corresponding to the
loss in tho corn districts, so that, on the

hole, tho u heat acreage for the State
is estimated as very slightly increased
over last year. The condition of the
whent plant Is a little below a full aver-
age. In soma parts it is small and ten-
der, but on the whole generally healthy
and goes into winter in good condition.

Of."other crops there is nothingspecial
to report, except that given in the fig-

ures and in former reports.
The- - condition of livo stock, except

hogs, is generally good. The low aver-
age condition (90 per cent.) is duo st

wholly to cholera among hogs, tho
diseaso prevailing in twenty-thre- e conn
ties of tho State. In some of tbe more
important hog growing districts the loss
is estimated as high as 50 per cent.

By a law passed at the lost session of
tho General Assembly, tho printing for
the State Board of Agriculture, crop re
ports, etc., is dono at tho printing de-

partment of the Deaf nnd Dumb Asy
lum, but owing to 11 lack of facilities,
the department is unablo to promptly
execute the crop report work. As an in
stance, the crop report for Octeber 1st,
is still in the hands of tho printer. Tho
value of crop reports depends upon
prompt uistriDution, tnereforo no
pamphlet edition will bo attempted for
tho present leport, but instead, this
summary is sent, as a matter of news,
to the press of the State, as the best and
safest means of promptly placing tho in-

formation before the farmers and others
interested.

The October report, when out, will
contain the analysis of commercial fer-

tilizers sold in Ohio, and will be sent on
application.

A FEW LINES

From a Highlander Who
Visited Kansas,

And Who Him Something to Say
About Malaria, BunloH

nnd Prohibition.

As Well As to Make a Few Remarks
On tke Erer-lMporta- nt Sub-

ject of Politics.

KaS-sa- s Citv, Mo., Nov.. 28th, 1880.

Editor News-IIkual- d I have passed
a week's vacation In Kansas, and havo
seen a little of the great State where a
person cannot get whisky unlet he goes
to n druggist and says he is threatened
with malaria ; and he doesn't even have
to tell the druggist that muck. .1 do not
want my Sinking Spring friends to think
that I called on a druggist ior the pur-
pose of getting a malaria cure, for the air
of Kansas is quite salubrious, yet in
looking over the book of applications in
the largest drug store in Garden City
I was surprised to see the amount
of malaria which existed in that charm-
ing town. Tho law especially provides
that no liquor shall be consumed in the
stores where it is sold. What is the
obvious effect of this law as it is
at present working in the town of Gar-
den City ? There aro eight drug stores
in Garden City that is one to every
four hundred inhabitants under the
ordinary estimates of population, about
one drug store to every 80 heads of fam
ilies. Of courso the average Garden
City druggist is like the average saloon-
keeper you have in Highland county,
probably the only difference between
them is that the Highland county saloon
keeper is more intelligent and does a
more respectable business than that of
the Western druggist. While I do not
take sides against prohibition I can not
see why the Prohibitionist always refers
to the great State of Kansas as where no
one sells the nasty stuff. Why, I know
a minister of this city who in a recent
lecture on prohibition and referring to
Kansas said: ''The law provides that
any licensed druggist may keep all kinds
of malt and spirituous liquors in stock,"
These liquors may be sold in any quan-
tity demanded by customers. The meth-
od of sale is this : The druggist keeps a
blank book or a book with blank appli-
cations and the customer Mils out one of
these applications, giving his name and
the disease for which the liquor is re-

quired. He can not have tho same dis-

ease twice in the same day, but in his
one application he can obtain a sufficient
amount of wine, whisky or beer to cope
with any physical ill that "flesh is heir
to." If a person calls on' him for a gal-Io- n

of Bourbon for bunions the druggist
would not declare that whisky was not
a specific for those troublesome visitors.

