rect communion with God; (2) none spoko
God's word so fully and originally; (8) nono
worked luch mighty miracles; (4) nono
had so marked an Influenco upon tho king-
dom of God. II. Moses was a great states-
man, a wonderful organizer, the source of
moro good and wiso laws than any othor
person, tho maker of a 'now era In govern-
ment III. Moses was a groat general,
both In carrying on war and in seeking to
avoid it when possible. Ho novor suffered
a defeat, rv. Mosos was a groat writer, a
historian, a biographer, a poot. V. Moses
was groat in character. Ho was a most
consecrated man.

Comments Tho first forty yoare of tho life
of Moses wore spent In greatluxury. In this
ho might have remained had be so chosen.
Ho h id been adopted into tho family of the
king, and thcro ho could havo stayed all his
llfo. But ho had a strong attachment to
his people, and for thoir eakos ho was will-
ing to glvo up all this advantago of posi-
tion. For thoir sakes ho was willing to
ceaso being called the son of Pharaoh's
daughter, and to suffer affliction with tho
pcoplo of God. This was truly a grand
spirit, and ono ot whioh the world sees nono
too much. It was as though a man in our
times wero willing to give up a fortune of
five millions ot dollars, and to hocomo a
poor man, nnd go down from a brown-Bton- e

front to a roar basoment in a forlorn tene-
ment house, for tho sako of thoso whom ho
wanted to help. This was as gtcat as his
spirit of All through his ex-
perience with tho people ho was callod upon
to exercise this spirit. Even boforo they
had loft tho land of Egypt thoy murmured
against him and found fault. Had ho
then acted as many of us would have done,
he would havvsaid to them: "If this is tbe
way you tako my efforts in your behalf, I will
leavo you to your fato, nnd return to my
comfortable quarters at tho court." But he
bore their grumbling first and last with
even spirit, and did tho best ho could with
them, always looking out tor their advant-
age. In later days God onco offered to
abandon tho people, and establish a houso
for Moses himself; but though tho pcoplo
had provoked Sloses soroly, ho rojected tho
oftor, and ploadod for tho pcoplo so that
God heard his prayer and was gracious to
them.

Howovor alluring tho luxuries of tho
Egyptian court woro, ho looked beyond
thorn and saw God. Howovor tho pcoplo
may havo tomptcd him to givo up tho bat-
tle, ho looked far ovor tho things of tho
present timo, and saw that which laid be-

yond. It was this second sight that gavo
him his courago, nnd enabled him to bo
moro than conqueror ovor tho things of tlmo
and senso. Howovor groat tho dinlcultles
In tho way, whether Red Seas, deserts,
famines, enemies, murmuring pcoplo, thoy
wero all nothing to Mosos, becauso his gazo
was not fastened on them, but upon some-
thing far grcator-- Nothing but faith could
havo onablcd him to do this, but faith had
just this power. For of all things in this
world faith Is by far tho most powerful. Lot
tho world laugh at faith as It will, wo aro
proud of It, and afilrra that nothing can
match It for deeds accomplished and vlcto-rlcs'wo-n.

In all tho world thore has nover
been a man who has had such an influenco
on tho human raco as Mosos has had, and
tho uudorlylng sccrot of his powor was not
bis wisdom, or hls3ohos, or his any thing,
butonly his faith In God's word and promise

Had Moses any faults! Yes, cortalnly;
for no man ovor lived (with ono exception)
who was sinless. And it was just for this
sin of his that ho was not permitted to see
tho land within its borders. But notice that
this sin was just a lack of that faith of
which wo havo boon speaking, Thlstnarrod
much which was otherwise porfect. So In
tbo caso of many in our days, tho lack of a
llttlo moro fuith Is all that prevents thorn
from onjoylng moro than they do In their
Christian lives, BueaUBO our faith falls,
much also comos to naught Fears como in
and possuBsos our lives .and makes thorn
bitter1 Tho future looks dark, wo fool that
God has forsaken us. Is this sol No, cor-
talnly not: but miserable unbollct says it Is,
und wo believe what it says, O for n llttlo
moro of tho faith that Moses had, for thou
our doubts, nnd with them our fears, would
flco avy and wo should bo nt pcaco.
