If you
would refurni pilsouers you mint sepa
rate them. If you would keep the
criminal fiom becoming more criminal
you tiiuit not herd them together.

It now remains for me to speak of
our own duty us good citizens Hildas
ClirltHliiH.

1. To remove the causes of crime.
We lire verily guilty concerning our
weak brother when wi will not ro
move the stumbling block thatjies In
Ills way. We"show that we se't little
store by his reformation. Let us then
cloe the saloon and keep It closed.
Let us endeavor to lift up the com
mnnlty In Its moril character. Let us
keep the law of the titate, and tench
others to do so. As we urge that men
render to Uod the things that aro God's,
so lei us urge that they also render to
the State the things that belong to tho
(State. Let us faithfully tr.tln our chil-
dren und the young under our Influence.
In this matter we can not be too care-
ful nor too diligent. If we save our
children for Christ we will also save
them for the State and for society. Let
us be watchful against the corrupt liter-
ature that is so harmful. The
novels" have ruined thousands; look
out for them. Borne of our papers have
no conscience on this matter; keep them
out of your homes. Good morals are
more to be valued than political agree-
ment or commercial usefulness.

2. Let us require and urge a prompt
and vigorous enforcement of law. Wo
should have no apologies for men who
bear tho sword In vain, and who study
how to shirk their responsibility. The
speedy and strong enforcement of law
is, after all, kindness to the offender
and profitable to the State, and helpful
to good morals.

3. We ought to Insist that tho man-
agement of our prisons, be kept out of
politics. The Prison Congress held Iti
Cincinnati spoke strongly as to the
necessity of having prison officials who
aro qualilled and trained and skillful.
If reformation be sought after, tho place
requires "self devotion, a calm und
cautious judgment, great firmness of
purpose, and steadiness of action, large
experience, a true sympathy, and
morality above suspicion.' But it is
Impossible to have such officials so long
as our jails are made a part of the polit-
ical power of the county, und our Pent
tentiarles are cast us footballs into the
field of party politics. Mr. C.
D. Warner has said that ''To reform
determined criminals under a sentence
of the law is the most difficult task ever
yet set to human skill, sympathy and
ability." And yet this task is often
made a matter of party reward, with
little thought of the official's fitness for
the place. And if be appreciates his n
sponslblllty and conscientiously seeks
to fit himself for meeting It, about the
time that he becomes well qualified to
do so, ho In thrown out of place to make
room for some party clacquer In a now
administration.

4. We should bring to bear upon the
criminal every possible reformatory In-
fluence. In some States the system of
indeterminate sentences has been In-
troduced, that Is, the length of the con-
vict's sentence does not depend upon
thearbitrary will of the Judge who pre-
sides at his trial, but it depends upon
the convict's conduct in prison, and the
promise of his reformation. In this
way the prisoner has an Inducement to
reform, and In many cases this plan
lias worked well. Then In some States,
our own among the number, the parole
system has been Introduced. The con-
vict who gives evidence of reformation
may be pardoned conditionally, and In
case he returns to crime be Is subject to
arrest and Imprisonment under bis
former sentence. Mr. W. H. NefT, of
Cincinnati, who Is an honored and In-
telligent elder In the Presbyterian
Church, and a member of the Board of
State Charities, In an address delivered
by him a few days ago, made the fol-
lowing statement:

"In prison reform Ohio Is first of the
States. The parole system is working
admirably, beyond the most sanguine
anticipations of Its friends. It Is re-
formatory hi the highest degree. It Is
known that more than bulf of those
fiaroled are leading honest and reputable

only th of them
are known to have turned out badly."

Then to these criminals wlthlu our
prisons and outside of them we should
bring the gospel of Christ. There are
In our communities men and women
who are criminals In Intent, and
many of them, in fact, who need the
restraining and sanctifying Influences
of religion. We should not despise
them, nelthersbould we despair of them.
We are too ready to say that the crim-
inal can not be reformed. In our want
of faith we forget that God governs the
world. We forget that thousands have
been reformed and led Into Cbrfstedn
obedience and hope. Besides, the surest
way to help a man to do better is to
treat him as though be was better than
be Is. As a rule men try to meet the
expectations of their friends. We lift
men up when we believe they can be
lifted up. Let us not forget that a true
work of reformation calls for the regen-
erating power of the spirit of God. Use
all the means we may, religion must
supplement them all.

6. Let us remember that the crimi-
nal Is a sinner for whom Christ died.
One thing that makes men's hearts
tender toward Jesus now Is the fact
that He recelveth sinners. He castetb
devils out nf the hearts and lives of the
worst. And He sends us to the worst,
as well as to the best, with His call to
repentance, and His offer of pardon.

0. We should endeavor to save the
young. Tbls work done, crime will
soon end. There are so many In-
fluences about our yontb to drag them
down, and all lovers cf the young and
lovers of good morals and Cbristalna
should strive to overcome these evil In-
fluences. The old sinner may be
rescued, but It would have been far
better and easier to have saved blm Ip
his boyhood. If poor Margaret, that
mother of criminals, bad only been
rescued In her young girlhood, the
world would never have been cursed
with her dread heritage of crime.
There are other poor Margarets In our
communities, outcast girls who need a
kind baud and words of help. And

there are boys who are wayward be-

cause they are friendless. There are
many who are growing up to become
criminals or paupers unless they are
soon set In the right way. Here Is
work for Sunday School teachers. We
should go to the homes of the wicked
and endeavor to save their children
We have little patience with men and
women who coddle dogs and lavish
their care upon pets, when there are
poor boys and girls who are hungry
and perishing for lack of love and care.

7. And lastly, let us put ourselves
Bes I do tho criminal, for wo ourselves
are sinners before God. Wo are all
under condemnation, and under con-
demnation for our sins. You have not
fallen so low nssomo others have fallen,
but perhaps you have never been so
templed ad they. Gov. Seymour, of
flow lorn, said : "Alter listening to
thousands of prayers for pardon 1 can
hardly recall a uuso whero I did not
feel that 1 might have fallen as my
fellow-ma- n has done If 1 had been sub-
jected to the same demoralizing In-

fluences, and pressed by tho same
temptations." Let us place ourselves
beside, the criminal and try to save
them. If any aro trying to rise let us
help them. There Is nothing that will
bring us so near to the Savior of
sinners. As Jesus scrupled not to luy
his healing hand upon the leper, so let
us not refuse to lay the baud of en-
couragement und help upon tho crimi-
nal and the condemued.
