"What HUH Us Harmt Bt'Wkt
, ttliill the Answers Bt

Under the first head line of the above'
the Hillsboro Gazette of December 14th
tenderly revlows the action of Council In
refusing to repeal the prohibitory ordi-

nance. In reviewing tho action of Coun-

cil and the views expressed by tho dif-

ferent members, the Gazette kindly
remembers tho News-Hkkal- d by say-

ing that the News-Heral- has said
that tho ordinance was right. Yes, tho
News-Heral- d said it was right
and says so again. Tho Nkwb-Heral- d

has never been afraid to say boldly what
It believed ,to bo right and also to de-

nounce what it believed to bo wrong.
But, Mr. Gazette, wo do not Intend to dis-

cuss tho right or wrong of tho ordinance,
but to review a few of the assertions
contained in the Gazette and ask a few

questions. We do this moro freely on
account of your complete knowledge of

tho history of the "spasmodic agitation"
that has afllictcd or favored Hillsboro
for tho past two years. You graphically
describo tho work of tho tollers, the
ringing of tho bells, tho hot telegraph
wires and the praise meetings which
were intended to give expression of tho
feeling over tho result of tho election,
which was held for the purpose of ascer-

taining the wish of the voters of Hills-

boro. Just what that has to do with tho
enforcement of the ordinance or the
action of Council wo are unablo to see

(that, of course, is our weakness of per-

ception in tho matter). It may have a
very strong bearing, but not to us. There
are a few other things asserted in the
Gazette atticle that we fail to see, and it
is because we do not know that we call
on the Gazette for information.

And first we are informed that the
"City Council havo tried all the meth-

ods in their power to suppress tho liquor
traffic." What methods were employed,
and when was the effort made ? What
"numerous vices" sprang up, as tho lt

of the prohibitory ordinance ? Wero

you ono of tho "cool-heade- d citizens
by prejudice," who saw that

tho ordinance was working great harm
to society ? Or were you one of the
headed cltircns who foresaw what it re-

quired tho practical observation of tho
"cool-headed- " to see ?

What is and what has been you
opiniou of tho ordinance? Is it right or
is it wrong? If right, wo aro agreed; if

wrong, will you show wherein it is

wrong? Another question: What is

your method of determining tho "real"
sentiment of the public on any question ?

You say that tho "largo majority, by

which the ordinance was passed, did
not express tho real sentiment." We,
thought it did. Please explain your
method of estimating what is tho "real"
sentiment of a community. And still
wo further ask: Is it your opinion that
the duty of enforcing the ordinance rests
on the members of the Council ?

There is ono point we aro "pleased

with your expression in reference to,
and that is if the ordinance is not en-

forced that the Gazette will speak its
piece. That is right. Spit on your hands
and roll up your sleeve? and wade in
fearlessly. Tho News-Heral- d will stand
right by- - you. In standing by you it
need not be concluded that ovcry thing
you says endorsed by us. For instance
we do not consider it either wiso or true
that the 577 who voted for the enact-

ment of a prohibitory ordinance were
hypocrites, as youcall them. That asser-

tion is (oo sweeping. But did you be-

long to the cool-heade- d 188 that voted
their real sentiment ? Now, Mr. Gazette,

you have been playing oVer the shoulders
of other people long enough. Step to the
front in your own namo and express an
opinion of your own. Answer a few
questions in reierence to the subject you
propose to Bpeak about so that your
readers may know where you stand on
tho temperance question, and more par-

ticularly on the enforcement of the law
in Hillsboro.

Last Monday's issue of the Times-Sta- r,

of Cincinnati, gave the account of the
arrest of some Italians who were selling
candy on Sunday. This was right. But
is it not "straining at a gnat and swal-

lowing a camel" to arrest those Italians
on the street for selling candy and allow
the saloon keeper to sell his goods in
tho d room on tho sarao
day ? The Commercial Gazette in its wis-

dom says that there is law enough, and
fthe law is good enough; that tho Legis
lature of Ohio at its coming session
should let woll enough alono. At this
distanco from tho teal of knowledge wo do
not see it that way. The old saying,
"What's sauco for the gooso should bo
sauco for the gander," has surely not lost
its point.

May we not reel safe In our homis
because we have officers who w.lll. protect
us from blm who, In the open day, is
Mealing from us that which la dearer to
in than oursllvrrT We do not often
come to you with our complaints, and
we would not now, but we have no other
redreax, and w can not see our loved
ones slipping away Irom us and offer no
pretext. We, together witb the children
In our homes, who arp either blessed or
blighted by your action In this matter,
lorin a large part of your constituency.
Can vou turn a dear lartnour appeal?
Wh also ask that you make an appropria-
tion ol uiouey sufficient to enable our
ntDcera to execute the law.
