FREIGHT SMASH-UP.

Misunderstanding of Orders Causes
a Wreck Near Oxford, O,

Two Trains Burned Up and Reveral Traln=
men Injured—Loss 850,000,

A torrible wreck of two rallway freight
trains occurred about 7 o'clock Friday
evening in a cut and enrve on the Cin-
cinnati, Hamilton and Indianapolisrail-
way, about two miles east of Oxford, O.
It was a collision of trains loaded with
maorchandise bLoth going at full speed,
the rosult of misrending of orders, or

somo  ether Dblunder of a like
natura not yet officially aseertaine
ed. The traln  from Hamilton

had two locomotives, one in front, the
other behind serving ng a pusher, The
two trains had about thirty-five cars
well laden, and each hiad a full erew.
The collision made a big crash, threw
the colliding locomotives across tho
track and jumbled the freight cars with
thelr contents in a confused mass ol
gplintored kindling wood, ready to
recoive the flames that had already
startod on their mission of destrue-
tion. At midnight the fires of the wreck
wore moking the alr lnminons. It looks
as if nothing of the trains or thelr con-
tents will be saved. The derailment
was complete, and cvery one of the
crewd of the two triins woere more or
less disnbled. The spot is lonely and
there was no human means at bhand
able to save what property might other-
wise have been saved. A rough mini-
mum estimate of the loss ia 850,000, and
it may reach much highor. Of the in-
jured, John Mathers, a fireman, is the
only one mortally hurt. Tho others aro
only slightly hurt. Their names are
John Kasner, of Indianapolis; John Me-
Neoill, Charles Monahan, George Moz
zelle, F, J. Carney and John N. Spenser.
The enginoor and fireman of the pusher
escaped unhurt.

A BTA“TD-PIPI BURSTS,

Letting Loose Thousands of Gaflons of
Water, Which Floods the Town, Destroy-
ing Many Housesa.

A dispateh from Temple, Tox., says:
“Two hundred and elghty thousand gal-
lons of water confined in the steel
stand-pipe broke loose at about 8 o'clock
Friday morning and flooded the town,
Immense sheets of boller steel, hundreds
of pleces of seaffolding, housca, barns,
fences and all the debris of the sur-
rounding neighborhood went foat
fug and crashing in all directions.
The people of the town wbtre awak-
ened, and stood in frightened grotips
about the town watohing the
destruction of thelr bomes and proper-
ty. The house of O. T. Rigdon was
erushiod ns an egg-shell and afterwards
took fire from an overturned lamp and
was burned. Rigdon was serlously
burned and his recovery is doubtful.
Lying out towards the streot were six-
teen soctions of the pipe, a great hol-
low eylinder twenty feet in diameter,
and of the heaviest boiler steel, The
lower sections of the pipe were thrown
in a differont divection. Thoy wers
torn, twisted and erimpled. The
several barns and sheds near by were
washed down and away. The fences
of the noighborhood aro gone, and
all over the streets, alloys and
yards are scattered tho contents of
houses and barns, while timbers from
everywhore aro lying around in all con-
celvable shapes. The damage done is
hoavy outslde of the stand-pipe itself.
All the housos around were flooded with
water and scveral seriously damnged.
The accldent is unaccountable. No
flaws are apparent in any of the broken
and torn pieces, and the workmanship
showa it to be first-class. 'The founda-
tlon ia still there, solid and unharmeod,
excopt In one place, whers a gash two
feet long is cut through the bottom and
a couple of rocks wushed away.
