The 3d Regiment O. N. G has had a
taste of camp life that smacks of real
service, ' With intense heat, intense
moisture and intense lack of something
to eat, they have been made to realise
that servios means work and discomfort.

. )eaving Hillsboro, all of company F and

the hospital corps went uncommissaried
(new word, but good) during that time.
The Hillsboro troops, with BSenator
William 'Squalls bringing up the rear
rank, reached Woodadale Island at noon,
but through some oversight or neglect
none of the commissary stores reached
camp until after most of the company
commanders had gotten & hustle on
themselves and provided their own
stores. In consequence when the troop-
era finally heard the mess call they play-
ed havoe with raw onions, bread, cheese
and such other ‘‘vittles" as were procur-
able in the vicinity. \

The usual camp routine was supposed
to be in foroe on arrival, but little atten-
tion was paid it during the first day.

Guard was mounted without formal cer-

emony, while battalion drill and drees

parade were dispensed with entirely.

Everybody labored at pitching tents,

carrying straw and digging trenchesand

little occurred outside of what ‘might
have been expected, Some
it wasoceasioned by a sergean
fag & bugonet thrust {n bis leg wh
deavoring to pass 8 guardsman.

On Friday things went much betler,
the severe heat being the only great
drawbsck lo comfort until sbout nine
o'clock in the evening, when it begun
fo rain and for an lhour or more the
camp was deluged. As for routine mat-
ters they went on “with the precision of
olock work” (no crediv clalmed for the
expression—not original) and meals of
greater or less degree of excellence (prin-
cipally the latter) were served with some
regularity. Gunard mount was beauti-
fully done, the magnificent regimental
band getting in its first work and the
various officers acquitting themselves
with credit. Battalion drill was a hum-
wer; there were over two hours of it in
a very hot suu, and the parade ground
being over & half mile from camp and
up asteep hill, all who took part fel
the effects of it and numbers were over-
come by the heat, & dozen or more being
carried from the @eld on stretchers by
the hospital corps, which, though new,
is very efficient.

Dresa parade at 8 in the evening was
a beantitul sight; and, considering that
the now regulations { vice Upton'stactics)
were followed for the first time by the
regiment, was a greatsuccess. Theheat
was less stifling and those who climbed
the hill would have been repaid by a
sight of thelandscape panoramaafforded
had there been_nothing else whatever
to see. AdjutantGeneral Pocock and
aldes arrived duriug the afternoon and
witneased the pageant.

Saturday’s sun dawned bright and
early—somewhat earlier than standard
time, I believe. At all events it got
there just the same, The day's cere-
