Washington, D. 0., Dec. 0, 1892.

Tho more Btudy the Democrats give
to tho President's message the les3 they
like it. It is a hard matter of fact pre-

sentation of figures Bhowing jus!, what
tho Republican party has done for, the
country, and tho Democrats already
realize that it is going to be constantly
referred to by those they havo hood-

winked as it becomes more and more
apparent, us it will from the time they
take control of Congress and the govern-

ment, that the campaign promises they
made are impossible and impracticable.
There is no going behind tho increase
of 287 per cent, in the wealth of the
country since it passed under the con-

trol of tho Republican party, an in-

crease unparalleled by the history of any
country in the world. But the parts of
the message thai hurt the Democrats'
the most are those which tell them that
in accordance with their promises they
are expected to overthrow the protec-

tion system and inaugurate a tariff for
revenue only, and that retrogression in
the prosperity of the country will be a
crime ; they do not like to1 bo reminded
of those things.

Tho reptrictions upon fraudulent vot-

ing in the present federal' election laws
are few enough and weak? enough, but
the Democrats are in such 'an almighty
hurry to remove them that, forgetting
tho present Republican majority in the
Senate, a bill has already been intro-
duced in both House and Senato to re-

peal them all. Senator Hoar truly says
that when these laws are repealed "all
that will be necessary in great cities like
New York and Chicago, and in many
of the States, will be for the Democratic
managers before an election to declare
what majority they desire, and such
majority will be returned. It would
seem, if this policy is to be carried out,
to be a pity to put the people to the ex-

pense of an election." The Democrats
are figuring through the repeal of these

forgotten that they declared in their
national platform and upon the stump
thaf protection to American industries
was unconstitutional. Some of them
favor .protection secretly ; others openly.
Among the latter is Representative
Boatner, of Louisiana, who sayB of the
tariff bill to be prepared by h(a party:
"There should be incidental protection
for certain American industries, and. I
believe that President-elec- t Cleveland
will make known when the proper time
comes that he favors this system of
tariff." '

The Republican Senators held a con-

ference this week, not to decide upon
anything, but merely for an exchange
of views as to what policy they should
follow in dealing with the' legislation of
the session. One of the subjects dis-

cussed was whether the House bills for
the admission of Arizona and New Mex-

ico, now on the Senate calendar, should
''bo passetl. No conclusion was reached,
'as there were quite a number of Senators
who had not made up their minds on
the subject. It will not be surprising if
a later conference shall decide to take
up and, pats these bills. It may be set
down aa certain that there will be no
tariff legislation of any kind at this ses-

sion. , There ic no disagreement with
the President in believing that the
proper course is to leave the tariff in ite
entirety for the DemocraVic CoDgress to
wrestle with.
