ORIGIN OF LIFE INSURANCE.

Votiadod About I860 a tho Roatut of lav
Tettla-atln- f Garnet of Chance.

It is a curious fact that the "doctrine
of ( probabilities," or thi, soientlflo basis
upoh"whlchaUJnsurno rsU, had,' Its
origin In a game of carls. That' la to
say, the. foundation uPn which .this
gVeaV ecoubiny depends and upon
which it owes its claims to the confi-
dence and patronage of tho community
originated from tnvestigatlonsregard
ing games of chance. As related by
tho North American Review, it hap-
pened in this way. About the year
1090 Chevalier do Meco, a Flemish
nobleman, who was both a respectable
mathematician and an ardent gamester,
attempted to solvo tho problem of divid-
ing equitably the stakes when a game
of chance was Interrupted. Tho problem
was too difficult for him and he sought
the aid of tho famous Abbe Blaise
Pascal, a Jesuit priest, author of
"Night Thoughts" and one of tho most
accomplished mathematicians of any
age. Pascal solved tho problem and In
doing so enunciated the "doctrine of
probabilities" or laws governing

chances. Upon this depend not
only the laws governing insurance of
all kinds, but also the laws governing
the motions of planets in space and, in
fact, all astronomical science. This
doctrine or theory Pascal illustrated by
the throwing of dice. When a single
die is thrown the chance of turning up
an ace is precisely ono out of six, orono
out of tho total number of sides or
faces. But if a largo number of
throws are made it will be found that
each face will be turned up an equal
number of times. From this Pascal
laid down tho proposition that results
which havo happened in any given
number of observed cases will again
happen under similar circumstances,
provided the numbers bo sufficient for
the proper w wklng of the law of aver-
age. Thus the duration of the life of a
Bingle individual is ono of the greatest
uncertainties, but the duration, or rate
of mortality, of a large number of indi-
viduals may be predicted with great
accuracy by comparison with the ob-

served results among a sufficient large
number of persons of similar ages, oc-

cupations and climatic influences.

The Collector of Tin Cans Has n Larger

The lot of the tin-ca- n collector, whose

livelihood depends practically upon the
rim of solder which holds tho different
pieces of the receptacle together, is by
no means a sinecure, says a New York
paper. At all seasons it is unpleasant
enough, but to go jangling about dur-
ing the burning days of summer upon a
cart loaded with tin, every square inch
of which is drawing its share of the
sun's rays, requires more energy than
some might Imagine. Tho tin cans are
broken, rough and rusty, besides being
hot to the touch and often

The collectors have to prowl
about at unseasonable times and in all
sorts of strange places. They "stand
in" with servants of large hotels and
households, the men who have charge
of garbage dumps, janitors of asylums,
hospitals, and all sorts of queer people,
and their compensation is simply the
permission to cart away the old cans,
which nine-tent- of humanity are glad
to get rid of.

The can collectors start on their
rounds as early as four o'clock every
morning, and keep going from place to
place until their wagons are full.

It is now ready for sale
to some local plumber, and the day's
work is done.
