Jesus replies: “Blessed art thon,” be-
cause thou hast opened thy heartto the
truth, because thou hast such firm con-
fildence in such a Saviour. This truth
was revealed to him by the Heavenly
Father. No mere thought and argu-
ment could have done it,

Then Jesus charged them to tell no
man, We can imagine two good reasons
for this. (1) If the apostles (not yet
fully schooled in the doctrine of
Christ’s true nature and work) preached
it now, they would be certain to preach
it wrong. (2) The people had & false
conception of the Messiah as king. They
were not yet ready for this great teach-
ing. Tumult and rebellion against the
Roman government might result.

Now comes an unsuspected revelation
concerning the Messinh, with the dis-
tinct announcement of His coming re-
jection, crucifixion and resurrection.
The statement that Jesus must die wes
a great shoek and disappointment to
the disciples; so much so that Peter
(Matt. 16:22) openly rebuked his Mas-
ter for saying it. The fact of His death
80 astonished them and absorbed their
attention that they passed over, almost
without notice, the prophecy of His
resurrection, which they could not un-
derstand. The picture of the Messiah
in the prophets, as a great and glorious
king, could be realized only by means
of the suffering and death of the Mes-
siah, which seemed to the disciples to
destroy the plcture,

The transfiguration which followed
soon after this revealed to the disciples

the divine and glorious nature of Je- |

sus, the reverse side of the picture of
the suffering Messinh.

In verse 23 Jesus applies to His dis-
ciples the principles on which He must
Himself carry out the work of the Mes-
