LOSES HOGS

ASKS DAMAGES

Bumett Sues Miller & Easter
for $1355 For Hogs that

Die With Cholera.

GRAND JURY REPORTS

Returns Nine Indictments, Ignores
Two Cases and Continues

Seven. Other Court
News.

.7. A. Burnett on last Saturday illod
suit against John L. Miller and John
Eastor asking judgmont for $1355, in
which sum ho claims ho was damaged
by tho purchaso of 28 head of stock
hogs from tho defendants, which he
alleges wore Infected with cholera.

Tho allegations sot forth In Mr.
Burnett's petitions are In brief as
follows :

That on or about Jan. 5, 1010 he
purchased from defendants 28 head of
stock hogs which they represented
were shipped hero from Missouri when
thoy well knew that said hogs did not
come from Missouri and that thoy
represented tho hogs to be in a healthy
condition. That tho hogs wore

to him on Jan. 7, 1010 at his
farm In Marshall township and were
turned in with othor hogs of plaintiff.
That the hogs purchased of defendants
wero infected with cholera and that
by turning them in with his other
hogs they also became Infected with
the disease. That 10 of said 28 hogs
died and 14 of tho hogs they wore
turned in with. That 5 other hogs
which lived wero damaged In the sum
of 340. That the hogs that died wero
worth $204. That he incurred an ex-

pense of $51 in checking tho spread of
tho disease. That his lands were
rendered useless for the purpose of
raising hogs by being contaminated
bysald Infection to tho damage of
plaintiff In tho sum of $1000.

Wherefore, ho prays judgment
against the defendants In the sum of
$1355.

tors Loud in Praise of
Ililfsboro Company.

NEW ARMORY IS NEEDED

If the Citizens Will Make Proper
Effort Inspectors Think the

State Armory Can Be

Secured Here.

Co. D, 1st Regiment O. N. G., was
inspected Monday night by Major J.
F. Frier, U. S. A., who Is now station-
ed at Ft. Benjamin Harrison, and Col.
Sullivan, of Middletown, representing
the adjutant general.

While the report of the Inspectors
has not been made public, In speaking
of the company after tho inspection,
they woro unstinted in their praise of
the olllccrs and the men.

It Is a very unusual thing for a reg-

ular army oflicer to say nice things
about the national guard as thoy gen-
erally look upon the state soldiers
with contempt. Major Frier, how-

ever, said that tho local company was
the best In every way of any he had
over inspected and that many a regu-

lar army captain would bo proud to
have such a company. He stated that
they wero unusually well drilled and
Informed on military tactics, soldierly
in their bearing and that the condi-

tion of their uniforms, guns and phar-aphenal- la

was a credit to any com-

pany
Col. Sullivan spoke Just as highly of

tho military elllclency of tho oflloers
and men, and said that the proporty
and equipment of the company was In
excellent shape.

Both mon stated that It was a
shame that such a company did not
have a better armory and that they
thought the peoplo of Illllsboro and
Highland county should take suff-

icient Interest and havo such prldo in
the company that they would mako a
united effort to secure a new state
armory at Illllsboro. They said that
with tho record of one of the best com-

panies in the state, if the proper ef-

fort was mado that there was no rea-

son why Illllsboro should not have
ono of the llrst of the state armories.

Tho people of Illllsboro havo never
given the support and encouragement
to the military company that it should
have received. Thoy are proud of tho
fact that It Is probably the best In the
state, but look on this rather as a
matter of course.

If
anything Is over to bo done along that
line now Is the time, Just after tho
flattering report of the state Inspect-
ors has been Hied. If the people of
Illllsboro will get busy this Is tho
golden opportunity to havo the state
erect an armory costing from $15,000
to $20,000. Show Capt. Tnderwood
and Lieutenants Wedding and Roush
and their men that Illllsboro appre-
ciate them.

President Taft Issues Proclama-

tion Urging Citizens to An-

swer All Questions.

By the President of the United States
of American."

A PltOOL.AMATK)N.

Wiikkkas by the Act of Congress
approved July 2, lixw, the Thlrteoth
Decennial Census of the United States
is to be taken, beginning on tho
llfteenth day of April, nineteen hun-
dred and ten, ami

WiiKitKAH a correct enumeration of
the population every ten years Is
required by the Constitution of tho
United States for the purpose of deter-
mining the representation of the
several States In tho House of Repre-
sentatives; and

Whbkkah It Is of the utmost import-
ance to tho interests of all the peoplo
of tho United States that this census
should Iks a complete and accurate
report of the population and resources
of tho country :

Now, therefore, I, William II. Taft,
President of the United States of
America, do hereby declare and mako
known that, under tho acts aforesaid,
It Is tho duty of every person to
answer all questions on tho census
schedules applying to him and tho
family to which ho belongs, and to tho
farm occupied by him or his family,
and that any adult refusing to do so
is subject to penalty.

The sole purpose of the census Is to
secure gonoral statistical information
regarding tho population and resources
of tho country, and replies are re-

quired from Individuals only In order
to permit the computation of such
general statistics. The census has
nothing to do with taxation, with
army or Jury service, with the compul-
sion of school attendance, with tho
regulation of immigration, or with tho
enforcement of any national, state, or
local law or ordinance, nor can any
person be harmed In any way by
furnishing the Information required.
Thero need be no fear that any dis-

closure will bo made regarding any
individual person or his affairs. For
the duo protection of the rights and
Interests of tho persons furnishing
Information every employee of the
Census Bureau is prohibited, under
heavy penalty, from disclosing any
information which may thus wine to
his knowledge.

1 therefore earnestly urge upon all
i persons to answer promptly, complete
ly, and accurately all Inquiries ad-

dressed to them by the enumerators
or othor employees of the Census
Bureau, and thereby to contribute
tholr sharo toward making this great
and necessary public undertaking a

siH'ce.sS.
