“Comfort Ye My People.”

Our text s one of three declarations
in the Old Testament, which nssure
us that there Is o “double” connected
with lsrnel's history. That ls to say,
Jewlsl blgtory naturslly divides itself
lnto two exactly equal parts; the first
of which wuas a tlme of favor, inter-
miogled with disciplines, but favor
nevertheless, The second of these
parts has been one of disfavor and
exclusion from Divine fellowship, As
foretold by the Prophet, Israel for
many centurles has been  without
prophet, or priest, and without ephod
and without communlon with God;
whereas, at one time they were God's
favored people. They vow, accordivg
to thelr own admission, are so tho
oughly rejected that they have po coms
munieation whatever, no light to shine
upon thelr pathway. The prophet's
words bave been fulfitled, "Let thelr
table become a snare before them: and
that which should bave been for thelr
welfare, let it become a trap, Let
thelr eyes be darkened, that they see
not” (Peslm Ixix, 22, 23). They have
stumbled: they are blinded; but thank
God! thelr blindness b not to be per
potunl, The pericd of thelr blindness

Whon elghteen years
ngo we vigited Joerosalem, having® lo
mind chilefly the fuct that the thoe for
the regatheving of Isenel wing nlgh ot
hand, and that the set thine to favor
Zion had come, we Tounmd no hearing
ears amongst the Jewish people: and
Zionkgm had not then been dresmed
of, Our communications with the rep
resentatives of the Baron Hivsch 1m-
migration Fond, nnd also with the ex
ecutors of the Bir Moses Montefiore
Jowish Relief Fand met with seant
recognition, Nevertheless, we felt sure
[ that Iseael’s “double” bad been ful
flled, and that ber morning of Joy
| wonld soon break.

Meanthme how much has bappencd
during rhose cighteen years! Zionlsm
has risen and engendered the hope of
the “elinsien |N‘u[l||"' in oevery I, sand
turned thelr eyes toward the land of
promise: not that all are thipking of
returning thither, but that every Jew
who retains faith In the God of his
fathers, nud o the Abrabamie prom-
Ise,

Glance with me at three different
statements by the Lord through the
rophets of Israel respecting Israel’s
“double” of experience: the fHirst, an
Lexperience of God's favor; the second,
an experience of equal length without
| divine favor. Notive frst Jeremiah's
prophecy (Jereminh xvi, 18y After
telling of Isracl's digfavor, und then
of thelr regntbering, the Lord declares,
“And first 1 will recompense their In-
lquity and thelr sln double"—some of
the recompense with favor, and some
without favor. Jeremiah's prophecy
looks down to the “double” from his
own day, which wns more than six
hundred venrs before the second part
of thelr “double” began,

Turn now to Zechoriah's prophecy,
and note that propuetically he takes
his standpoint at the very time when
the second part of the “double” be-
gan. His words are, “Even to-day do 1
declure that | will render double unto
thee (Zechariah 1x, 12).

Come next to our text, and note that
the 'rophet Isaloh stands with us, and
views the matter from the standpolnt
that the “double” of experience has
been fulfilled: “Speak comfortably unto
Jerusalem, cry unto her that her ap-
pointed time iz accomplished, because she
hath received at the Lord's hund double
[two squal Harts) for her sins” It 18
onr vod o pstandiog that this “double’
st sl fulfilment o the year 1878
A. D, und slpce that date we have
been declaring to the best of our ubil-
ity, as the Lord granted opportunity,
these comforting words to Israel, as-
suring God's chosen people that thelr
perlod of disfavor has ended, and that
they are gradually returning to pros-
perity: that Divine fuvor begun with
them In 1878, Yea, more thaw this,
our sermons which to some extent re-
flect this feature of the Divine program
relating to lwrnel's restoration to Di-
vine fuvor, are belog read to a consid-
erable extent by Hebrews as well as
by Christians; thelr eyes nre gradually
opening, as the Seriptures foretell they
shall do.

