SNAIL'S TRIP ON RAZOR EDGE

Scientist Makes Interesting Discovery
While Studying Mollusk's Method
of Locomotion.

“When photographing the snall”
writes Professor Ward In the Strand,
“1 was sorprised at the fact that even
the rough cut edge of a sheot of glass
presented no difflculties to Its loeo-
motlon; its even pace was continued
In spite of the fact that the sharp cor-
ner appeared to be penetrating s
body. Thers, too, we have exhibited
the animal's delicate sense of touch,
und this led me to make a further ex-
periment,

“After 1 had placed the snall on the
butt of a razor's biade It slowly moved
along the back of the blade and then
climbed eompletely over the sharp
vuge, the razor belng in excellent con-
dition, As the sueccessive waves
brought the fore part of Ita foot near
the edge of the blade Its hend was
held low down, and the lower and
shorter palr of feelers nearly touched
the blade, as if feeling the way.

“At the moment when the sharp
edge was reached the small feelers
were fully extended toward It, and
Just at the very Instant when 1 ex-
pected to see them cut off they wers
both Instantly retracted. They were
little more than a halr breadth away,
and though the lower feelers possess
no eyes, yel by thelr sudden move-
ment 1 was quite convineed that the
snall at that instant recognized dan-
ger,

“Still the foot traveled on, and
elowly the ennil dragged its  whole
weight of exactly one and a half

ounces over the edge, later moving to-
ward the butt and remaining perfectly
unbharmed. The gpecles experimented
with was the Roman or edible kind,
which accounts for Its comparatively
large welght, It being the largest of
British snails.”

NEW RACE NEAR THE POLE

Explorera Steffansson and Andergon
Find Men With Red Beards In
Vietoria Land.

Tidings of a hitherto unknown race
hae been recelved in dispatches from
Stefansson and Andergson, who are
conducting an expedition in the far

north.

The strange race was located in
Victoria Land, north of Cape Bexley.

One theory of their origin Is that
they may be descendante of an an-
clent leelandle colony from Green-
land. Of unusual Interest is the fact
that the natives bear names thut can
be translated Into English, suggesting
that survivors of the Franklln expedl-
tlon may have lHved among them
They have some Scandinavian char-
acteristics and are different from any
other American aborigines. Two of
them wore beards of a reddish color
and nll had light evebrows. Nothing
leurned from them indicated that the
race as it exists toduy had ever scen
a4 white man.
