LESSON FOR SEPT. 1.

DEATH OF JOHN THE BAPTIST

LESSON TEXT-Mn- ric 6:14-2- 9.

GOLDEN TI2XT "He thou faithful unto
death, and I will filvo Iheo tho crown of
llfo,"-H- ev. 2:10,

The story of Hnmlot and Banquo'a
ghost 1b no moro vivid or dramatic
than tho story of tho tragedy of John
tho Baptist.

"And King Herod heard, Df him,"
V. . Of coursp Herod would hear of
the rising young cousin of John who
was creating such a stir throughout
Galilee. His coarse sinful, licentious,
heart cringed at tho rebuke of such a
life of purity, ono that performed so
many good dcedH, one who was con-

stantly ministering to others as con-

trasted with tho Hfo of Herod, who
only mlnlBtcred to his own selfish
lusts. Small wonder he should ex-

claim, "It Is John whom I beheaded,"
and ono can hear In fancy tho rising
tldo of terror that surged through hlB

heart as ho must have screamed, "He
Is risen from tho dead!" The first
three verses of tho lcsBon aro a vivid
picture of how tho famo of this young
Galilean affected tho conscience-stricke- n

and guilty-hearte- d usurper
upon tho throne.

Who waB this Herod? In tho first
place, he waB guilty of tho aln of In-co-

for he had mnrrled tho wlfo of
his brother Philip, who was Btlll liv-

ing From verso eighteen of tho lea-no- n

wo learn further that tho bold and
courageous John had rebuked him of
thla evil and as a result Herod nau
cast him Into prison, and though ho
may havo desired, yet ho did not as
yet daro to tnlro his llfo. Added to
this Is tho anger of a sinful woman.

John a Just Man.
This precipitated a war which re-

sulted In tho overthrow and utter
. loss of tho army belonging to tho

father of Herod's lawful wlfo. Why
did Herod hesitate to comply with all
that HerodiaB desired? Verso 20 tells
ub. because John "was a Just man and
nffholy." ItightcousncBs Is often a
man's surest safeguard. Herod waB
not altogether devoid of conscience as
wo havo already seen, and this la
further ovldenco of that fact. Verso
20 adds that when Herod heard him
ho was "porploxod nnd heard him
gladly." Wo beljovo thnt Herod was
seeking some sort of a recanting upon
the part of John, that ho waB glad
(anxious) to hear from his lips somo
sort of statement that would Justify
Ills liberation and was perplexed over
tho persistence of John, who, though
In prison, never for one moment low-

ered his standard of divine righteous-
ness, nor trimmed his sails so no to
catch tho wind of Herod's popular
favor. That this was John's nttitudo
and that it was known to Herodins Is
evident from the beginning of tho
verso 21, "and when a convenient day
was come." Horodlas waB all too
ready nnd willing to selzo her oppoi
tunity.

To ovldenco her depths of depravity
nnd also her anxiety, note that Hero-dla- s

was willing to sacrlflco the mod-
esty of her own daughter to gain her

nd. Tho use of tho word "herself"
v. 22 R. V., Is evidence that it was
an unusual thing for this 'daughter of
a queen thus to exhibit herself.

Now note the onth of the liquor and
lust-drunke- n king. What an appalling
request. What a terrible consequence.
What lengths men will go to "keep
their word" given thoughtlessly or ut
tered In the heat of passion. This Is
one of the blackest lectures of .his-
tory. A lust-drive- licentious poten-

tate, a rebuked but vindictive queen,
slavo of theso snmo passions.

Not Real Sorrow.
The" child of the homo thrust forth

before tho gaze of tho court to help se-

cure the ends of a murderous mother.
A godly, fearless saint who had a great
message from a gYeat God, and with-
out halting, hesitancy or compromise
continued to deliver that messago till
stricken down In tho midst of an orgy
of passion. Herod's sorrow was not
"unto repontanco" (v. 26) but rather
that of a guilty conscience.

