Portland Cement.

Tue making of a barrel of portland
cement will consume about 450 pounds
of limestone and 150 pounds of clay or
shale. A plant making 1,000 barrels
6 day will therefore use in the course
of an ordinary year about 66000 tons
of llmestone and 22,000 tons of clay
or shale. Assuming saverage density
for these materials, a 1,000,000 barrel
plunt will use up almost 1,000,000 cu-
le feet of llmestone a yvear, together
with 260000 cubie feet of shale, the
Unlted Sates geologieal survey polnts
oL

“As the investment In the plant Is
heavy it would be folly to locate a
cement plunt under ordinary clreum-
stances At a point where less than
twenty yvenrs' supply of raw materials
fs in slght,” the government sclentlsts
suggest. A 1000 barrel plant, there-
fore, should have 20,000,000 cubic feet
of Hmestone and 5,000,000 cuble feet
of eluy or shale on its properties,
