MARTI KOZSTA.
We have n ail the Diplomatic Corres-jruuuutio-

biiu Mr. Scere.niy .Many

and Mr. llulsemun, Charge d' vffairs of

his Majesty the Fmperor of Austria, on

the subject of the claim set up by the

Austrian Government to the custody of
Martin Kozsta, with the highest satisfac- -

tion in the course pursued by our Govern- - j

ruent and statesmanship like manner, in

which our Secretary has expressed the
views of the President to the Austrian

Government.
As many of our readers may not be

particularly acquainted with the circum-

stances of the arrest of Kozsta; which is

th- - nan r,f .1,,. r,rPS..t. diflnnl.h,. he-- 1

tween the two Governments, we will,

briefly state them. Kozsta is a Hunga-

rian and took an active part wit Kossuth,

in the revolt of Hungary from Austria, in

1848, upon the defeat of the Patriots,

Kozsta, with Kossuth and others, took

refuge in Turkey. The extradition of

these fugitives was demanded by Aus-

tria, and the demand resisted by the

Turkish government. It was finally

by the two Governments, that ihey

should leave Turkey and go into foreign

parts. Kozsta came to the United Slates,

and on the 13th of Janurary 1852. at the

city of .Vow York, under oath, belbre a

proper tribunal, declared his intention to

become a citizen of the United States and

to renounce all allegiance to every other

State or Sovereignty. After remaining in

this country one year and eleven months,

he returned to Turkey on account of pri

vate business, of a temporary character,

on board ot an American vessel, where

he claimed the right of a naturalised

American citizen ; and placed himsell

Under the protection ol the United Staler

Consul at Smyrna.
While waiting lor an opprluuity to re-

turn to the United States, he was seized

by a hand of lawless ruffians, without au

thority,from any Government, and thrown

into the 161, He was taken up by the

crew of the Austii iu brig of war linear,
which wai lying in waile for h in. and

confined in irons. The American consul,

at Smyrna, as aoon as he got information

of the outrnge, interceded with the Till
kish authorities, the Autriru consul and

(he commander ol the Austrian llrig of

War, lor his release; on the ground ol

his American nationality.
