The Eastern question shows new lea
lures of alarm. The war party in Tur-
key, under Mehemit Ali, is still eager for
war, and insists that war is demanded by
the circumstances and the majority of the
Empire. The Sultan had refused to sign
the war declaration got up against Russ-

ia-, which resulted in several riots, and
which caused so much alarm that the
French Ambassador had sent lor assist-
ance to protect the Sultan and the Chris
tian residents from the fury of the Turks,
upon which four French steam frigates
immediately passed the Dardanelles and
anchored belore the city of Constantino-
ple. Admiral Dundas also received or-

ders to move the whole English fleet to
Constantinople.

The Czar's rejection of the modifica
tion to the Veinna note, made by the Porte,
was known in Constantinople on the 19th,
by express, but, as was expected, a crisis
did not occur, and the ministry remain d

unchanged. A leat ol Iloriam passed
over quietly, and the Sultan appeared in
the procession and was not molested.

Advices from Trieste state that a belter
understanding existed between the war
and peace parties in the Turkish Divan,
and some new arrangement was pailly

upon, until England's Vienna note
caused Austria to inform the British and
French ministers at Constantinople, that
Austria would never consent to war.
