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The most stubborn in their religious
opinions are those who profess to have
no creed.

It is
an easy matter to scoff at creeds, or con-
fessions, or articles of religion.

the devotion to principle, the
unswerving zeal, the vast appropriation
of men and means for the promotion of
the cause of Christ, and the abundant
success which has crowned the labor of
love of the creed men, we : cannot but
think that opposition to . creeds must
originate cither in a very - superficial ex-
amination of the subject, or a disposition,
to throw off the. restraints of any reli-
gious belief, that would restrict men to
principles, doctrines and precepts, tend-
ing to. promote holiness of heart and life.

Talk about religious opinions, in oppo-
sition to creeds. Why, what have liberal
opinions done for the advancement of
Christ's cause? Who build churches and
support the gospel? The creed men.
Who build colleges, endow them, and
patronize them? The creed men.- - Who
are now contributing millions of money,
and thousands of learned and pious men
and women to the. spread of the gospel,
in far-of- f lands that the world may be
converted to Christ? The --creed men.
And all this while the no-cree- men are
goading, lashing and denouncing them as
godless bigots and canting hypocrites!
But why raise such a mighty, dust about
creeds to blind and bewilder the popular
mind, and " prejudice the . unthinking
against all church - organizations ? Let
us see. What is a creed ? "A brief sum-
mary of articles of Christian faith; any
system of principles believed or profess-
ed." Is that all?. Any man, then,
whose religious faith .has an --influence
upon his thoughts, an effect upon his
heart, and that controls his actions, has
a creed. Meth. Record. -

penetrated by a secret association of the
lawless portion of the - population, who
are bound by no pledges, however sol-
emn, who scoff at the Constitution, and
defy the laws. Nowhere except in the
Statoj where the Republicans rule is
there any safety for life and freedom. It
seems a fixed purpose on the part of the
Democratic politicians to prevent the
restoration of peace at the South, and in
this policy they are unhappily encour-
aged by the Democratic and Liberal Re-
publican leaders at the North. Both
hope to keep up their party organization
by inciting insurrections in Louisiana,
and by charging upon the Administra-
tion those scenes of fatal discord which
have sprung from their own evil prompti-
ngs.-

That the recent shocking events in
Louisiana owe their origin in great part
to the intrigues of selfish and cruel poli-
ticians in all parts of the country might
easily be shown. And if the Ku-Klu- x

association has been able to maintain its
existence in every Southern State with
even more than its early ferocity, this
too is due to the open countenance it has
received from Democrats and Liberal Re-
publicans. When Georgia was overrid-
den by the Ku-Klu- x, and the vast major-it- y

of its voters driven from the polls at
the last Presidential election, when the
opposition ticket was chosen by violence
and fraud, every Liberal Republican and
every intolerant Democrat expressed un-
bounded joy. They accepted the labors
of the Ku-Klu- x as their own, and gave
their countenance to the league of mur-
derers. At the same time the Ku-Klu- x

in Louisiana renewed ; its outrages.
There too it drove the white and colored
Republicans from the polls, scoffed at
the constitutional provisions or the En-
forcement act, and deprived a large part
of the population of their votes. It en-
deavored to force the M'Enery govern-
ment, elected by such lawless usurpation,
into office; and when it was defeated bv
the resolution of the honest portion of
uie citizens, it refused to obey the deci-
sions of the courts, and began an- - inef-
fectual rising in New Orleans. M'Enery
and Warmoth began a period of blood-
shed. They were secretly or openly en-
couraged by the Liberal Republican and
Democratic politicians of the North.
Their guilty courage rose, and their latest
exploit, or that of their imitators, is the
burning of a hundred negroes at Colfax,
the murder of as many more, and the in-
fliction of such a calamity upon Louisi-
ana as a generation can scarcely repair.

But the question of permitting disor-
der and violence at the South must now
be taken from the control of cruel and
selfish politicians, and be committed to
the decision of the whole people. It is a
question that belongs to the community,
and we believe the community will now
sweep aside the frivolous logic of politi-
cal leaders, the outcries of faction, and
the clamors of the unwise. It will pro-
ceed to do its duty. The nation is bound
by the Constitution to secure the equal
rights of the colored citizen in Georgia
or Louisiana, to afford . security to the
white voter, and to repress every lawless
association. The Executive is bound by
his position ito enforce the- - Constitution
to it3 utmost limit.. The people will de-
mand the punishment of every political
outlaw, however noted his name, or how-
ever he may be sheltered under the pat
ronage of the Liberal Republican or
Democratic leaders: and it the Liberal
Republicans and the Termcrat3 persist
in their alliance with the Ku-Klu- x "ass-
ociation, they will soon be swept away be-
fore the general rage of the nation. For
we believe it is the intention of the peo-
ple in every section, with no prty dis-
tinctions, to insist on the preservation of
good order in the Southern States, and
to make them all at last the home of a
free and prosperous population.