So now, my dear Sinking Spring con-
verts to the Prohibition party, if you
ever are troubled in your sleep (where
prohibition reigns) by a gnawing in your
breast set a trap for it, and if the trap
doesn't catch it go to the old reliable
druggist and fill out a blank application
and you will surely be well enough to
go to the post office and get your envel-
ope that the grand old Republican party
gives you. The Republican party can
never be downed, and while it was beat-
en at the last Presidential election we
feel that we have reason to believe that
it has seen its last defeat. If you want
a Democratic President in 1888 vote for
the Prohibition candidate, for they are
by virtue of the result of their endeav-
ors the same enemies to the Republican
party that the South' is. Tho Prohibi-
tion vote of New York State defeated a
man more worthy than he who y

presides over this Nation of ours and
who to-da-y is filling up departments in
Washington with rebels, I wasn't old
enough to know anything about the
war, but I havn't been slow in acquaint-
ing myself with history, and while there
were Democrats as well as Republicans
in the Union army, they are not the same
class in old Highland as they are here.
I find six out of eight Democrats here
were in tbe rebel army, and while they
told me I would have to be less enthusi-
astic in behalf of the party to which I
belong I have never been so much of a
coward as to not stand np for my side.

Well, I commenced to tell about my
visit and trip through Kansas, so that
any of my friends that have heard such
glowing words of sunny Ksnsas will
know whether the papers they have re-

ceived did it justice or not To those
who have never had any experience in
town building, or booming as it is usual-
ly called here in the West, an, Insight
into schemes used to induce people to
locate, would indeed be a revelation.
Most of the new towns I visited are
owned or controlled by town companies.
For instance take Garden City;' The
fortunes made there in the short space
of eighteen months by the rise of prop-
erty gave sn impetus to town building
never before heard of. All the railroad
sites from Garden City to State line were
bought np by companies aad then
boomed. Although located from ten to
fifty miles farther west the town com.
ponies made claims of' greater rainfall,1
more healthful location and better soil,
Strangers on the streets la Garden City
are accosted with "Stranger, have you
located; want town property orhtnd?
Come up to my office." Now I didn't
go to buy land but merely to see the
country and I said that I was sisaply on
a 'prospecting tour when the sgeat ac-

costed me. Well, he took me np to the
Land Office aud turned me oves to the
firm1 of which be was a, drummer (or
rustler, aa they are celled). The agents
were very polite in showing ate their
charts, et. Of, course there was1 ao
land quite ag good as tht fa the county
in) which the Ina had becosae later.

roads they worn heading for tltnm from
every direction. If, however, the com-

pany locating its, town failed to hit tho
oxact geographical center of ilio county
it invariably invites a eounty semt, tw in
Syracitso ami Kendall In Hamilton coun-

ty and 1'ilsoo aud Cormodit in Wichita
county. I spent, two days traveling
through tho country' and I really was so
homesick that I thought to myself "if I
ever get out of this barren desert I will
never want n second visit."

It is a very common occurrence to be
caught in a sand gale, and if you wonder
what a sand gale means come out and
visit southwestern Kansas. Let asheot of
sand strike you and you will think west-

ern life is not such a sweet and comfort-

able life ns the western papers picture
it. I saw hedge fences completely cov-

ered with white sand and you can look
for miles and miles and see nothing but
one vast prnirio before you, and some-

times the farm houses are made So poor-

ly that a Kansas cyclone would carry
them away. I have read many Kansas
papers and heard people talk about the
great State of Kansas, and while there
are some fertile districts in that State
they are not as I imagined them.

Well, I have given rather a brief de-

scription about Kansas' climate, etc., for
I would rather talk politics any day than
talk about the "Sandy Desert of Kansas,"
and hoping that my Prohibition friends
will read up n little before they claim
Kansas as their own, I promise to be
with them when they can convince me
that its better to vote with them ; help
elect a Democrat President and help to
get the President to appoint rebels in-

stead of Union men. But until they
convince me that this is tho best policy
I shall stick to the grand old Republican
party though nothing bo left but the
tail, should that time evor como. (But
it never will ) Hoping none of my
friends will think I am too bitter in my
denunciation of the party which has
only a weak show of existence, I will
close this letter and at some future time
write them a letter of condolence.