But how may we kaow when the
turning point of Israel's “double” took
place?” How may we know that the
“double” wns completed In 1878 We
reply .that the nnswer to the guestion
pecessltates an  ncknowledgment of
Jesus as the Messinh, Israel's rejec-
tlon of him as thelr King, marks the
turning polnt of God's favor, as the
prophecy of Zechariuh, just quoted,
distiuetly shows. Nelther Christinos
nor Jews have appreclated the full lm-
port of the lneldent mentloned in the
Gospel; that live doys before his cruel-
fixlon, Jesus rode upon an ass, after
the mapner of Jewlsh kings, into the
ety of Jerusslem, a multitude sur-
rounding bim. and golng before him,
shouting, “Hosunea to the Bon of Da-
vid!

Iernel's history ns o notloh began
with the death of Jacob, when he gave
his Glessing to the twelve (riles,  The
perlod from that thoe to the death of
Jesus, according to the Beriptares, was
1845 years; and a lke period of disfo-
vor, mwensaring from the day of Jesus'
rejection’marks the year 1878, ng the
end of lsrael's disfpvor.—the thne
when the messnge of comfort should
go forth. However, Divine favor was
oniy gradunily taken from larnel, and
altogether a perlod of thirty-slx yenrs
futervene between the death of Jesus
and the untter destrunetion of Jerusa-
lem, Sallarly we should expect that
the retnrn of favor would be gradunl,
a like period of 06 yenrs; and this
would bring us to the year 1014, as the
time when God's favor for his people

Aund I
God's denlings with the world are to
be through Tsrael, and not through the
Church, why has there been so long a
delay? Why did not the glorified Mes-
ginh at once set up his Kingdom, and
bring forth the Anclent Worthles
from the tomb to be Its earthly repre-
sentatives? Oh, here Is another part
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of the mystery of God! Isanc, Abra-
ham's son, was typleal of Messlah, the
Bpiritual Seed, but before Isnac begiy |
the work of dispensing the blessings
to his brethren und to his children, he
first took a bride, and this act also
was allegorienl or typical. In the antl-
type, Mesalnh, the glorifled Jesus, par-‘
took of the divine nature accordlvg to
the Father's Invitution, and he Is to ~
take n Bride who is to be his jolnt-
helr on the spirit plane—to shure with
him the glory, honor and service of
his Messlanle Kingdom. The period
of lsrnel’s disfavor, us a Nation, has
been the time in which a speclal cluss
bhas been called of the Father and be-
gotten of the Holy Spirit to Jolnt-helr-
ship with Christ us his Bride.

But did God pass by the nutural seed
of lsrael to give these apiritual privi-
leges to the Gentlles—to gather from
the Gentlles a people, figuratively te
constitute the Bride of Messlah? Nay,
The Scriptures assure us that this
spivitual privilege went frst to the
Jews; they show us that during the
three and s half years of Jesus' min.
istry, and during the thirty-six years
followlug it, the gospel message was
glven almost exclusively to the Jews,
and guthered from that people as
muny as were found to be “lsraelites
indeed without gulle” as many as
were not only-of the circumeclsion of
the flesh, but alse who were of the
elrenmeislon of the heart, God did not
continue to deal with his chosen people,
but after having gathered from them
s many os were worthy of the spir
ftual Dblesslng and exaltation — only
then was the message sent to the Gen-
tiles, to gather from the CGentlles a
number sufficlent to compkete the fore-
ordained and predestined number
who will coustituts the Bride,

Bo then, my brethren, In proving
from the Beriptures that Israel's “dou-
ble" 18 about completed; that (srael’s
blindness Is about to be taken away,
and that lIsrmel's exaltation us the
earthly representatives of Messlah's
Kingdom I8 near at hand, we are prov.
Ing to ourselves apother thing: namely,
that the full, number called from
amongst the Gentllea to participate
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