Wo need now to return ngaln to tho
first verso of tho lesson and wo can
well bellevo it must havo been a sad
wall, "He Is risen" (v 1G). History
tells us Herod lost his kingdom and
that ho and Horodlas died In exile.

i Let us turn from this awful picture
and look at John. How different. Thua
dies ho who was tho greatoat born of
a woman. Thua died ono who darod
to rebuke ovll in high places. One
who would not compromise to savo
his life, and one who wns faithful unto
death (see the Golden Text). Can wo
hesitate to bellovo that John received
his crown?

PREPARE FOR WINTER WHEAT

Grain Farmers Plow Immediately Aft-

er Barley or Oats Is Harvosted
Prevent Evaporation.

Oats and barley stubble land In
tended for winter grain and to bo
seeded to grass should be plowed
early and harrowed soon after plow-
ing, so tho ground can sottle. Heavy
land should be plowed with threo
horses. Wo use tho sulky plow, set
to cut an even furrow and a good
depth. Harrow and roll boforo tho
plowed ground dries out. A flno, mel-
low top soil will provent evaporation
of moisture and It can be put In nice
order for drilling with a second or
third working with tho spring-toot- h

harrow and rollor, says a writer In tho
Baltimore American. Land plowed
just boforo sowing Is too spongy; It
nhould bo plowed at least two weeks
boforo tho train Is drilled. Kxpeit
grain farmers plow Immediately after
tho barley or oats la harvestod and
thon harrow nnd roll. When oats or
bnrloy procedo n crop of winter wheat
tho land Ib much dryer than a proper-
ly managed summer fallow, and If tho
season should bo dry and hot it Is
difficult to got such land mellow and
moist enough for germination of
grain. If barnyard manuro is to bo
spread over thu field It will pay to hiro
a spreader for tho manuro can bo
spread ao much bettor, as tho spreader
cuts tho manuro flno and spreads an
cvon nnd a regular coat ovor the en-

tire ground. Two active men with a
two-hors- o spreader will haul and
Bpread a largo pile of manuro In a
day. Tho regular prlco for tho use
of. a spreader Is 50 cents per day. It
a spreader cannot bo had, haul and
spread direct from wagon or cart. The
manure spread ono day should be
harrowed Into tho ground the next;
there is no Iobb of plant food from
tho manuro dr-yln- out from action of
sun nnd wind. Sprend 12 two-hors- o

wagon loads of rooted manuro and
drill tho gain In with 250 pounds of
ii good animal bono fertlllr.er to the
aero. Tho manuro nnd fertilizer will
glvo a larger yield of grain and a bet-
ter quality of straw than either ma-
nure or fertilizer used arane.

BINDER FOR SHOCKING CORN

Little Device Contrived by Nebraska
Man 8o That Band May Be Put

on With Much Ease.

In describing u contrivance for
shocking corn, a Nebraska man writes
in tho Missouri Valley Farmer as fol-

lows:
I havo worked out a llttlo device to

help with tho largo shock, so that the
band may bo put on with case. The de-

vice conslatB of a tapering shaft 3

feet long to which a crank Is attached.
C nnd D is a crossbar or washer
through which a ropo passes after be-
ing attached to tho other end, and
fastens to tho crank. B is the loop
In tho rope to fasten to, the hook after
tho rope has been carried around the
chock. The operator takes hold of tho
crank, reols In the rope and pulls up

the stalk so tho second man has no
trouble. In putting a band en a large
shock.

To Kill Wire Grass.
Tim wire grasses are many.

Such grasses as propagate by means
of creeping root-stalk- s constantly re-
produce new plants at the rooting
joints, as couch or quack graBB, John-
son grass, Bermuda grass and mem-
bers of the bluo-gras- family. This
pastnro, if adaptod to tillage, should
bo completely pulverized to the depth
of four Inches with a cutaway or disk
harrow In July and kept harrowed
once a week so long as the soil re-

mains dry during the remainder of
the season, allowing no green spear
ot grass to get n foothold.

By fall the mass of rooto will be
practically lifeless If tho season has
been normally dry and hot' Tho
wholo should then .be. turned under
ton Inches deep, using a jointer. In
tho spring, harrow every week until
time to plant a cultivated crop, then
keep perfectly clean and tho battle
will be won.