Mrs. Brown.

The allusion to Mrs. Phoebe H. Brown,
in the Observer, touched a chord in many
a heart that loved this gifted woman. It
must be a source of universal regret that
her beautiful "twilight hymn" has not
been given to the world as it came warm
from her glowing pen. The introductory
stanza so fitly precedes the words which
followed it, that "pity 't were" they were
ever separated, as , the second verse was
originally written:

"I love to steal awhile away
From little, ones and care,

And spend the hour of setting day
In humble, grateful prayer.

From a number of. verses Dr. Nettleton
selected only enough for one hymn, and
many were left out which, for pathos and
Christian sentiment, were not behind
those selected. Among the rejected or
omitted verses was the following:

"1 love to meditate on death,
When will lis summons come,

With gentle power to steal my breath,
And waft an exile home?"

Mrs. Brown's letters and her prose writ-
ings are full of interest. Her devotional
feelings were awakened and found ex-
pression not only at the twilight hour,
but at the dawn of day. Not long before

"Life's toilsome day was o'er,"
she wrote to a friend: "I have risen be-
fore the light that I may have a quiet hour
for communion with my God and Savior.'

"Angels sang Creation's story,
Morning stars the strains prolong;

But Redemption's brighter glory
Now demands a nobler song.

How little does the Christian world, even,
prize and estimate the value of the
blessed Sabbath as a rest to the soul!
There is something so soothing in its
quiet and its freedom from" the ordinary
cares of life which give time for silent
thought and high communion with Him
whose resurrection it commemorates,"
etc.

As Mrs. Brown had written a morning
hymn and an evening hymn, not long
before her death, her old friend, Mr.
Lucius. Hart, requested her to write a
noonday hytnu, which might be used at
the Fulton street prayer meeting.
Though extremely feeble, dwelling then
in the "Border Land," her warm Chris-
tian heart responded at once to the ro-que-

and she wrote:
"Jesns, this midday hour t

We oonseeratw to Thee ;

Forget fill of each eaiihly care, ,:
We would Thy glory see."

The hymn may bo found in the Fulton
street collection.

The following anecdote has outlived
its early youth, but it still reads well:
John Phcenix tells the story that he was
one day leaving San Francisco by the
steamer. Everybody else was taking
leave of friends but he did not know a
soul in the crowd. Ashamed of his lone-
liness, as the boat sheered off ho called
out in a loud voice "Good-bye- , Colonel!"
and to his great delight, every man on
the wharf took off his hnt and shouted,
"Colonel, good-by- e !" .

Can a people, who have just such
knowledge a3 the Tribune tells us the ne-
groes, have, be justly denounced as so ig-

norant as to deserve massacre and exter-
mination on the ground ot their hopeless
ignorance and degradation ?

How base is the attempt of the Tribune
to lead the people of the country into a
belief that the Republican party in the
late Presidential campaign in Louisiana
were careful to array the negroes against
the white population. There is not a
particle of truth in the assertion, and
that claim cannot be used to justify the
wholesale slaughter of colored men at
Colfax. The four million negroes of the
South acted and voted in sympathy with
the white people of the North and with a
goodly number of the white people of the
South, they were thus arrayed on the
side of the white people of the country
and with the white people secured the
success of the Republican party. The
argument of the Tribune is simply a justi-
fication of political assassination, and be-
longs to an age of barbarism. The col-
ored men in the court house at Colfax
were there as the sheriff's1 posse, and
were officers of the law under a govern-
ment held bv the Supreme Court of the
State to be the leal government ; they
were there to execute the laws notwith-
standing who might be offenders against
them. Under the constitution and laws
of Louisiana black men are eligible for
just such positions as they were holding
at Colfax, and the fact that they were
acting in accordance with law, is a suff-
icient answer to the falsehood of Liberal
papers that they were attempting to ex-
terminate the white race. The truth is,
that the whole affair was inaugurated by
the Liberal McEneryites for political cap-
ital; and, as the people of the South, pri-
or to the rebellion, were led to believe
that the Democratic party of the North
would give them substantial aid and com-
fort in the event of their striking at the
life of the nation, so the McEneryites are
led to the belief that the countenance
and support of Northern Liberals will be
extended to them in their murderous
warfare against the negroes; and in this
belief they are strengthened by the New
York Tribune, and journals of less influ-
ence. .

Horrible Domestic Tragedy.

AX IKSAKE MOTHER KILLS HER TWO CHILDREN.

Annie llennessy, age 26, murdered two
of her children in the tenement-house- ,
No. 87 Third-st.- , last night. Six years
ago George llennessy, a shoemaker, mar-
ried Annie Hogan. Their married life
has been a very happy one. She bore
him three children Teresa Hennessy,
now aged 5 years; George Hennessy, age
3 years, and Francis Hennessy, age 3
months. Since the birth of her last child,
Mrs. Hennessy has become very melan-
choly, and has expressed herself as fear-
ful of her salvation hereafter. Both her
husband and herself are members of the
Roman Catholic Church. During Lent
her attendance at church was constant,
but she said she could not regain her
faith in her redemption. She told her
husbaad that shf. Jeared for her chil-
dren's life beyond the grave,. Her parents,
living near by, noticed their daughter's
hallucination, and had many consulta-
tions with her husband as to the means
to be taken to dispel her melancholy.
There were no fears felt, however, that
she would ever harm the children.

Her husband w'ent to his daily work as
usual, yesterday morning, and remained
in the shoe-sho- p all day. On returning
to his home at 7 p. m., he was surprised
to find the door of his apartments to the
fifth story locked. He knocked gently
at the door several times, and then, not
finding himself admitted, endeavored to
break down the door. He had broken in
one of the pannel3 when his wife sud-
denly opened the door, and told him to
walk in. She did not manifest any sur-
prise, however, at his violent action, or
offer any explanation of her own conduct
in not opening the door when he first
knocked. She said nothing as he entered
the room, and after he had sat down in a
chair began walking up and down the
room in an agitated manner. He thought
that her conduct was very singular. Jjut
said nothing.

His daughter Teresa came into the
room from an inner apartment and clam-
bered into his lap. He then, asked his
wife where the other children were. She
did not reply, but walked across the
room. Horrlfi d by an awful thought
that came to him, he looked around the
room and saw the hand and part of the
arm of a child protruding from some
clothes which covered the top of a large
wash-tub- . Springing across the room he
lifted the clothes, and there upon a pil-
low saw the forms of his two youngest
children, both dead. Almost overcome
with horror and grief, he asked his wife
if she had murdered the children. Still
she would not speak to him, but kept
walking across he floor. He sat down
on a chair and there remained motion-
less for over an hour. He then again
asked her if she had killed the children.
At this demand she stopped in her walk,
and, turning toward him, said, "It's all
right, George." She then told him that
he must not leave the house; that he
must stay there with her to watch over
the children. '

He attempted to persuade her to allow
him to go for a physician, and after an
hour's conversation with her at last
gained her permission to bring a physi-
cian who bad been in attendance upon
her for a month previous, Dr. Thompson
f No. 544 East Twelfth-s- t The husband

was afraid to leave his daughter with the
insane mother, and accordingly took her
into-- the room of a neighbor and there
left her. Hennessy then went to Dr.
Thompson and brought him to the house.
The physician at once saw that the wo-
man was insane, and sent information of
the murder to the Seventeenth Precinct
Police. Upon examining the bodies of
the children Dr. Thompson discovered
that they had both been strangled to
death by their mother. She had then
taken their bodies and had placed them
upon the hot Btove, severely burning
both bodies.

The insane woman was taken to Belle-vu- e

Hospital, and the bodies of the mur-
dered children wero placed in the
Morgue. Coroner Keenan was requested
to hold an inquest. JVT. I". Tribune.

From the New National Era.
Louisiana.

The exerceis of the elective franchise
and obeying the sheriff by acting as dep-
uties under him in Grant Parish, Louisi-
ana, constitutes negro usurpation, accord-
ing to the Liberal papers of the country.
The brutal and cowardly massacre in
Grant Parish of colored men by white
men was in obedience to the teachings
of such negro-hatin- g journals as the New
York Tribune and other Liberal leaders
in the country. Enraged beyond self-contr-ol

at the negro for preferring to
support- - the Republican party rather
than a party the strongest and most in-

fluential element of which, was composed
of.- - enemies to the advancement of his

ignorant whites perpetrate deeds that

. When it suits .the purpose of the New
York Tribune to . declare the negro as
hopelessly ignorant and degraded, it does
so, and when it attempts to make him
responsible for the blot on civilization in
Grant Parish, it avers that he has full
knowledge of the questions affecting the
legitimacy of the claims of the rival gov-

ernments in the State of Louisiana. The
Tribune speaks of the negro in Grant Par-
ish as follows.

"Is it not natural that an ignorant and
degraded people, like the negroes of
many of the remote parishes of Louisiana,
should infer from the recent transactions
at New Orleans and Washington, that
the purpose of the Federal Government
was to deliver the State into their hands?
They cannot have forgotten that during
the campaign the Administration leaders
were careful to array them against the
white population, to frighten them with
the prospect of a revival of slavery if the
old slave-owner- s ever got into office, to
assure them that the cause of Grant and
the cause of the black man were identi-
cal, and that the of the Presi-
dent would elevate the colored race to
place and power, and put their old mas-
ters forever under their feet. They
know that in the Novtmber election the
black man's party, created by these rep-
resentations, was defeated at the polls.
They know that it was nevertheless im-
mediately installed in power by military
forco. They know that it is sustained by
the President in defiance of law and of the
remonstrances of some of his own warm-
est friends. What is more natural than
